into society, and to put the youth into full 
=consciousness of itself and its relation and 
duties to society. Society expects at least 
this much of the educated man. 

The educated man. then, should have 
in mind, in all his undertakings, his duties 
to his partners who go to make up so-

!kiety. He should be possessed with a 
knowledge of his relationship to his fel-

The educated man upon endeavoring to

-"first, he a good citizen. One, cannot per- 
gorm his duties to his fellows, without 
',-ttiiSfying the primary aim of good citi-
lzenship. 

To be a good citizen, the educated man 
I9imust be a nintelligent voter. The intelli-
,4ent voter should not be bound by parti-
san politics, he should conscientiously 

_study the platforms of the various parties.

A freshman who enters school expects 
to find certain kinds of activities that he 
has been taught were present in colleges.
