one of the best turfs In the state, and 
In this connection. H. C. Hervey. nen 
athletic mnager. makes the following 

statement: a  
"Another gridiron has come to take 

Its place among the many great ones. 
The nucleus for the future Tech Foot-
ball Field as permanently located Is 
rapidly maturing into areal gridiron. 
It has been laid off on the splendid 
plan of the Texas University PlaYing 
field. with a roomy track and straight-
away, beyond which plenty 'allowance 
has been made for a stadium of a 
large capacity. 

The field proper has been well turf-
led, the ground worked to seed-bed 
perfection, and then sewed with her-
muda grass, which has been up to a 
solid stand for about three weeks. 
With daily watering and continual 
protection from the native prairie 
weeds and grasses the prospects ton 
a thick sod by fall are very promis-
ing. One or two m are kept on the 
field watering the grass. pulling and 
mowing weeds, every day. The rich 
sandy loam soil here is proving ,to be 
almost ideal Inc a football field. It 
gives promise of making a firm grid 
without the usual hardness. and the 
sell is no rich the grass is expected to 
make a mat over the entire oval with-
in a very short time. It would even 
now make a rather attractive fore-
ground for a glistening concrete sta-
dium.
