Hawaii Becomes the 50th State in Union

Joy  rides the trade winds today 

in Hawaii after the announcement 

that Ike has signed the bill to 

make the chain of Pacific Isles the 

50th state. 

HAWAII, land of paradise, after 

a 40 year wait has finally  seen  her 

dream of statehood come true. 

These islands, discovered in 1778 

by Captain James Cook were first 

called the Sandwich Islands in hon-

of Cook's patron, the Earl of San-

dwich. This  name  was later chan-

ged to  Hawaii from the  name  of 
the  largest island and the  one  used 
by the people of the island. 

IN 1840 W. Richards,  an  Ameri-
can guided the first Hawaiin Con-
stitution into  a  form compatible 
with American beliefs. The United 
States was the first great power 
to recognize Hawaii  as an  inde-
pendent kingdom, and the 1854  a 
treaty was drafted to annex it  as 
the thirty-second state, but the 
death of the ruler of Hawaii end-
ed the venture. 

The Newlands Resolutions were 
passed at the end of the Spanish-
American War, and Hawaii be-
came  a  part of the United States. 
Other bills for statehood have 
been before Congress but for var-
ious reasons failed to pass  or  were 
put off. 

MOUNTAINS IN the isles are 

the highest of any island in the 
world and only a few in Europe 
can compete with them in height. 
Trade winds contribute to a cool-
er climate than that of any coun-
try of the same latitude. By asend-
ing these mountains any desirable 
degree of temperature can be at-
tained, while snow reigns supreme 
on the mountaintops during most 
most of the year. 

The assassin's bullet that plung-
ed Europe into World War I prov-
ed to be  a  blessing in disguise for 
the island. Sugar at once, came in-
to great demand and prices shot 
upwards. Thousands of turists, cut 
off from European travel, came to 
the Islands instead. 

ENTRY OF THE United States 

into the war gave the islanders 
their first real chance since an-
nexation to demonstrate their 
Americanism by responding with 
enthusiasm and determination. 

The year 1941 advanced with the 
easy-going tempo of life in the is-
lands altered somewhat. Beneath 
the usual gaiety of the people was 
that uneasy feeling of trouble and 
that trouble was the possibility of 
war with Japan. A blood bank was 
established, a Citizen's Home De-
fense Committee was organized on 
Oahu and practiced blackouts were 
conducted regularly. 

Then came that fateful day of 
Dec. 7 and once again the world 
was plunged into war. In all, more 
than forty thousand  men  of Ha- 

wad joined the armed forces. They 
raided Tokyo with Doolittle's 
bombers, fought in North Africa, 
flew bombing missions over Ger-
many, and served whereever other 
Americans were fighting. 

TRIPLING THEIR population 
since 1940 has given this state the 
title of that with the fastest grow-
ing population. 

Alhoa State seems likely to be 
the official nickname for the state. 
A newspaper poll .showed this to 
be the overwhelming choice of 
readers over such others as Island 
State, Sugar State and Pineapple 
State. A vote by the Territorial 
Legislature might make this the 
official nickname in the near fu-
ture.

This b,;,,n to the equestrian is a low metal con-

struction (or rather, obstruction) capable of severely 

damaging the lower portions of a car (wheels and 

such), and bas done so on occasion. 

Complicating the situation is the fact that no one 
seems to know who is responsible for installing the 

menace, and, thus, who would be responsible for tak-

ing it out.

It definitely hinders Tech public relations and 

publicity, as the Public Information Office is located 

in the Journalism Building, and reporters of area 

newspapers use the lot while picking up Tech news 

releases.
