Steers Exhibited 
By Ag Division; 
Little In Charge 

Stengel Again Head 
Of Aberdeen-Angus 
And Hereford Cattle 

Tech is again going to send an 
exhibition to the Southwestern Ex-
position and Fat Stock show in 
Fort Worth, which will be held 
from March 10 to 19 this year. 
Three Aberdeen-Angus steers and 
two Hereford steers will be exhibi-
ted by the department of animal 
husbandry. 

This Is one of the smallest ex-
hibits that Tech has made in many 
years. according to Prof. W. L. 
Stengel, head of the animal hus-
bandry department. Its size is due 
to the fact that there was no show 
last year and no assurance of a 
show in 1944. Also cattle prices 
were good, and many of the steers 
used in class work were not tar-
ried over to exhibit this year. 

Professor Stengel will again 
serve as superintendent of the 
Aberdeen-Angus department. He 
has been officially associated with 
the shows since 1922, having serv-
ed as superintendent of horses and 
mules and swine departments pre-
viously. 

Dave Little, college herdsman. 
will be in charge of the cattle this 
year. 

Tech has always In the past made 
a creditable showing at the South-
western Exposition and Fat Stock 
show. Records show the following 
outstanding achievements in the 
swine division: three Grand Cham-
pionship barrows-a Duroc-Jersey 
in 1935. a Hampshire in 1938. a Po-
land-China in 1939; two Grand 
Championship pens of barrows-- 
one in 1935 and one in 1942; one 
Grand Championship litter of pigs, 
in 1935. 

Four blue ribbons have been won 
in steer carcass contest. A Here- 
ford steer yielding 69.2 pounds 
dressing percentage won in 1932, 
a Hereford steer yielding 70.6 
pounds dressing percentage in 1933, 
a Hereford steer yielding 70.4 
pounds dressing percentage In 
1934 and an Aberdeen-Angus steer 
yMelding 71.49 pounds dressing per-
centage in 1935. The latter is the 
second highest yield attained at 
the Fort Worth show. 

In the past Tech has shown out-
standing performance with its hor-
ses, both stallions and mares. Each 
year that Tech has exhibited, it 
has had one or more Grand Cham-
pions In the horse division. There 
will be no classification of horses 
and mules this year due to the shor-
'age of space, for the show will be 
held in the Will Rogers Memorial 
oliseum.

Requests Due For 
Draft Deferments 
By February 15 

Students Graduating 
Before July I Are 
Entitled Extension 

Immediate renewal of all student 
draft deferments to continue be-
yond Feb 15 must be requested be-
fore that date, according to Dr. H. 
L. Kent, institutional representa-
tive for deferment matters. Exist-
ing deferments expire on that date 
and may be terminated if the pro-
per request has not been made. 
Students who wish to make such 
requests should leave their names 
and telephone numbers with Dr. 
Kent, so that as soon as the neces-
sary forms have been received, pro-
ceedings can be started. 

Students in certain fields who 
will graduate before July 1 are en-
titled to receive deferments if they 
are certified by the college as com-
petent and have governmental ap-
proval as engaging In one of the 
special studies. Included in this 
list are: engineering, agricultural 
sciences, chemistry, geology. gee 
physics, mathematics. Agricultural 
engineering and c•ramic engineer-
ing have recently been added to 
this approved list. 

Deferment for two years".41 be 
considered for students in chemis-
try, engineering, geology, geophy-
sics, physics. or pre-medical school. 

It is important that applicants 
:or defeiment proceed correctly. 
Request for renewal of deferment 
is similar to the process for a first 
deferment. If the student Is now 
in college, he should contact Dr. 
Kent when he receives his ques- 
tionnaire following his eighteenth 
birthday. Dr. Kent will then certi-
fy, if the student can satisfy re-
quirements as to scholarship and 
time of completion of his course 
of study, that the student should 
be considered for deferment.

The accelerated program will be 
used again so that students can do 
a full semester's work between 
May 29 and Sept. 1. Two plans are 
being offered. Under the first plan, 
the student may attend for either 
six or twelve weeks. Under the 
second plan, which is the accele-
rated plan, the student may attend 
one six-week semester and a nine-
week term. 

One hundred and thirty-six pro-
fessors and instructors will give ap-
proximately 370 courses in the di-
visions of agriculture. home eco-
nomics. commerce. engineering and 
arts and sciences. 

Women's dormitory number 1 
will be open to women students for 
the summer and to married couples 
at no increase in cost of room and 
board. 

Approximately 1,500 espies of 
posters have been sent out to su-
perintendents, principals, a n d 
school authorities, to explain the 
summer school program.

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ONCE again we are encountering circulation troubles. It seems 
that if The Toreador is not having troubles, then school is 

just not the same, and we have had enough this year to keep 
going for another two years. 

Some weeks ago, at the beginning of the current semester, 
a new rule was passed in regard to obtaining this paper after 
it was published. We issued the statement that only those who 
paid for the publication would receive copies. These editions 
were to be issued in various offices across the campus, and those 
persons who had contributed the usual subscription price, either 
through cash or activity tickets, and no others. 

