
Petitions Must 
Be Filed Soon; 
Election Is Set 

February 29 Will 
See Close Of Race 
For 1944 Officers 

Candidates for Toreador and La 
Ventana offices must file petitions 
announcing their intention to run 
for office not less than fourteen 
days, or more than thirty days. 
prior to the election Feb. 29. All 
petitions are to be signed by fif-
teen per cent of the student body 
and are to be tiled with Rowena 
McKinley, secretary of the Student 

council. 
These elective offices Include the 

editors and business managers of 
both student publications. 

Qualifications for holding stu-
dent publication offices as appear 
in the constitution most be met by 
all students wishing to become can-
didates for the campus-wide elec-

tion in February. 
The requirements are that candi-

dates for publication offices must 
file with the secretary of the Stu-
dent council as already mentioned 
a petition signed by at least fif-
teen per cent of the student body 
not less than fourteen days of more 
than thirty before the election: 
that a candidate must have a C 
average in all college work and 
have passed at least nine semester 
hours with a C average for the se-
mester preceding the one in which 
the election is to be held. Sixty 
semester hour most be recorded to 
the credit of candidates at the time 
of assuming office. 

A C average is based on the qual-
ity point system and must be main-
tained during the tenure of office.  
The quality point system is an av-
erage of at least one grade point 
for every hour for which 'the stu-
dent has enrolled. 

A further stipulation is that two 
elective offices may not be held si 
multaneously by the same person. 
This is according to the Student 
constitution.

1944 Hearst Match 
To Be Second Try 
For Local Squad 

Tech's ROTC rifle team will fire 
two matches this semester. The 
first match is the Eighth Service 
Comand intercollegiate match, and 
the second is the William Ran-
dolph Hearst ROTC rifle match 
for 1944. 

All military schools and colleges 
in Texas, New Mexico, Oklahoma 
and Louisana, and all high schools 
and colleges in these states main-
taining ROTC units are eligible to 
enter teams in the Eighth Service 
Command intercollegiate match 
sponsored by the Eighth Service 
Command of the Army. Each of 
these teams is to consist of 15 men. 
The scores are to be mailed to area 
headquarters for grading. The 
match is to be fired between the 
first of January and the first of 
March. 

The William Randolph Hearst 
ROTC rifle team match is spon-
sored by the Hearst newspapers. 
All military schools in the United 
States, and all high schools and col 
'eges throughout the United Stai...

Prizes are awarded nationally in 

the Hearst match by Army service 

commands. A championship trophy 

is to be given to the team making 

the highest score and to each mem-

ber of the high scoring team a 

championship medal will be awar-
ded. To the member of any team 
firing the highest score a wrist 
watch will be presented. In each 
Army command a first, second and 
third place trophy will be given. 
Wits each trophy goes a set of five 
medals of comparative value. For 
the person firing the highest score 
In the Army match a billfold will 
be given. 

A miniature double-barrel shot-
gun carved out of wood with the 
inscription Shotgun Sharpshooter 
painted on one side Is to be worn 
on a chain around the neck of the 
member of Tech's team having the 
lowestscore. The shotgun was 
made by Fred Robert Beasley, Tech 
student.

Ninety-live individuals were pla-

ced last year by the Teacher Place-
ment bureau, according to Dr. D. 
D. Jackson's annual report on this 
service. Eighty-five are engaged in 
public school teaching, eight in do-
tense work, and two in college tea-
ching. 

"There were no unemployed peo-
ple with teaching credentials in our 
active files at the end of the year," 
Dr. Jackson said. The number of 
applicants placed in schools in oth-
er states totaled nine. Six were pla-
ced in New Mexico, one in Illinois, 
and two in California. 

The trend in the demand for tea-
chers was toward those who taught 
natural science, mathematics, pre- 
flight aeronautics, Spanish, and 
distributive education. Almost with-
out exception teachers were re-
quired to do something of an extra-
curricular nature, as playground 
instructors, directors of school 
plays and club sponsors. The num-
ber placed this year constitutes as 
great a volume of business on a 
percentage basis as that of last 
year which was 136.

Of Experiment 
Now Complete 

Lambing Down Milo 
Carried On Through 
Experiment Station 

"Lambing down combine-type mi-
lo in the field looks good," reports 
R. C. Mowery, professor of animal 
husbandry, after completion of the 
first two periods, 56 days, of a 
lamb-feeding project. The experi- 
ment begun in November is being 
made on the college farm in cooper-
ation with the Tex. Agricultural 
Experiment station. 

