Classical Guitarists Charm Audience

One of the outstanding highlights of
the Fine Arts Feslival came in the
Wednesday night presentation of Presti
and Lagoya. These duo-guitarists per-
formed to an exceptionally attentive au-
diénce in the Tech Union Ballroom.
With each change of the guitar music,
there seemed to be a simultaneous change
in the mood of the audience. Present at
the production were 650 persons.
Thé husband-wife - team produced a
harmony which apparently kept the Tech-

sans spellbound during the two-hour pro-
gram of eight numbers. Ida Presti, dress-
ed in a black floor-length gown, teamed
with husband Alexandre Lagoya to pre-
sent an inspiring guitar tone quality.

The guitarists, who joined forces in
1955, possessed a showmanship of unique
quality. Seldom did the entertainers
look at their audience. They seemed to be
set apart from that audience, intent in
pursuing their=own world in the form of
artful production.

The “Divertissement No. 1" was the
first presentation. Its vibrance was car-

ried through varying themes to a finale.

In the “Andante Variee,” the folk songs
of Beethoven's sylvan woods literally
came to life with the guitarists’ Spanish

interpretations.
Both Bach and Handel's church music,
set (o guitar, transcended the usual

church instrument presentations to be-
come the essence of originality.

Jolivet, a French composer, possibly
could not have wished for a finer inter-
pretation of his ‘“Sernade For Two
Guitars,” as the four parts blended in
harmony.

Superb, ,is the least to be said of
Tedesco's “Sonatina Canonica’ which was
composed particularly for Presti and La-
goya.

The largest ovation of the evening was
given to Granados' “Dance No. 2" prob-
ably because of the technical intracacies
involved.

Climaxing the repertoire was M. de
Falla's “Aragonesa” done in an excellent
manner.

Court Fines

Sigma Chi

The Interfraternity Council court, in a decision
handed down Thursday night, unanimously found Sigma
Chi guilty of violation of IFC general rules and fined it
$100.

Bill Pearce, a member of the Court, said Thursday
night the decision had been reached Tuesday but had

not been formally prepared until Thursday.

Charges were brought against Sigma Chi by Pete Feather,
acting as prosecutor for the IFC, after several pledges reportedly
“walked” two actives on the night of Oct. 30 some 45-50 miles
from campus in violation of the IFC's rules on hazing.

Formal charges were made by the IFC at its regular meet-
ing Nov. 7, and the court was called to order later that night.
At that time Bill Wellborn, defense counsel for the fraternity,
entered a plea of not guilty and said that illegal procedures
were followed in making the charge. The Court ruled in favor of
the prosecution and the trial was begun at that time.

Code Definition

The statement issued by the Court said in part: . . . the Code
of Student Affairs defines hazing as forms of interfering with the
libertly, safety and comfort . . . It is the feeling of the Court that
the above was violated.”

The statement also said that the Court had found Sigma Chi
guilty of violation of an IFC rule covering “any situation that
might lead to bad publicity . . ."”

According to IFC rules “the first offense will be punishable
by a fine of $100.”

Feather responded to questions about the ruling Thursday
night with a simple “No comment.” Pearce told the TOREADOR
that “everything I would like to say is included in the statement.”

It was hinted by several persons connected with the case that
an appeal was possible, although Dick Perkins, Sigma Chi presi-
dent, was unavailable for comment late Thursday.

Pearce said it was his understanding that if the case were
appealed it would come before the same court again, after first
presenting a petition and having it accepted by the court.

Conllicting Charges

Wellborn said Thursday that he was not prepared o make a
statement on whether or not the case would be appealed, but he
said any such decision would be made by the entire fraternity.

Wellborn said that the fraternity was tried under a definition
of hazing found in Vernon's Statues and convicted under a defini-
tion found in the Code of Student Affairs.

“They are charging us with one thing and finding us guilty
of something else,” he said.

Any dermatologist will say that
a clear skin begins with the right
food and plenty of rest. But often
all the vitamins and minerals will
not protect the skin from Lub-
bock’s wind.
