It is ironical," said Holden 
that now we need more money 

than we did when we started, since 
at preeent prices the building will 
cost 1100,000, but in 1940 it would 
have cost only $45,000. If we get 
the appropriation, it will be neces-
sary to go ahead with the work 
immediately." 

An outline of the history of 
Tech's museum was given by the 
dean in his letter to Arnold Meek-
er, commander of TWVA. 

'In the fall of 1940 the 'Give a 
Brick' campaignwas inaugurated" 
with the results that $2,525.95 in 
cash donations and "something like 
24,000 common brick were do-
nated." In 1941 in order to insure 
the safety of the Aggie building in 
the state legislature, the museum 
building was 'dropped after it had 
gained a favorable committee hear-
ing, Holden said. 

Assets of the a.ociation stated 
by the graduate studies head were: 
bonds with maturity value of 25,500, 
cash value of 18,229.13 in the bank, 
and all of the bricks that students 
and others contributed. 

In closing Holden said: "The As-
sociation wants earnestly to solicit 
the active support of your organi-
zation in getting this measure 
through the legislature in the spring 
of 1947. Your members come from 
a great number of representative 
and senatorial districts over the 
state. If each member would write 
to or take up personally with his 
representative and senator the mat-
ter of getting him interested In 
the completion of the museum 
building, it slight be the deciding 
factor in whether or not the ap-
propriation is made."

for purposes other than housing to 

the campus of Texas Technological 
college appeared nearer this week 
when the United States Office of 

Education approved Tech's applica-
tion for participation In the Fed-
eral Works Administration's pro-
gram, according to Dr. W. M. Why 
burn, Tech president. 

The appliCation is now being re 
ferred to the Bureau of Communi-
ty Facilities. Federal Works Agen-
cy, for further consideration, the 
president said, and the fulfillment 
of the program now hinges on the 
amount of money FWA makes 
available for the Tech program and 
the number of available surplus 
buildings. FWA has $100,000,000 to 
be used formoving and reconvert-
ing surplus buildings to campuses 
of educational institutions training 
veterans. 

Among the items approved by Ole 
United States Office of Education 
for Tech are approximately 32 
classrooms, space for some 12 lab-
oratories, for general science, me-
chanical engineering and electrical 
engineering, additional ROTC fa-
cilities, a dispensary, a 600 seat 
projection room, additional space 
for about 32 faculty offices, more 
storage space for the bookstore and 
room for a veterans guidance cen-
ter. A quantity of technical and 
other equipment for laboratories 
may also be made available to Tech 
by the FVVA, either free or at a 95 
per cent discount of a "reasonable" 
price. 

Under the program the college 
will provide building sites and util-
ities and the FWA will move in 
the buildings, which are surplus 
war installations.

Royal Fel geson, chairman of 
the constitutional committee of the 
Tech alumni and ex-student .so-
elation, said that "voting on new 
by-laws will be of major import-
ance at the business meeting. The 
purpose of the committee in draw-
ing up new by-laws Is for statewide 
representation and statewide in-
terest in the organization." 

Ferguson said that "a radical 
change to the organization will be 
accomplished through these by-
laws." He briefly summarized high 
points as follows: "A representa-
tive form of government will be 
net up; each local chapter, eight 
at present, and each senatorial dis-
trict in Texas will have the right 
to elect one representative to the 
association council; the executive 
body will be elected from and by 
the membership of this council; 
the executive body will be com-
posed of a president, first, and sec-
ond vice-presidents, a three mem-
ber board of directors, and execu-
tive secretary." "One of the prob-
lems at this time is to raise money 
to hire the executive secretary," he 
says. 

Of interest to the student body, 
Ferguson states, is the proposed 
by-law, that may be summarized 
as, "on the association council of 

the alumni association will be the 
elected officers of the senior class 

in school, and the junior class pres-
ident. They shall act as ex-officio 
members." 

The association will act under the 
old by-laws for another year, since 
it will take that long to set the 
plans into action under which the 
new by-laws will operate. The pres-
ent officers will also remain in of- 
fice. These officers are, Elmer 
Tarbox, president; Floyd Wool-
ridge, of Houston, first vice-presi-
dent; R. N. Watson, from Midland, 
second vice-president; the board of 
directors consists of Jason Gordon, 
Guy Carter from Dallas, Raymond 
Lee Johns of Plainview, George 
Langford, representative to the 
athletic council, and Royal Ferge-
son, executive officer, member of 
the council. 

