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Reynolds Still With Grid Squad After Misunderstanding

Charley Reynolds, speedy half-
back and leading scorer of Texas 
Tech's football team, is today still 

member of the Red Raider 
squad, although he possibly will 
not see action against Rice Satur-
day because of a back Injury sus-
tained in Tuesday's workout. 

Reynolds, a junior engineering 
student from Odessa, had said 
Wednesday that Head Coach Dell 
Morgan had, on Tuesday, ordered 
him to turn in his gridiron equip-
ment. 

Thursday morning, however, 

Morgan said that he had held daily 
conferences with the fleet half-
back, and added, "So far as I'm 
concerned, Reynolds was never off 
the squad." 

This announcement followed a 
flurry of rumors which had circu-
lated about the campus following 
a misunderstanding between Mor-' 
gun and Reynolds on the practice 
field Tuesday. 

Reynolds, In a personal and 
exclusive interview Wednesday 
afternoon (before his reinstate-
ment), gave this account of what 
took place Tuesday: 

Late in Tuesday afternoon's 

workout, varsity players were prac-
ticing broken-field tackling against 
runners from a group of freshmen. 
In attempting to bring down a 
freshman runner, Reynolds made 
what he himself described as a 
"poor, finger-tip" tackle. Coach 
Morga n, apparently dissatisfied 
with Reynolds' effort, yelled across 
the field, asking the halfback if he 
was "ever" going to make a decent 
tackle. When Reynolds did not 
answer. Morgan approached him 

and demanded a reply, after which 

the player said, "I'll try." Morgan 
then remarked, "Well, that'll be 

more than you've done all after- 

noon." 
Morgan then called one of the 

freshmen players, and ordered 
Reynolds to make a head-on tack-
le, with the two gridders charging 
at each other from a short dist-
ance. Reynolds complied. Morgan 
ordered him to repeat the tackle, 
against the same freshman. Rey-
nolds did so. The coach continued 
this repetition "four or five" times, 
but on the last tackle Reynolds 
fell beneath the freshman, whose 
knee dug Into Reynolds' back, in 
the kidney area, causing an Injury. 

Reynolds said that in spite of the 
pain, and with considerable diffi-
culty, he very slowly arose to his 

feet, but when the coach ordered 
him to tackle the freshman again, 
he refused to comply. The gridder 
added that he did not tell Morgan 
at the time that he had been in-
jured. because "I felt quite sure 
that he could tell that from the 
way In which I got up." When 
Reynolds refused to make another 
tackle on the freshman, Morgan 
said, "Then tell this freshman he's 
too rough for you. Tell him you've 
had enough." 

Reynolds also refused to comply 
with this demand, and made an 
unquotable remark directed at the 
coach. 

Morgan then told Reynolds to 

accompany him to the dressing 
room, where he (Morgan) told a 
team manager, "Take up this 
man's equipment and don't issue 
him anything." 

The coach then returned to the 
playing field to continue with the 
workout, and Reynolds showered, 
dressed, and went to his room at 
College Inn. 

Because of the pain resulting 
from the injury, Reynolds said, he 
went to bed early—"about —"about 8 o'- 
clock"—but was nable to sleep. 
So he arose, and went to West Tex-

as hospital for a physical exami-
nation. 

At the hospital he was examined 

by Dr. Roy Riddle, who gave him 

a local anesthetic to ease the pale 

in the injured area of the back, 

and who said that apparently no 
bones had been broken and that 
the injury possibly would heal In 
"three or four days." The doctor 
told Reynolds that in case of fur-
ther difficulty, he should report 
for a more complete examination. 
(Editor's note: Later, in a tele-
phone conversation, Dr. Riddle 
verified that he had examined 
Reynolds Tuesday night and bad 
found a back injury ''due to vio-
lence of some sort. ')

Fall Religious Week 

The United States must stay in 
Europe and retain military power 
equal to that of Russia, Congress-
man George H. Mahon emphasized 
yesterday to a capacity crowd at 
convocation in the gym. 

"America is confronted with two 
alternatives: stay in Europe as a 
power in shaping politics, or with-
draw at cost of losing what was 
gained in the past war," the con-
gressman stated, declaring his 
agreement with the present U. S. 
foreign policy of helping to stabil-
ize European nations. He return-
ed recently from a six-weeks tour 
of England, Greece and Italy as a 
member of the Herter committee 
of congress. 

"Cowardice and appeasement are 
not markers on the road to peace," 
lie said "I am shocked at those 
who are not worried about the 
I hreat of communism." The U. S., 
though powerful, cannot stand in 
the world alone, and the greatest 
threat to world peace is Commun-
ist Russia's refusal to help make 
reace, he said. 

