In the meanwhile ~re must go on bu.lding a first 
class n1Lilt1-purpose state un1\ ers1ty here. \Ve cannot 
neglect our respons1bd1tiec: as citizens of this 1cadcn11c 
community. \Y/ c cannot ignore certain problcn1s and

First, need Ior <Hldit ional dorm1tones has not been cle 11 l;- dem­
onstrated. Although the a1eas \~est of Fhnt Street arc planned for 
development as an academic community, the logic docs not nccus­
sar1ly folio\\' that th~ community must ha\ e dormitories at this t1n1c. 

By embarking on the construction of ne\v do1 mi tone:., "c ate 
perpetuating the \ 1cious circle-\\'e build dorms because there 1s not 
adcqua te housing off-campus, ,,.e then have to 1 equire students to 
live in dorms because \Ve must pay tor them, auu this discou1·ages 
commercial inte1csts lrom constructing off-campus hou:sing, and 
thus, off-campus housing is inadequate. 

Second)y, students should ha\·e a choice of \Vhere to hvc. Some 
persons hke dorms and reap real benefits from living 1n them \\h1le 
others do not . 'rhis } ear, students ha\ e generally had a choice of 
\Vhere to II\ e and this has impro\ ed morale, but the dorms a1 e left 
about 80-85 per cent filled and it is hard to meet the hills. 

Thirdly, the proposed dormitory complex \vill engulf 30 acres 
of valuable land near the main campus that should be < onser,cd 
tor academic buildings. 

.Fourthly, \Ve \\'Onucr \Vhat kind of monster that 3,000 capacity 
do1 mitory complex 'viii turn into. 

It is the board policy lo plan for housing on campus of 50 per 
cent of the student enrollment. We suggest that one-third of the 
student body on c:impus \Viii <1> satisfy needs, <:l> encou1age lhe 
developn1ent of off-campus housing.
