A twenty one year old Santa Anna 
man was arrested late Friday night 
by Officer Bill Allen for driving 
while license suspended.

Chief Russ Ellis said two theft 
reports were filed. The thefts, which 
apparently have been oecuring over 
a several week period from two 
residences, are seemingly con­
nected, according to Ellis.

Lock your 
purchases in the trunk, out of sight 
as much as possible, Ellis advised.

Texas
Grown

Tree
This year don’t settle for just any 

type of Christmas tree. Instead, 
make sure it’s a genuine Texas- 
grown. Christmas tree.

‘Texas-grown Christmas trees 
should be available in most areas of 
the state this year,’ says Dr. Mike 
Walterseheidt, forester with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texasm A&M University 
System. ‘Although most are grown 
in eastern counties, consumers 
should find them in retail lots 
throughout the state.

‘Texas-grown Christmas trees of­
fer a number of advantages,’ notes 
Walterseheidt. ‘They are fresher, 
more fragrant and usually less ex­
pensive than those shipped in from, 
other states. Most are cut around 
Thanksgiving while those shipped in 
from northern states are cut in 
October.’

More than four million Christmas 
trees are sold in Texas each year, 
imported mainly from northern and 
western states. Nearly 300,000 
Texas-grown trees should be 
available this year and should push 
sales beyond the $3 million mark.

Texas currently boasts about 3,200 
acres of Christmas trees, with some 
1,000 trees per acre. Most of these 
are Virginia pines native to the Ap­
palachian area of the southeastern 
US. Another species, the Afghan or 
Elderica pine, is now being grown in 
central, western and southern areas 
of Texas. The trees are generally 
ready to harvest in about four years.

‘While the availability of Texas- 
grown trees continues to increase, 
inost shoppers will likely have to go 
to the larger cities in Texas or to 
smaiier communities in eastern 
areas where most of them are 
grown," says Walterseheidt.

Texas boasts some 50 ‘choose and 
cut’ operations in which the shopper 
selects the tree, cuts it and takes it 
home. These are popular, says the 
forester, because they restore the 
oki-fashioned idea of making the 
selection of a Christmas tree an 
outing the entire family can enjoy.

Anyone interested In a Texas- 
grown Christinas tree can contact, 
their county Extension agent for a 
listing of tree farms, adds the 
forester. ■

CIXISED FOR NEW YEARS

With the busy Christmas season 
ahead don’t forget to care for your 
house plants. If you. plan on giving 
or getting the traditional Christmas 
flower, the Poinscttia. Choose the 
one with the most branches. The so- 
called flowers are really the leaves 
at the end of the branches (hat turn a 
bright red. They surrround the 
tmall head-like bumps which are the 
olants true flower. These flowers 
should be closed or only beginning to 
open. The tighter they are the 
fresher the plants.

To keep your plant healthy 
therefore prolonging your bloom, 
keep it in a sunny spot with 
temperature below seventy. Never 
set the plant on the television or 
where warm air from your heating 
system will blow on it also avoid cold 
drafts. The most important factor in 
caring for your plant is proper 
watering-not too much, not too 
little.

If your piant comes in a foil wrap- 
pier, punch a hole in the bottom, 
place pot in a saucer and pour on 
water uniil it runs through. Pour off 
excess water, never let water .stand 
in saucer more than thirty minutes. 
With proper care, you should enjoy 
your poinsettia over a long period of 
time.

NUTRITION CENTER MENU
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The Perfect Gift
Ifie poinsettia is one of the most 

popular gifts of the Yuletide season. 
Its showy bracts or mollified leaves 
give it a distinctive appearance 
which has become a traditional 
Christmas symbol. Tliese plants are 
grown In 4-inch and 8-inch pots but 
trees and hanging baskets are also 
available. Ih e  polnsettia can pro­
vide long lasting beauty in the home 
or office if you follow some basics in 
selection and care.

When purchasing a poinsettia, ex­
amine the plant carefully. Avoid one 
which has dropped the yellow 
flowers at the end of each branch. 
Select plants which have only three 
to five fully opened flowers in a tight 
cluster. Also, avoid plants which 
have brown or moldy bracts. Look 
for strong upright plants that are 
well-rounded.

Once in its new environment a 
poinsettia can easily last for more 
than a month if given proper care:

1. Remove or puncti holes through 
the decorative foil or wrapping on 
the pot. Although it may he attrac­
tiv e , foil w rapping im pedes 
drainage and holds water. This may 
cause the roots to rot and the plant to 
deteriorate quickly.

