The Santa. Anna Co-op Gin has 

been busy the past two weeks as 
the 1994 cotton harvest is under­
way. The first bale o f  cotton was 
brought to the gin on November 30 
by Alfred McCrary. The cotton 
was from his place in the Leedy 
Community south of Santa Anna.

G. W. Loyd o f Mozelle is man­
ager of the local gin, and has re­
ported approximately 150 bales 
processed through last week. The
wet weather postponed stripping 
but several bales on the yard were 
being ginned Friday.

The ginning season has just be­
gun, with better yields than in re­
cent years reported by most farmers. 
The price o f  cotton ranges from 
sixty-nine to seventy-three cents per 
pound, which is also better than 
last years.

The local gin is the only facility 
in Coleman County; and also 
serves farmers in Callahan and. 
Brown counties. The other nearest 
gins are at Lohn in McCulloch 
County and at Ballinger.

Shows That You Care
Finding a gift that is practical, 

yet shows that you care is, a diffi­
cult task. Jhe solution is the gift 
o f  fire safety, and the Texas 
Commission on Fire Protection hqs 
several suggestions.

First, consider giving a smoke 
alarm.' National and state studies 
report that1 eight out of every 10 
homes have smoke alarms, but that 
only three out o f every 10 homes 
that experience fires have smoke 
alarms and that half o f those do not 
work properly. The Texas 
Commission on Fire Protection 
asks Texans to bridge this gap by 
giving smoke alarms as gifts this 
holiday.

"Perhaps the home next to yours 
is one without a working smoke 
alarm," said Michael E. Hines, ex­
ecutive director of the Commission 
on Fire Protection. "Because most 
homes where fires occur don’t have 
smoke alarms, those of us who do 
have smoke alarms must help. The 
gift o f a smoke alarm, consider giv­
ing a second alarm this holiday. 
"Adding smoke alarms increases 
your protection against fires," he 
said.

For stocking stuffers, buy batter­
ies for the smoke alarm. Most 
smoke alarm use 9-volt or AA bat­
teries.

For protection for the entire 
home, consider interconnected 
smoke alarms. In this type of fire 
alarm system, all o f the fire alarms 
go off if one alaim goes off.

Another type of alarm that makes

a thoughtful gitt is a carbon 
monoxide detector. Carbon monox­
ide is a byproduct o f  incomplete 
combustion. This means that the 
burning process docs not have 
enough oxygen to completely con­
sume the fuel. Heating equipment 
that uses a burning process, such as 
a natural gas heater or a fireplace, 
can release carbon monoxide if it is 
not vented properly. Carbon 
monoxide is odorless and invisible, 
and symptoms o f  carbon monoxide

poisoning are similar to those of 
the flu or a cold.

Several types of carbon monoxide 
,detectors are now marketed to the 
consumer. You can choose from 
battery-operated or plug-in models.
All models sound an alarm when 
caibon monoxide levels reach a pre­
set level; some models also give a 
digital readout o f carbon monoxide 
levels.

Finally, consider giving fire ex­
tinguishers to those you love>T~'\. 
Who could use an extinguisher? A 
young driver with a new car, a new 
homeowner, a college student on 
his own for the first time. Be sure 
to match the fire extinguisher with 
its intended use. The label on the 
extinguisher will tell whether it is 
rated for use in an automobile or a 
boat, for the whole house or just 
for kitchen use. r

beside the Danube and walked on the 
west side of the city. In the river were 
floating hotels and restaurants. The large 
buildings across the river were beautiful 
and we did get a  tew pictures of the 
beautiful church bathed in sunlight while 
the rest of the city was .under dark cloudy 
skies.

It was 
getting rather late, so we had to head 
back to Vienna. The border between 
Hungary and Slovakia was easy to cross 
in both directions, as these were both 
eastern block countries. We stopped at 
a very large gas station that looked a 
little like a mall. We bought gas and went 
into a  few shops to see what.was for sale. 
Before we got to the Slovakian/Austrian 
border, we stopped at a  shopping area 

'that lined the north side ol the highway. 
There was almost a mile of shops that 
were from 20' wide to 100' wide that sold 
all kinds of merchandise. The 
merchandise did not seem to vary from 
shop to shop. There was considerable 
overlap of articles sold by adjoining 
stores. Some had more of one and some 
had more of another. We did make a few 
purchases from some of the shops. One 
of the popular items from a taxidermy 
shop were red foxes. Red foxes seem to 
be the rage. In addition, there were a  
large number of pells that looked like 
wolf. This was more like a country store 
with products fresh out of the garden, 
canned or manufactured during the long 
winter. David picked up several items to 
see if there was a 'Made in Taiwan* sign 
on them. Evidently, these were all made 
locally. It was almost dusk when we got to 
the border. From there it was a short 
drive to Vienna.

When we drive through the passport 
check points at the borders between 
countries, we hold up our passports and 
are usually waved on through. It is 
interesting .to note how some cars are 
quickly pulled over to one side and the 
passports are taken inside a building to 
be checked and possibly the cars and 
occupants are searched thoroughly. The 
border guards are familiar with all kinds of 
passports and recognize ours as USA 
passports immediately. Since we all 
wanted our to be stamped with each of 
the different countries' marks we usually 
have to ask very politely "could we 
please have our passport stamped?' The
