Thurman, who has been in 
custody since January 15, was 
returned to Coleman County from 
Brown County Jail and arraigned at 
3:25 p.m. Tuesday.

Bond was denied and Thurman 
was returned to the Brown County 
Jail, where he was held on a motion 
to revoke probation on a felony 
charge of indecency with a child.

Commissioners 
Handle End Of 
Month Business

Coleman County Commissioners 
met last Thursday for their end of 
the month meeting.

The most important item on the 
agenda for the meeting was the dry 
conditions in the area.

County Judge Sherrill Ragsdale 
and County Attorney Joe Dan 
LeMay told commissioners that the 
State of Texas has a fire ban which 
take precedent over any resolutions 
the commissioners may have made 
previously.

The penalty under the state ban 
for outside burning, a Class B 
Misdemeanor, is a $1,000 fine and 
180 days jail confinement.

Under these circumstances, 
Commissioners felt that whatever 
they might do would only be dupli­
cating the statewide fire ban and 
therefore, took no action. They ex­
pressed their appreciation to the 
volunteer fire departments in the 
county for the work they have done 
in controlling the county fires 
which have taken place.

Another name was drawn to serve 
on the Salary . G rievance 
Committee. The name previously 
drawn did not wish to serve.

Commissioners approved a pro­
posal to paint and seal the ceiling 
in the Tax Assessor/Collector's of­
fice and also discussed the possibil­
ity of getting estimates for repair­
ing the places where leaks have oc­
curred on the first floor.

The Child Abuse Protective Plan, 
was reviewed and then adopted as 
required by the State of Texas.

In equipment is being installing 
in the sheriffs department and 
should be in use within three 
months.

Bills totaling $1,226 for, the 
General Fund and $952 for Precinct 
2 were review ed and approved.

The rem ains of Cari Lin 
Harrison, 26; Michael Wayne 
Harrison, 5; and Jonathon Alan

Harrison, 3, were discovered in the 
charred debris of their residence 
during the early morning hours of 
January 12.

According to a news release from 
the Coleman County Sheriffs 
office, although the residence was 
completely destroyed by the early 
morning fire, investigators found 
evidence that accelerants contributed 
to the blaze. Autopsy results 
showed that Cari Lin Harrison was 
dead prior to the commencement of 
the fire.

The news release stated that 
Coleman County District Attorney 
Ross Jones summoned the 
Coleman County Grand Jury early 
in the investigation to hear evidence 
presented by representatives from 
the Coleman County Sheriffs 
Department and Sheriff Wade 
Turner, the State Fire Marshall's 
Office and the Office of the Texas 
Attorney General. Jones advised 
that a total of 18 indictments were 
returned against the two individuals.

Both District Attorney Jones and 
Sheriff Turner expressed their ap­
preciation to the Office of the Texas 
Attorney General and all other law 
enforcement personnel involved in 
this investigation. The investiga­
tion continues at this time and the 
return of the above mentioned in­
dictments represents only the first 
'stage of the prosecution of this 
case.

Robert Burton Steams, bom 

May 11, 1908 in the Trickham 
Community, was one of 13 
children born to Robert S. & 
Alice Steams. He lived in the 
same house until he married. He 
and'Florence Helen Grant were 
married December 5, after both 
graduating from the Trickham 
School in the spring 1926.

Florence was bom September 
16, 1906 to C. O. & Fannie 
Grant in Cooper Texas, Delta 
County.

She had two sisters, Carrie 
Stacy, Bessie Haynes and 3 
bothers, Ellie Grant, Houston 
Grant and Dewey Grant.

Her mother had consumption at 
an early age, 43, and died in 1914 
when the youngest son, Ellie, 
was only 5 years of age. The 
doctor had suggested that she 
travel for her health. The family 
went traveling in a covered 
wagon and on December 23, 
1914 the consumption took 
Fannie's life. They were in a 
little town. Big Wells just below 
San Antonio. As Florence 
remembers they came back on a 
train and it was very very cold.

Mrs. Grant was buried in the 
Cooper Cemetery. Mr. Grant had 
a sister Minnie Pollard who lived 
in the Crossroads community and 
said she woiild help take care’o f ' 
the children.

train to Santa Anna and lived on 
the Gantz place which is the area 
where Clara & Racheal Cupps 
now live. |

Robert & Florence had 5 
children, R. C. Steams who lives

in Cross-Cut,'Alice Wells who 
lives in Coleman, Verna Boltotv 
of Trickham,- Frances Fleming 
(deceased Nov 22, 1991) and 
Helen Joad (deceased Februaiy 2, 
1935) They have 8 grandchildren, 
12 great grandchildren, and 2 
great, great grandchildren.

Florence is the only surviving 
member of her immediate family.
Robert's only surviving member 
of his immediate family is a 
sister, Mrs. Clyde Haynes of 
Brownwood.

The couple, both belonged to 
the Trickham Baptist Church. 
Florence is a past member of the 
Trickham Quilting Club.

Robert and Florence lived on a 
farm and did farming until 1947 
and moved closer into Trickham. 
Both worked at the Bangs Lamp 
Factory and then later were 
employed at the Santa Anna Tile 
Factory where they worked until 
Robert's health Forced him to 
quit. He passed away December 
31, 1967. Florence worked at the 
Bangs Nursing Home as a nurses 
aid for 10 years and had to retire 
due to new knee implant. She 
then did special-duty for the sick 
and elderly.

Today at the age of 89 she still 
has a beautiful yard and always 
has a nice garden! In fact she still 
tills when she gets, her daughter 
to start the tiller for her. Her 
niaid hobby is , doing ;work 
outside and she loves to read.

Florence's pet peeve is the 
water pump at the creek which 
she uses for outside watering.