This step was taken due to many complaints that reached 
us from students who had paid their fee last semester, but who 
stated they did not receive their Toreadors due to other persons 
grabbing them first. Now it appears that those who pay for them 
are not interested enough to go get them, or just do not know the 
full particulars concerning the new system. 

We feel that if the persons who read the paper are the ones 
who have not paid, although there are less than five hundred 
such students, then why should we not place the paper in its old 
places, under the old system of distribution. At present we have 
more extra Toreadors than we used to print, and in other days 
there were never enough. Our ultimate step, unless circumstan-
ces take a sudden reverse, will be to return to the old system as 
has been suggested by some few students. 

In case there are some students still wondering as to the 
whereabouts of their Toreador, we will again enumerate the 
points of distribution. For engineers, the paper is placed in the 
Engineering library, and can be received by calling there. Arts 
and science students should call at Dean of Men James G. Allen's 
office, not Dean J. M. Gordon's offices, for their editions:Com-
merce students may receive their papers in the offices of Dean 
J. 0. Ellsworth, on the second floor of the Administration build-
ing. The Home Economics Education office has editions avail-

able to those who have paid the necessary fee in that division. 
Aggies should call at their Dean's office fat: the paper. 

We hope that from this date on the new plan will meet 
with a maximum -de  tti-e-6'—o-f—fferrer'as we feel that time and 
work are wasted in this distribution if there are none who will 
go out of their way to receive the paper. In the future please 
remember as to the locality of your paper, call for it, or in the 
future you may not be able to get one at all, as it may soon re-
turn to the old way of "first come, first served".

CURRENT discussion across the nation, among prominent edu-
s-  cators, is to the possibilities of continuing the nation-wide 
accelerated war program in colleges during peace-time, or to 
the return to the old way of four yearS of regular college train-
;ng before professional and business men are turned into the 
adult world. 

Those who advocate the latter state that it would give the 
world a greater number of men and women with higher degrees, 
while the proponents of the accelerated method of education say 
that it would give persons an earlier start in the business world. 

A consideration of this problem might go well if we were 
to take a close study of the situation, and its effect locally, on 
this campus. Has the present method caused a more active in-
terest, or did the old system of four nine-month terms produce 
a better result upon persons graduating? 

At first hand most of us will say that the old method is by 
far the best, due to the disinterest shown at Tech this year. That, 
in one way, is correct. But we must consider that after the war 
there will be no decreased enrollment due to the draft and per-
sons going into service or boom-jobs, and that all of the old 
campus agencies of extra-curricular activities will once again 
be thriving. This will increase the school's coordination along' 
many affairs, and the school would suffer none in this phase. 

Yet, other than socially, it is our opinion that the new sys-
tem is not too satisfactory, unless war nerves play greater havoc 
upon students than we give credit. As has been noted at a 
previous date the "flunk list" has grown almost doubly during 
the past two semesters. It is our belief that too much school, in 
a continuous period of time, is responsible for this. 

The proverb of "all work and no play" certainly is proving 
its worth during these times. Disinterest is a product of too much 
study too much of the time. A person who is faced day by day, 
throughout a continuous period, with the same schedule, the 
same worries that come with classes, naturally drops a great deal 
of interest, more so than is produced by a yearly three-month 
rest. 

Our conclusion is that during war the present program is 
most vital and most needed, but afterwards .. . lets all take a 
well earned rest each year.

I am wondering at the present 
just what the attitude of the stu-
dent body Is going to be in regard 
to the sudden discontinuance of 
student reductions at the local 
theaters. I am not certain about 
all of the theaters but I am quite 
certain about one of the main 
chains.

I do not write in the attitude 
that the theaters owe us, as a stu- 
dent body, any reduction.

in the past. I do, however, feel 
that they should realize that, even 
though prices of everything have 
risen, the allowances of no many of 
the students have not risen In 
proportion. There are a great many 
students on the campus who de-
pend upon aid from home to fi-
nance the entire expense of their 
college education. These same 
students, for the major part, de-
pend upon the movies for a great 
amount of their pleasure and "pla- 
ces-to-go" with dates. In face of 
the fact that all of the theaters of 
the city have taken a rise in price 
of at least 16 2-3 per cent and I 
cannot see by they feel it neces-
sary to discontinue giving as the 
reduction. 

For any one student In the col-
lege the rise would not be parti-
cularly overwhelming, but when 
considered in the light of the fact 
that many hundreds of students 
each spend several dollars, on the 
average, in the run of a year, it 
begins to mount into a very large 
figure. 

In my humble judgment the stu-

Since the OWI (or some 
government bureau) forbid private 
telephones in girls' rooms we sug-
gest a telephone in Mrs. Young's 
room to be used in case of emer- 
gency only. 

Why don't you start a campaign 
for such before you turn Margaret 
Long's picture to the wall for this 
week?