The 160 feeder lambs, weighing 
46.5 pounds each, purchased from 
Tex. Agricultural Experiment sta-
tion, sub-station number 14, Sonora, 
were divided into six lots. Two lots 
of 40 lambs each are lambing down 
Plainsman milo, at a rate of 13 
lambs per acre, plus a small sup-
plemental feeding. Lot 5 is receiv-
ing .68 pound of alfalfa hay in con-
nection with the milo grazed. The 
daily gain for each lamb in this 
lot for the perio dis .36 pound. Lot 
6 is also grazing Plainsman milo 
and is receiving .58 pound of 
ground sumac sorghum. The first 
28 days these lambs gained .1 pound 
each per day. Then .25 pound of 
cottonseed meal was added to their 
diet, which resulted during the 
next 28 days in a gain of .34 pound 
daily per animal, with the aver- 
age for the two periods being .22 

pounds. 

Lambs on the field feeding ex-

perienced some digestive trouble 

until water, salt, and supplemental 

feed was moved to the field where 
they were grazing. Since then, no 
digestive disorder has been evident. 

The other 80 lambs were divided 
into four lots of 20 each. Lots 1 
and 2 have been fed identically, 
consumnig .29 pound of alfalfa. 
.09 pound of cottonseed meal and 
.78 pound of milo. The milo in lot 
1 was Martin combine milo, where-
as that in lot 2 was dwraf yellow 
mile. Lot 1 gained .33 pound daily 
per lamb; lot 2 showed a gain of 
.29 pound. Lots 3 and 4 were fed 
identically on .21 pounds of ground 
sumac sorghum, .28 pounds of cot- 
tonseed meal and .57 pound of mile. 
In lot 3 the milo was Martin com-
bine milo, while that in lot 4 was 
dwarf yellow milo. Each lot showed 
a gain of .27 pound daily per lamb.

Smith furthered his education af-

ter grade school at an English pub-
lic school known at Teltenall col-
lege. At the age of 15 years, he 
ws apprenticed to a sailing ship 
fir

a
m for four years, sailing out of 

Liverpool on a vessel carrying gen- 
eral cargo to all parts of the world. 

After receiving his master's li-
cense, he became junior officer for 
the Cunard Steamshipcompany 
traveling between Great Britain 
and this country. 

At 31 years of age, Smith, attend-
ing a series of services in bin wife's 
church was converted and felt the 
call to go Into the ministry. He 
came to America as an immigrant 
and through the aid of friends se-
cured entrance to a theological 
seminary. After completing his 
studies there he was ordained at 
the northern Baptist convention. 
Since that time he has been enga-
ged continuously in evangelistic 
work in both the United States and 
Great Britain. 

His father, the original "Gypsy" 
Smith, is now in this country as an 
alien after having experienced 15 
blitzes in England. Although 84 
years old, he is still active in evan-
gelistic work as a Presbyterian 
mnister. 

Gypsy Smith is described as hav-
ing a vivid personality and being 
earnest and persuasive with a win-
some note in his sane, simple ser-
mons. In editorials written about 
Smith, it has been said he has 
never preached a doctrinal ser- 
mon and probably never will. 

He attributes his "success" in the 
evangelistic field to the fact that 
he does not resort to sensational-
ism. "I strive to appeal to a man's 
mind and reason." he said 

Gypsy Smith has been in Lub-
bock for two weeks conducting a 
cooperative revival among a num-
ber of churches. Cooperating chur-
ches have dismissed all services ex-
cept their Sunday morning ones. 
They include First Baptist church, 
Asbury Methodist church, Four 
Square Gospel church, First Me-
thodist church, St. John's Metho-
dist church, First Christian church, 
First Presbyterian church. Locust 
Street Chapel and First Church of 
the Nazarene. 

Costa Rica Sends 
Tech Sixth Latin 
Student Of Year 
Costa Rica has sent Tech anoth-

er student, Jorge Emilio Padilla, 
who has enrolled in Tech this se- 
mester as an architectural engi-
neer. Padilla, whose home is in AI-
ajuela, is the sixth Latin American 
student to enroll in Tech this se- 
mester. 