Ferguson said that Tech has be-
tween 30 and 40,000 graduates and 
ex-students. Of this number very 
few are active in the organization. 

The alumni association was 
founded May 30, 1927. This was the 
date of the first graduation exer-
cises. Sixteen seniors, the entire 
class, formed the organization at 
that time. The original constitu-
tion and by-laws were written and 
the first executive council elected. 
The council was composed of E. W. 
Camp, Jr., as president; C. W. Rat-
liff, now on the Avalanche-Journal 
vice-president; Mary Hope West-
brook, present Dean of Women at 
John Tarleton Agriculture College, 
corresponding secretary; and Dew-
ey Hopson, secretary-trcasurer. 

The constitution was re-written 
in 1931, and has been used since 
then in that form. 

year. 

Although the Alumni Associa-
tion has been dormant at times, it 
has existed continuously. During 
the war due to the fact that all of 
the executive board was either In 
service or engaged in some part of 
the war effort it was necessary to 
be inactive. 

Student Body President Troy 
Davidson gives the parade plans 
as follows, "It will form on Col-
lege Avenue and follow a route of, 
down BroadWay to Texas avenue, 
turn north on Texas and proceed 
to Ninth street." He says "The pa-
rade will consist of about twehty-
two floats, and that the student 
council will present a prize to the 
organization whose float is judged 
the best by student council mem-
bers."

Tech Presidents Summarized

The backgrounds and interests of 
Tech's presidents have been as var-
ied as those of its students, Each 
man In his own way hoe contrib-
uted a great deal to make Tech the 
institution it is today. 

Dr. Paul W. Horn, the first presi-
dent, was interested primarily in 
the fields of arts and sciences. He 
assumed the responsibility of lead-
ing a school whose first year en 
rollment was greater than that of 
any other college in the United 
States. Before coming to Tech, Dr. 
Horn had been in charge of the 
Houston schools. While president, 
he taught a Bible class at the First 
Methodist church and the class still 
bears hie name. The first leader 
died while in office and his funeral 
was held on the south side of the 
Administration building. 

The second president was as dif-
ferent from the first as it was pos-
sible for him to be. He was Dr. 
Bradford Knapp, a supporter of 
practical education, He was re-
sponsible for adding to Tech much 
of the practical training which is 
offered today. Dr. Knapp was a 
former football coach and was an 
ardent advocator of the sport. He 
never missed a game and yelled 
louder than anyone there. Even 
though he had a license to practice 
law, he preferred to become a part 
of the young institution on the 
South Plains. Dr. Knapp also died 
while serving as president. 

At the death of Dr. Knapp, a 
member of the board, Mrs. Flor-
ence A. Drone of Corsicana was ap-
pointed to act as president in order 
that the diplomas of graduating 
students could be signed. 

Clifford B. Jones, assumed re-
sponeibilities as president after 
serving on the board of directors. 
At the time he resigned from of-
fice, he had signed every diploma 
which had been issued from the 
school either in the capacity of 
chairman of the board or president. 
Dr. Jones gave the first books to 
the Tech library and while presi-
dent created the Division of Com-
merce. Like Dr. Knapp, Dr. Jones 
is also an ardent football fan. Per-
haps the thing for which Dr. Jones

Can you imagine only two classes 
at Tech, neither being junior or 
senior? That was the situation the  

first year. However, there was a 

football team that year, and a very 
good one The first Red Raider 
squad, consisting of only fish and 
sophomores, lost only • one game, 
tied two and won six. One score 
in particular is worth remembering 
a slight victory of 120-0 over Way-
land. 

There were only seven buildings 
on the campus to start with, in-
cluding, of course, the stock judg-
ing pavilion, the dairy barns, Pres. 
Horn's residence, and the cafeteria 
(not to be confused with the cafe-
teria located on the campus now.) 
That Is, the actual buildings were 
the Administration building, the 
Home Economics building, and the 
Engineering building. 

Girl's sports included swimming, 
volley ball, tennis, baseball, hiking, 
basketball, horseback riding, and 
stunts. Perhaps it is best that they 
did away with the stunts and hik-
ing, because any girl of 1946 knows 
enough stunts (rumble seat ju-
jitsu or anti-commando tactics, 
they call It now), and with Tech's 
expansive campus, hiking is just 
routine to the campus coed. But 
why did they discontinue the swim-
ming and horseback riding? Meat 
shortage, no doubt. 

The military department was 

composed of one company and the 
band. The company, "A", of course, 
had three platoons. The boys wore 
wrap-around leggings, white shirts, 
and garrison caps This was quite 
different from Tech's military de-
partment of today. 