Since the first of this year. $900 
million has been spent by congress 
for scientific research to maintain 
a essential requirement for Am- 
er

n 
 ican security — that it remain 

strong militarily, Mahon explained. 
Half that amount was spent on 
atomic research alone. with the re-
mainder divided among army, navy 
:Ind medical scientists, he said. 

America will be the number one 
target of the entire world if World 
war III comes, he asserted, point-
ing out the necessity for maintain-
ing military strength which has 
been considerably weakened since 
the cessation of hostilities. The U. 
S. will spend $9.5 billion this year

Infirmary Slated 
To Open Nov.  10 

Tech's new $17,5(i) infirmary will 
open Nov. 10 according to present 
plans, S. T. Cummings, Tech pur-
chasing agent, said. The infirm-
ary is located north of the Press 
building and is connected with the 
dispensary, which has been open 
since the first of the semester. 

Infirmary equipment will include 
$3,000 worth of surgical supplies 
and equipment, and a $2,500 kitch-
en, Cummings said. It will have a 
capacity of about 20 and will be 
open at all times to Tech students 
who have need of it, with the cost 
of treatments covered by the medi-
cal fee included in the compulsory 
activity fee. 

The infirMary is not a substitute 
for a hospital, officials stressed. It 
will be used for treatment of mild 
illnesses and as a place to keep 
the patient in order that observa-
tion can be made as to whether he 
needs hospitalization. 

The staff, which is under the su-
pervision of Mrs. Marion H. Funk, 
will have 16 members. This ins-  -
eludes a part-time p°:•,:cian, Dr. 
James G. Morris or West Texas 
hospital,- four trained nurses and 
four nurses aids.

Same Sonf, Second Veime 
Last week there appeared in these columns a criticism of 

the action of Texas Tech's athletic department in offering for 
sale to townspeople "extra" (the term applied by the athletic de-
partment itself) seats on the charter plane which carried the 
Raider football squad to Denver. This week the athletic offi-
cials are again trying to peddle "extra" plane seats, this time 
for the Houston junket. 

And this week, The Toreador is again condemning this ac-
tion, on these grounds: 1) A school of Tech's stature should not 
—and need not—cheapen its reputation by transporting its rep-
resentatives on_a_fshare-the-ride" basis with outsiders helping 
to foot expenses, 2) Tech may need a squad of more than 37 
players, since it will be facing a top-flight foe (Rice) in humid 
sea-level weather; 3) Any "extra" seating should be used for 
additional members of the football squad—members who, be-

cause of conscientious efforts in daily workouts, deserve a chance 
to get into a game should opportunity present itself. 

There is, of course, justification for a certain degree of con-
servativism in athletic expenditures. But there is no suitable 
excuse for extreme, and obvious, penny-pinching, of which this 
offers but one of several examples. Others include: 1) At meal-
time on previous trips, Raider athletes have occasionally been 
cautioned, "Keep your check under 80 cents, boys." 2) Earlier 
this season, it was decided that, except for - students, only con-
tributors to the Matador club (a downtown organization whose 
avowed purpose is to further the Tech athletic cause) would 
be permitted to view Raider football practice sessions—or, 
bluntly stated, it was decided to charge admission to workouts! 

So The Toreador reaffirms, "The time, has come to loosen 
those purse strings!"—C. H.

Cotton Research 

High praise of research . work in 

cotton fibers being conducted by 

the Chicopee Manufacturing com-

pany in cooperation with Texas 
Tech was voiced last week by Dr. 

Carlyle Harmon, director of re-

search for the company, who in-

spected the laboratories at the col-

The research staff, working un-
der supervision of George W. 
Pf elf f e nbe r g er, studies cotton 
grown in all cotton-producing sec-
tions of the nation, measuring its 
physical properties and determin-
ing relations of these properties to 
its spinni ng performance.

Within the next two Weeks the 
Student Religious Council and oth-
er campus organizations will spon-
sor a WSFF (World Student Serv-
ice Fund) drive. This drive will 
answer a direct plea from needy 
students of Europe and the Far 
East to the more fortunate in Am-
erica. 

WSSF was organized in 1937 
when the needs of students in 
China's colleges first became criti-
cal; its activities extending to 
Europv when war began in 1939. It 
is an American organization dedi-
cated exclusively to rebuilding the 
lives and restoring the opportuni-
ties of students everywhere. Since 
the end of the war the needs and 
the opportunities have greatly ex-
panded. 

Five Phases To Program 
The program of the WSSF is to 

aid in the rehabilitation of students 
and teachers. There are five main 
phases in the program: aid in food, 
shelter, medical care, books and 
equipment, and study-grants. The 
world budget to carry out this pro-
gram or aminimum scale for '47- 
'48 is $2,000,000. America's share 
of this sum is $1,000,000, which is 
not beyond reason for those who 

sare more able to furnish their 
hare than the other nations.

Food has been shipped to thous-
ands of university students in Ath-
ens, Vienna.