2. Keep the plants out of hot or 
cold drafts. Excessively hot, dry air 
from heating ducts and applicants 
will reduce the quality of the plant.

3. Poinsettias cannot tolerate cold 
or rapidly dtanging temperatures 
Keep the plant where temperatures 
remain 60 degrees F, between 65 and 
70 degrees is ideal.

4. Place the plant in good light, 
but not difect sun.

5. Poinsettias use a moderate 
amount of water and should be 
checked daily. Make sure the soil 
remains moist but be careful not to 
over-water. When adding water, 
allow some to run through the root 
mass and allow some to drain out of 
the pot.

To be sure you receive a quality 
poinsettia, ask for a Texas product. 
It’s your assurance of a locally- 
grown plant at its peak of freshness,

ity-Wise Giving
This is the time of year when our 

mailboxes are stuffed with adver­
tisements,, Christmas cards, bills 
and appeals for contributions to 
charity. Americans give $55 billion 
to charity each year, and most of it 
is contributed during November and 
December.

As the number of appeals grows, it 
can be difficult to decide which ones 
merit a contribution.

‘One of the prime motivations for 
giving to charity is to heip those in 
need’, says Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
home economist Nancy L. Granov­
sky. ‘Yet, the charity industry is one 
of the largest and least regulated, so 
consumers cannot always be sure 
the ir dollars a re  being used 
legitimately.’

But consumers can now check out 
charities just as they would any 
other type of business of investment, 
she says.

Holiday

Buffet

Holiday buffets offer both a 
creative and efficient way to enter­
tain a large number of guests in a 
limited space.

But serving meals buffet style re­
quires extra food safety precautions, 
says a Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service food 
and nutrition specialist. The two 
basic rules to remember are to keep 
hot food hot and cold food cold, ex­
plains Marilyn Haggard.

Instead of setting out large buffet 
se rv in g s , try  sm a lle r  ones, 
replenishing the food as needed from 
the stove or refrigerator, she sug­
gests. If meat, poultry or egg dishes 
are left at room temperature for 
more than two hours, food poisoning 
bacteria may have an opportunity to 
grow. Frequent refilling ensures 
that these foods will remain safe to 
eat.

Heated serving dishes, such as hot 
trays or chafing dishes, are great for 
keeping food warm and tasty, Hag­
gard says, but they may not keep 
foods at a high enough temperature 
to prevent the growth of harmful 
bacteria. Hot foods should be kept 
hot (between 140 degrees F and 165 
degrees F) until served.

Cold meats, potato salads, meat 
salads and other cold foods should be 
stored in the refrigerator at 40 
degrees F or below until served, 
notes the specialist.

A f te r  e a t i n g ,  c o v e r  a n d  
refrigerate all perishables im­
mediately, especially meat and 
poultry products. Divide large 
meats and other foods into smaller 
portions. Food in smaller portions 
cools more quickly to temperatures 
where bacteria quit growing, ad­
vises Haggard.

Dr. £. H. Henning Jr-
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National Information Bureau (NIB) 
both serve as voluntary watchdogs 
for the charity industry, Granovsky 
explains. They rate charities accor­
ding to their use of funds, fund­
raising practices, public accoun­
tability and ethics.

The NIB believes the cost of fund­
raising should be no greater than 
30-35 percent of the funds collected. 
Both groups publish lists telling 
which charities meet their stan­
dards and which ones fail.

Not many good designs were 
made as late in the nineties, indeed 
there might be question but what 
this one strains considerably for 
effect.

We suggest that the towering cor­
ner units, with their hint of turrets 
and gabies be pieced of silver gray, 
terra cotta, or dull gold. Then the 
structural center strips with their 
adjacent structural arcs in two 
values of blue, background white.

Blocks cut from the patterns here 
given will finish 15 inches square. 
Twenty blocks set together with 
pieced strips made from a white, 
dark blue, and white strip would 
finish about 78 inches wide by 9f> in­
ches long, using the same three 
strips border around the edge. For 
such a quilt we should allow 3 Vi 
yards of white, 3(4 of dark blue, 2 of 
silver and 1V4 of lighter blue.

A World’s Fair patchwork pillow 
of silk scraps could be very lovely 
and 15 inches is excellent size for the 
living room.