Three other students are in the 
division of engineering. Carlos Rios 
is a textile engineer from Vera 
Cruz, Mexico; and Guido Rotlri-
guez and Pablo Urbina are civil 
engineers from Alajuela. Jorge 
Munoz, Chihuahua, Mexico, is an 
animal husbandry major, and Ma-
ria Valdez, Torreon, Mexico, is tak-

ing home economics. 

Cecilio Velasco, who majored in 
petroleum engineering with a pro-
duction option, left Tech last se-
mester to attend Pennsylvania 
State college. 

Graduate Aggies 
Offered Course 
For Instructing 

Graduate vocational agricultural 
students in the vicinities of prown-
field, Littlefield and Childress air 
being offered a two-hour credit 
course this semester conducted by 
Prof. R. L. Chappelle, head of the 
department of agricultural educa-
tion. Thirty-two have enrolled in 
the three towns to date. 

This course considers problems 
confronting vocational agricultural 
teachers. Last semester Chappelle 
had classes in Lubbock, Abilene, 
Midland, Roscoe and Ballinger with 
a total enrollment of 45. These clas-
ses pi oved quite successful, accord-
ing to Chappelle. 

A majority of the students en-
rolled are Tech graduates. Chap-
pelle meets each class once a week 
for three hours. 

In keeping with the post-war 
planning program, faculty mem- 
bers of the arts and sciences divi-
sion have been studying the cour-
ses offered in each department and 
revision will be made in various 
curricula where necessary, states 
Dean J. M. Gordon. 

During the fall semester a com-
mittee headed by Dr. R. E. Garlin, 
social sciences, Dr. L. T. Patton, 
natural sciences and mathematics, 
and ,Dr. W. G. Gates, languages, 
music and speech, drew up sugges-
tions for re-defining the purpose of 
the division of arts and sciences. 

At the last meeting held just 
before the Christmas holidays they 
considered suggestions for a com-
prehensive statement of the func-
tions of this division. 

"Further consideration has been 
delayed because of the close of one 
semester, the beginning of the 
spring semester and other addi-
tional work, but we expect to take 
it up again as soon as the rush is 
over," says Dean Gordon. 

Tech Foundation 
Receives Gift 
From Miss Keeney 

The Texas Technological college 
foundation recently received $2,500 
from Mrs. Harriet E. Keeney. Som. 
ersville, Conn., to be used in the 
establishment of a fellowship fund 
in memory of her father. the late 
W. L. Ellwood, according to Presi-
dent Clifford B. Jones. 

This fund will be used to start 
a scholarship award in the animal 
husbandry department to aid wor-
thy students in carrying on their 
work in some phase of cattle pro- 
duction. 

Mrs. Keeney's sister, Mrs. Jean 
Chappell of New ,London, Conn., 
recently made a similar donation 
to the college for the same purpose. 

The late W. L. Ellwood, promi-
nent cattleman of West Texas, 
owned the Spade ranch which is 
west of Lubbock. This ranch now 
consists of 265,000 acres that ex-
tend fifty-four miles long and from 
eight to twelve miles wide. He was 
also the principal owner of a wire 
and fence company of De Kalb,

Total 
More Women 
Than Men; 929 
Coeds Enroll 

Beautification Fund 
Receives $350 As 
700 Students Sign 

RESULTS of spring semesterreg-

istration shows that Tech now 
has 1,429 students enrolled and that 
the Campus Beautification fund 
has swollen $350. Only 700 students 
contributed to the drive, which is 
still in full swing, acording to 
Maxine Craddock, Student council 
president. 

17omen students outnumber the 
men sinios two m one, with 929 
women and 500 men enrolled. En- 
rollment met with a decrease of 
235 students from lass' semester. 
when 1,664 registered. The ratio of 
women and men was three to two, 
1,007 women and 656 men. 

In spite of the drop in enroll-
ment, the Campus Beautification 
fund should not have suffered such 
a decrease in proportion as it did. 

"Since only about half of the 
students signed the slip to give 50 
cents of their breakage deposit to 
campus beautification", Miss Crad-
dock said, "the drive is being con-
tinued and all persons that have 
not already signed, please help 
Tech and do so when contacted by 
a student soliciting these funds." 

Arts and sciences have the lar-
gest number of students with 521 
having registered. Of these 395 are 
women and 126 are men. The engi-
neering division Is second in the 
enrollment ranks with 292. Of this 
number 247 are men, 45 women. 
Third position goes to the division 
of comerce with 280 enrolled, in-
cluding 242 women and 38 men. 