The calendar included such fa-
miliar and peculiar dates as pep 
meetings; fish get lost (Oct. 5). 
(Hope they found the lost slimes. 
Is that traditionally the reason that 
fish of today have that lost look 
in their eyes?); students go joy 
riding on the city bus; first shirt 
tail parade (Oct. 10); and first 
convocation in the mule barn. By 
chance, was the present gym pat-
terned after that mule barn to 
serve the same purpose of today? 

Can you imagine an article In the 
back of La Ventana entitled "The 
Kissing Situation At Texas Tech?' 
Well, it was printed there, six 
pages of it with diagrams. Hu-m-m, 
this WAS an educational institu-
tion in those days. Quotes in it 
run as follows: "The technique of 
the co-eds is only fair, but the en-
thusiasm that they put into their 
work is marvelous." That is the 
summary of a chemistry prof's re-
marks. He suggested that Instr.-  

lions be uttered in the art of pro-
per osculation, raising the thought 
that "''kis's properly administered 
would do more to hold the home 
together than all the doughnuts 
ever made." Well, well! 

Dean Wm. J. Miller. hoping to 
improve the situation, announced 
that beginning with the 1926-27 ses-
sion, he was going to offer several 
courses for the benefit of engin. 
eering students on theoretical and 
applied kissing, consisting of two 
hours lecture and three hours lab-
orato ry practice. Subjects pro-
posed, "the proper position to as-
sume while kissing," "the effect 
of synthetic gin on kissing," "the 
relative kick of kissing blonds and 
brunettes," etc. 

Something must have happened 
because for your information, the 
courses were never scheduled. 
Guess the engineers objected. If 
they had made them required 
courses, perhaps there would have 
been more interest. 

The first editors were honest 
folks, to say the least. On their fin-
ancial statement, printed in the 
back of the book, under the head-
ings, "Receipts," one finds such 
topics as "Graft from Photogra-

Pasture Grasses, 
Beef Production 
In Aggie Study 

In an effort to discover which 
pasture grasses give the best res-
ponse to irrigation, the Division of 
Agriculture at Texas Tech has be-
gun a long range experiment on 
beef production on irrigated pas-
ture mixtures, Dean W. L. Stange' 
has announced. 

Objects are to determine the val-
ue of various Irrigation pasture 
mixtures for beef production, the 
cost of establishing and maintain-
ing the pasture mixtures under ir-
rigation, the changes i  in specie 

dominance during grazing periods 
and to observe the forage yield. 

Pasture mixtures to be used in 
the experiment include: alfalfa, al-
falfa and brome grass, alfalfa and 
perennial rye grass, alfalfa with 
perennial rye grass and brome 
grass, native buffalo grass, and 
buffalo grass and white clover. 

The project was officially star-
ted Sept. 15 and is to be carried on 
until Feb. 1, 1950. Results will be 
published annually in a bulletin 
by the Division of Agriculture.

Poor Eyesight 
Can Be Prevented 
In Some Cases 

Austin, Texas, Oct. 17—Emphas-
izing the urgent need for parental 
supervision of all phases of child 
health, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health officer said today, "Much 
of the impaired eyesight of advan-
ced years could be prevented if suf-
ficint intrest in early life were ap-
plied and a correction by means of 
temporary glasses made when re-
quired.," 

Parents, Dr. Cox asserted, should 
be watchful for danger signals in 
the child such as frowning, squint-
ing, persistant headache, eyeache, 
and watery eyes. If the youngstr 
reads closely or too far away from 
the face, that situation may also be 
significant of trouble. 

No child likes wearing glasses, 
nevertheless, it is the obligation of 
those responsible for the future of 
young folks to have their eyes ex-
amined by a reputable specialist 
if there is a suspicion that normal 
vision does not exist. It is much 
better for a child to wear glasses 
for a few years during early school 
life than to have permanently de-
fctive vision in late life," he de-
clared. 

Dr. Cox said that neglect of the 
eyes is by no means limited to 
children. Many older persons, some 
through vanity, Indifference, o r 
carelessness, fail to give proper at-
tention to the care of their eyes. 
Penalties, he warned, are bound to 
occur for such Inexcusable negli-
gence. 

"The eyes of any person, whether 
young, middle-aged, or older re-
present one of the most priceless 
of bodily possessions," the State 
Health Officer asserted. "To take 
care of them promptly and proper- 
ly is a responsibility which should 
never be sidestepped.