Ranking fourth is the division of 
home economics with 245 women 
enrolled. The agricultural division 
is fifth with 91 students. This fi-
gure includes 89 men and 2 wo-
men. 

These are nly tentative figures 
and includ .  - .1 graduate students, 
as follows. Agricultural division. 
32, engineering division, 2; Home 
economies, 7; arts and sciences, IS; 

and commerce division, 7. Totals do 

not include enrollment for exten-
sion courses. 

The largest decrease in enroll-
ment from the fall semester was in 
the engineering division, which has 
84 less enrolled. A total of 376 
students were registered in that di-
vision last semester. Second great-
est loss was in arts and science,. 
which had a decrease of 62 from 
583 in the fall. Home economics 
had a decrease of 32 from 277; ag-
ricultural division lost 26, last se-
mestees enrollment being 117; and 
commerce lost 24 from 304 In the 
fall. 

Registration this year has drop-

ped to its lowest point since 1925-

26 when 1,043 students enrolled, 
however, it is only slightly lower 
than total registration figures for 
the following year when 1,535 were 
enrolled. 

Attendance in Tech reached its 
height in 1939-40 with an enroll-
ment of 4,246. Enrollment figures 
since the college was established in 
1925 are as follows: 1925-26, 1,043, 
1926-27, 1,535; 1927-28, 1,682; 1928-29, 
2,088; 1929-30, 2,353; 1930-31, 2,319; 
1931-32, 2,155; 1932-33, 2,332; 1933-34, 
2,361; 1934-35, 2,684; 1935-36, 2,748; 
1936-37, 3,010; 1937-38, 3,494; 1938-39, 
3,896; 1939-40, 4,246; 1940-41, 4,076; 
1941-42, 3,824; 1942-43, 3,079. These 
figures do not include enrollment 
for summer session or extension 
courses. 

Last spring, when 3,019 students 
were enrolled, 1800 contributed $910 
to the beautification fund. The mo-

However, there is at present a Fourth War Loan drive being 

conducted across the nation, and very much so locally. We 

wonder as to the percent of students on this campus who have 
bought war bonds and stamps regularly, or irregularly, with 

their own money. It is very easy to say that we have done our 
part because we have bonds in our name, even if they are gifts 

from our families. 
This, we wish to stop. We feel that it is the sworn duty of 

every citizen of the United States to buy bonds and stamps in 

unlimited numbers. It is unnecessary to repeat the need for 

such action. All of us realize just what lies behind these drives, 

and what will eventually happen if we continue to buy them 
with the all-out effort that has been shown by the nation towlate. 

A pacifist attitude has seemed to arise very strongly during 
recent victories by Allied armies, and sales of bonds have drop-
ped enough to cause the government to release warnings to the 
people about over-confidence; and to ask that all do their best 
to continue the practice of buying bonds. 

It should be something that comes far beyond the line of 
duty. We should all want to do so, and realize that we must do 
it. Duty is a big word, and many of us are tempted to shrink it 
from time to time- if someone does not continually remind us 
of the fact that we have certain jobs to perform before we can 
return to our normal ways of life. 

It is our hope that every Techsan will do his share during 
the current campaign, which has no goal set, and buy more and 
more bonds and stamps each day and week and month, and if 
the end of 1944 does not see the termination of the war, we hope 
that they will continue to buy and buy until victory has ceased 
to be a potentiality and become an actuality.

War has played havoc with college life for some three years 
now, and probably shall continue to do so for that many more 
Students have come to the stage where they care little whether 
they fail or pass. They are merely existing. This is not too 
commendable. 

We do not know how this record will stand beside other 
colleges, but we sincerely hope that all have not been afflicted 
as we have. The Engineers on the campus, who are enrolled 
in many civilian course, brought their average up to above par, 
and many former Techsans in that group did better this fall 
than they did while civilians here. 

It seems that if these students, carrying so many more hours 
than most of us are, can maintain their averages to such a high 
degree, then surely we could manage to come through with a 
suitable one. It is inexcusable to let grades and interest drop 
because we are not in active phase of the war, which is the 
excuse used by nearly every person who fails a course. 

No proponents of a group of "book worms", we do contend 
that a little more work and a few less excuses would aid the 
cause of many. It has been said by many that they studied until 
they were almost dead, and we saw the results shown in their 
hollow eyes and faded faces during dead week. The trouble here 
lies, as one professor told us, that the "cramming" came too 
late and that enough practice was not encountered in the last 
minute studying. That is where the trouble lies. 

We hope that during the current semester there will not be 
too much slacking until the final minute. It has been said that 
"an ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure". This most 
certainly holds true under the existing circumstances. If we all 
spend a little time daily, instead of a lot of time "semesterly", 
then that flunk list would trim down to a bare page or less. If 
those students who failed to make that most vital C average will 
not worry so much as to why they did not do so last semester, 
and determine to do so this semester, then there will be no more 
worries, and we can all live happily ever after.

It was the 26th of May, 1943. 

To you, it was a heavenly Spring day 
that just had to be celebrated in some 
way. Besides, you were so bored with 
all the talk and headlines of war. 

To our men on Attu, it was the fif-
teenth day of incessant fighting. That 
is, to those who had not been killed, or 
put out of action with wounds or frozen 
feet. 

They hadn't slept for days; their sun-
burned faces ached; their heads and 
beards and wool-covered bodies itched; 
their feet were never dry. The dead lay 
:.11 about them in the fog and snow—an 
occasional Jap, twisted grotesquely in 
death, over the body of an American. 

But the biggest push of the battle was 
just ahead. 

They had to attack a Jap-held pla-
teau called the Bench, which meant 
scaling a steep cliff, in the face of con-
tinuous gunfire from the Japs, smugly 
entrenched on top. The final 25 yards 
were no steep, the soldiers had to drag 
themselves up by plunging their rifle 
butts into the snow. 

The Japs lay quietly in wait, until our 
men were almost to the summit. Then, 
without rising from their fox holes, they 
rolled grenades down on them. Three 
times new groups of Americans scaled 
up the cliff to be blown to eternity. 

And suddenly — one American stood 
alone on the Bench.With his rifle pointed 
down, he walked deliberately from one 
fox hole to another, shooting into them 
with deadly accuracy. Impervious to the 
Jap grenades all about him, he went on, 
finally using his gun butt to bash the 
Japs as they trembled in their holes. 

He was still bashing away when our 
troops finally reached him. 

Asked later how he did it, he ex-
plained his best friend had been killed 
as they started up the slope and he 
didn't remember anything after that. 

Asked by his Colonel what he wanted, 
I: said since he'd been a Corporal so 
long, Sergeant's stripes would be nice. 

He got his stripes and he's mighty 
gratified. He did not get an invitation to 
your party, but that's all right—he was 
too busy to attend. 

Did you have a good time?

Guayule Plants 
Progress Report 
Has Been Made 

Guayule plants on Tech farm are 
growing well, according to a Pro -
gress report recently received by 
Dr. A. W. Young, head of the plant 
industry department.

McFarland, who is in charge of e, 

perimental planting of guayule in 
the southwestern states. Sample , 

 were taken for analysis of the rub-
ber nont.t; however, no indication 
was given concerning it. 

Tech's guayule, a shrubbery herb 
that yields rubber occurring in sol-
id particles in the form of a col-
loidal suspension in the cell sap, 
wad planted almost two years ago. 
The test is being made to discover 
how well the plant is adapted to 
the soil and climatic conditions of 
this locality and to evaluate its pos-
sibilities as a rubber producer.

quoted iy Pennsylvania dentist, Dr. 

Fred D. Miller, on his praise of the 
virtues of Tex.-grown wheat at a 
meeting of Texas dentists In Dai-

l.. 
"The only bread my family eats 

at home is whole wheat and is 
made from wheat I buy In Deaf 
Smith county," he said. "And I'll 
bet that's something few Texans 

Miller stated that although many 
phases of the cause of tooth decay 
are still unknown to dentists, 
there has been show a definite re-
lation between balanced diets and 
health in connection with tooth de-
coy. Evidence is apparent in Deaf 
Smith county that tooth decay is 
almost unknown. and persons with 
decayed teeth, who move there 
soon find that the decaying process 
becomes static. He attributes tooth 
decay to malnutrition, and believes 
it can be combated with a well-bal-
anced diet, which would include 
sufficient carbohydrates. proteins, 
fats, minerals and vitamins. 

Books Recently
