JICTURESQUE in the romantic'his- 

tory of pio^per Texas was Judge 
Roy Bean, self-styled “Law West 

' of the Pecos.”
No other character in Texas history 

is so well known on the cattle ranges, 
because this stern magistrate ruled with 
an iron hand, and his words were “the 
only law” west of the Pecos river. ' 

Little is known of the early life oL 
Judge Bean, whose name and judicial 
“decisions” have spread from Texas to- 
the Pacific Coast, and whose farce decis­
ions are still being handed down from 
generation to generation.

He, was a native of Kentucky, but 
• nothing is shown in any of his belong- 
"ings as to the date of nis birth, or his 
birthplace. He was attending public 
school in the Bluegrass State when he 
left home, at the age of 16, to answer 
the call of the West.

' Consequently, the identity of his pa- 
.rents is a mystery, Those who-knew 
him say he rarely. spoke of them, but 
from his conversation one" would have' 
been led to believe that they were prom­
inent and welLto^o. The only relative 
h'fif ever spoke of to any extent was an 
unoie, a Colonel Bean. : 

r There is only one man in Texas who 
, can give authentic information concern- 
, ing this rugged western character. He 
is W.' H, Dodd, who lives at Lang­
try, Texas, and who succeeded Judge 
Bean as Justice of the Peace. Langtry 

■ was the capitbl of that vast domain over 
whieh ’Judge Bean presided at his bar- 
rooffi*Court bench. Ih further eluddar- 
tion of the extent of this domain it was 
all land west of the Pecos river. Dodd 

; was an intimate friend of the Judge.;

lighted, Mr. Dodd recalls, in telling 
one of his dairy experiences with a 
customer.. The customer complained; 
that he had found a;minnow.:in the

Evidently the dairy business prov­
ed a failure and his next venture was' 
with a gang constructing .the South­
ern Pacific railroad to California.'
Probably the labor of laying rails was 
a little too strenuous for him, so Roy 
Bean founded a little town s.ome forty- 
miles up- the Rio Grande river from 
Del Rio, Texas, and named it “Lang­
try” in honor of the operatic .star of 
that time, Lillian Langtry. His ad-' 
miratidti for the songstress throws, 
some light upon the character o f  his' 
family, and lends belief to the as­
sumption that the family'was social­
ly prominent.

His admiration for Miss Langtry , 
went so far that he finally named 
his saloon in her honor. It was. the 
“Jersey Lily,’’ the name by which she 
was known on the stage. Anxious to. 
see the town named for her, Miss 
Langtry visited “Langtry” two yeai*s 
after Judge Bean’s death. Despite his 
admiration for the theatrical star, he 
never had the pleasure of meeting her.

The “Jersey Lily” ’V̂ isits Langtry. -
Miss Langtry inspected Judge Bean’s 

old quarters with Mr. Dodd, and carried 
off some of the “cards” and “chips” as 
souvenirs. Before departing, she pre­
sented Mr. Dodd •with $50 to be used 
in repairing the.

$500,000,000 LOSS ANNUALLY FROM RATS MICE
'Mi

.enormous deathiction wrought 

by rata and mice and other peBts 
Of the rodent family can hardly 
be estimated in dollars. Conserva  ̂

tive figures-made by experts connected 
-with the United States Department of 
Aj^cultore have placed the annual 
loss from these pests in the United 

: States at approximately $500,000,000.
Of this loss, it is estimated that fully 

-''two-fifths of the damage is done by oT- 
; dinary house rats and mice. These ro- 
• it is pointed out, are among the 
most barsistent and destructive. In the 
case of harmful pests, besides the or­
dinary house rats and mice, the Bureau 
of Smlorie 
D- emssifies the following: Short-

ical Survey at Washihgihd; 
Kiassifies the following:, Short- 

failed ^eM mice, •white-footed mice, cot- 
mo!^, pocket împhers, ground 

squirrels, prairie dogs, ground hogs and 
rabbits.

The destructiveness of rats and mice 
'd ^ ^ d s  targdy Upon the locality in 
whidi they liye and upon their relation 
to man ana his interests; All are chiefly 
wegetariah in diet and by reason o f their 
raprodbetion are capable of becoming 
pests most difficult to control and ex- 
tmninate, A rat breeds six tiy-’N. a

year and there are ten on the average 
in every litter.

The cotton rats have done great damk 
age to Texas crojjs, : being especially de­
structive to grain in shocks and in 
barns. They also ruin melon and other 

i truck crops.
To assist farmers in controlling ro­

dents that injure Texas farms, ranches 
and orchards, the following are some 
tested and practical directions for the 
destruction of these pests; -

Mix thoroughly one ounce powdered- 
strychnine (alkaloid), one ounce pow-' 
dered bicarbonate of soda and one- 
eighth ounce (or less) of saccharine. Put 
the mixture in a tin pepper box and sift 
gradually over fifty pounds* of crushed: 
wheat or forty pounds of crushed oats, 
in a metal tub, mixing the grain con­
stantly so that the. poison will be‘evenly 
distributed. Dry mixing has the; ad  ̂
vantage that the grain may be kept any 
length of time without fermentation. 
If it is desired to mpisten the grain to 
facilitate thorough mixing, it will be 
well to use a thin starch paste, using 
the following; Dissolve orle ounce of; 
strychnine (sulphate) in two quarts of 
boiling water; add' the starch to the 
strj'chnine solution and boil for a few 
minutes until the starch is dear, . Pour:

the hot starch over one bushel of-oats 
in a metal tub and .stir thoroughly. Let 
the grain stand over night to obsorb the 
poison.

The poisoned grain is toJbe distributed 
over the infested area, not more than 
a teaspoonful at a place, care being tak­
en to place it in rims and entrances to 
dens. To avoid destroying birds, it 
■should be placed under shelter, piles of 
weeds, straw*, brush or other litter.

For poisoning mice in small areas, 
such as lawns; gardens,;; seed .beds, vege­
table pits and the like, a con-venient bait 
may:be prepared from ordinary oats, as 
follows: , . .

Dissolve one-sixleenth ounce of 
strychnine in one pint of boiling water 
and pour it over .as mtich oatmeal (about 
two pounds) as it will wet. until 
all the grain is moistened. Put out a 
teaspoonful at a place under, shelter, to 
avoid poisoning chickens, birds, cats and 
other pets.
‘ Meadow mice are widely distributed 
and ill some sections utterly destroy 
crops. Their presence is indicated by 
many surface trails under dead grass, 
weeds or other trash. They avoid open 
spaces- where they are exposed to their 
natural enemies; - such as hawks and 
owls. Depredations by meadow mice

may be greatly lessened by clehn culth 
vation, the elimination of old-feneCi rows 
and the: prompt burning of dead weeds 
and other trash. They can be easily 
poisoned by the same method recom­
mended: for destroying rats and field 
mice.

The house mouse and common rat 
are easily trapped or poisoned,, but 
poison is not always suited for use in oc­
cupied dwellings, traps being sufficient­
ly effective in clearing the. premises.

No one kind of poison can be relied 
upon to be effective for the extermina­
tion of rats under every circumstance. 
Pait should be varied,to suit local con­
ditions— îri meat markets grains : are 
recommended and Where grain is: stored 
meat and fish are more effective,

Rats have invaded city and rural dis­
tricts in unprecedented numbers this 
year and no definite cause forisuch huge 
increase is known. : . ;

They are: causing not only widespread 
destruction to crops, grain, fruit and 
vegetables, but to young poultry and 
eggs. Also they damage houses and 
barns, cause fire and floods; dUe td theif 
gnawing and burrowing habits.

Consequently, the identity of his pâ  
rents is a fhystefy. Those who knew - 
him .say he rarely spoke of them, buf 
from his conversation one would have 
been, led to believe that they were prom-} 
itient and well-rto-do. The only relative; 
he ever spoke of to any extent v̂as aji; 
tinole, a Colonel Bean.

There is only one man in Tekas wh o

He 
is W. Hi Dodd, who lives at Lang­
try, TexaSi and' who succeeded Judge 
Bean as Justice o f the Peace; Langtry 
was the capitbl of that vast domain over 
which Judge Bean presided :at his har- 
rooTtt*eourt bench.

HE enormous destruction wrought 
by rats and mice and other pests 
o f the rodeht family can hardly 
be estimated in dollars. Conserya  ̂

tive -figures made by experts connected 
With the United States Department o f 
Agriculture have placed the annual 
loss from these pests in the United 
Siat^ at approximately $500,000,000.
- Of this loss, it is estimated that fully 
two-fifths of the damage is' done by or­
dinary bouse kats and mice. These, ro­
dentŝ  it is pointed out, are among the 
most jiersistent and destructive. In the 
case of harmful pests, besides the or- 
dlnaiy house rats and mice, the Bureau 
of Btolo^Cal Survey at Washington, 
D* ;C*, tdassifies the following: Short- 
tailed field micê  white-footed mice, cot­
ton fats, moles, pocket gophers, ground 
squirrels, prairie dogs, ground hogs and 
rabbits.

:;dinafy house rats and mice, the Bureau, 
of RfdiOR ical Survey at Washington  ̂
D, CL t&ssifies the following: Short- 
-tallen field mice, white-footed mice, cot- 
ioh tats, moles, pocket gophers, ground 
squirrels, prairie dogs, ground hogs and 
rabbits.

The destructiveness of rats and mice 
d^ n ds largely upon the locality in 
whidi they liVe and upon their relation 
to man ana his interests. All are chiefly 
vegetarian in diet and by reason of their 
reproduction are capable of becoming 
pests most difficult to control and ex­
terminate. A rat breeds six times a

year and there are ten on the average 
in every litter.

The cotton rats have done great dam-; 
age to Texas crops, being especially de­
structive to grain in shocks and in 
barns, They also ruin melon and other 

i truck crops.
To assist farmers in controlling ro­

dents that injure Texas farms, ranches 
and orchards, the follo\Ving ai'e some 
tested and practical directions for the 
destruction of these pests:

Mix thoroughly one ounce powdered 
strychnine (alkaloid); one ounce pow­
dered bicarbonate of soda and one- 
eighth ounce (or less) of saccharine. Put 
the mixture in a tin pepper box and sift 
gradually over fifty pounds of crushed 
wheat or forty pounds of crushed oats,: 
in a metal tub, mixing the grain con­
stantly so that the poison will be evenly 
distributed. Dry mixing has the ad­
vantage that the grain may be kept any 
length of time without fermentation. 
If it is desired: to mpisten the grain to; 
facilitate thorough mixing, it will be 
well to •Use a thin starch paste, using 
the following: Dissolve orie ounce of: 
strychnine (sulphate) in tWo quarts of 
boiling water; add the starch to the 
strychnine .solution and boil for a few 
minutes until the starch is clear. Pour

the hot starch over one bushel of oats 
in a metal tub and .stir thoroughly. Let 
the grain stand over: night to absorb the 
poison.

The poisoned grJin is to be distributed 
over the; infested area; not more than 
a teaspoonful'at a place, care being tak­
en to place it in run.s and entrances to 
dens.: To avoid destroying birds, it 
should be placed under shelter, piles of 
weeds,, straw, brush or other litter, .
• For poisoning: mice in. small areas, 
such as lawns# gardens, seed beds, vege­
table pits and the like, a convenient bait 
may be prepared from, ordinary oats as: 
follows:

-Dis.solve: ■ one-sixteenth, - ounce , of 
strychnine in one pint of boiling water 
and pour it over as mtich oatmeal fabout 

f twQ pounds) as :it .will wet. Mix until 
all the grain is moistened. Put out a 
teaspoonful at a place under, shelter, to: 
avoid poisoning chickens, birds, cats and 
other pets.

Meadow mice are widely distributed 
and in some sections utterly destroy 
crops, • Their presence is indicated by : 
many surface trails under dead grass, 
weeds or other trash; They, avoid open 
spaces where they are exposed to their 
natural enemie's, such as ' hawks and 
owls. Depredations: by meadow mice.

may be greatly lessened by clean culti­
vation, the elimination of old fence rows 
and the prompt burning of dead weeds 
and other, trash: . They can be easily 
poisoned by the same method recom­
mended for, destroying , rats and. field, 
mice.
i The house mouse and common rat 

are easily trapped or poisoned, but 
poison is not always suited for use in oc­
cupied dwellings, traps being sufficient­
ly effective in clearing the premises, ,

No one kind of poison can be relied 
upon to be effective for the extermina­
tion of rats under every circumstance. 
;Bait should be varied to  suit local con­
ditions—in meat markets grains are 
recommended and Where grain ia stored 
meat and fish are more effective.

Rats have invaded city and rural dis-' 
tricts in unprecedented numbers this 
year and no definite cause foV'Such huge 
increase is known. ; . , .

AIR ROUTES 
LIGHTED.

A large appropriation, ik carried in 
the Commerce Department appropria­
tion bill for the use of the aeronautic 
branch in lighting 2,500 railes of air­
ways for night-flying during the next 
fiseal year. Already the government has 
lighted 3,900 miles of the air: mail 
routes.

The plans of the Department contefi- 
plate lighting , the two new mail routes 
from Dallas to Galveston and from Dal­
las to San Antonio. The latter. route 
will doubtless be extended to Laredo. 
The cost of lighting is about $315 per 
mile, but it will be less on the Texas 
routes, because it will not be necessary, 
to light these routes as closely as others, 
on account of the visibility being better 
in Texas than on most: routes.

These represent rap­
id-growing varieties, arid- with them it 
is hoped to develop valuable timber 
crops in less time than would be requir-!. 
ed by natural methods.

•The journal quoted says these experi­
ments mean more to Texas than this 
generation of citizens can appreciate, It 
says the replanting of thousands of nur­
sery-grown trees each year -would go 
far toward redeeming : the cut-over, 
lands in a few decades. Should the ini­
tial work be successful it will undoubt­
edly encourage an annually increasing 
enlargement of -reforestation: effort.

BUTTER PLANT FOR MARSHALL.
Marshall is rejoicing over securing 

for that city the location of a powdered 
milk and sweet butter plant, which is 
to pay approximately $810,000 annually 
to the dairy farmers of Harrison and six 
adjacent counties. The plant will rep­
resent an investment of more than 
$150,000. :■
. The Marshall plant will be in opera­
tion by; April 15, and will be known as 
the Texas Milks Products Gompany  ̂
with a capacity of 80,000: pounds of= 
whole milk daily. It is the first move­
ment of the kind in East Texas and is 
expected to exert much influence upon 
East T.exas farming.

FIRST TEXAS TELEPHONE 
IN GALVESTON. ^

. Telephoning in Texa.s will he; 
half a.century old on the 18th. 
day of March o f . the present 
year. It was oh the 18th day 
of Marchj 1878 - that .the first 
telephone was installed in this: 
State. It was in the hohie of ];, 
Col. A. H. Belo„ founder of ' 
the Galveston and ' Oalihs 
News; that' the fihst ':phone; 
was placed. For a time the 
only connection this phone had 
was: with the office of . the 
Galveston News, In addition; 
to being the first; in Texas, 
this phone- was also on̂ e of the 
first 1,000-: established in the 
United States.

The telephone company’s 
records show that the -first 
exchange switchboard install-; 
ed dn Dallas was on Junte 1,

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A GARDEN FOB EVERY HOME.
. 'Whether you live in the Country, small town 

' or large city, every family- should have its garT.
■ den spot, large or small, as circumstances -will: 
permit. It •will not only furnish you -with-some 
wonderful “ eating,” ; but; take you out-of-doors 
for healthful exercise and create a genuine-in-; 
terest in- your. home yard.. ;
. Here are a few - suggestions that we ha've 
found helpful, and so want to ■ pass them on 
to you.

Garden soil -should- be prepared in the fall, 
-if possible. Plow or- spade as deeply as pos­
sible.:-Deeply cultivated soil holds .the mois®' 
ture-and the loose dirt encourages the plant 
roots to -grow .deep and strong. • - Add - manure,

: straw; dead leaves, or any good humus, you can 
get hold of. This is important; No matter how 
good you: may: think your soil is, added fer-j 
tilizer makes it; that much better.

If you did not- think to prepare the soil in- the 
fall, do it now. Plow or spade deeply and then

■ work the soil fine with-a harrow, or rake. The • 
finer,the soil the better the;vegetables.' We 
like to plow-first one direction—then add the 
fertilizer and plow - the other direction—then

.: work, fine -with a rake, Lay out the rows with 
a string tied to two. stidks, if  you don’t have 
a “ good eye”  fo r  : straight- ro'ws. We plant' 
everrthing in rows, ha-ving found that it is 
easier: to cultivate afterwards.; We also plant - 
in the water rows and n oton  the ridge.

Some weeks before planting time we select 
and order our seeds. -This is a;family.matter 
all around. First we never buy a seed that is 
disliked' by. the whole 'famUy, such a s . in our

■ case no: one in: the family likes'mustard. Each  ̂
family has its own tastes as to vegetables. We-.

. select the most seeds from the vegetables, that 
are liked by; tha family as a whole,- .then if-: 
some member: o f the- family, has a personal 
preference not'enjoyed by every one, they are 
privileged to order it; We try-also'to regulate 
the size of the order to the ‘time we •will have '

. to spend in caring for the vegetables. We. 
have learned from-sad experience that a large. • 
poorly cared for. garden is only half as good as 
one that is. the size we have. the time: to care 
for properly. ‘As we live on a farm -and the 
principal products;are feed and livestock; there’ 
is riot-much time for the garden. -However,-we 
try to  supply our table with early spring and 
a lso . fall - ■vegetables, ■with a surplus of each

- which we can and use through, the summer and 
winter months. ; ;
i Tomatoes, is one of, the many, vegetables 
gj-eatly, relished: by .the;entire family.; (We-'

- raise both the. early and' late' Beargrsi . Start- 
jing the seeds in the housd planted broadcast-in
'. a. box and covered with glass (airing on'warmj 
days f()r. several hours), and 'When thfe jsecond

' boxes in rows. 'They are given plenty o f  .air.- 
and'sunshine, but. kept from .frost. /A fter thei 
danger: of frost is past'^they : are set out -in 
the open grourid.

TESTED RECIPES

■ We- are also fond o f English peas. Wo 
plant, an-early variety o f  the, dwarf size and 
a. later variety o f the vining type, which we 
let run - along the ground, a s : the vines thus 
-help keep the sun o ff the-pods. Peas like cool, 
weather, and can stand light frosts ■without 

, damage. S o . plant early; as they will, not 
thrive when the, days become too warm. Can - 
all you do not eat.

■Radishes afe- another favorite and like cool 
weather best. We plant only a short row at 
a time and not'very thick; the seeds, being a t . 
least three-fourths o f an inch apart. We planf- 
a row every fifteen days, .until the weather, 
becomes -too . warm : for them.
.: We keep . onions: in. the garden -the year ; 
around. 'We raise our own sets in one'corner 
o f  the garden from seeds. They are very cheap 
this way.' Consult your nurseryman as to va­
rieties.

Cabbage is another vegetable which likes 
coo l weather. The cheapest and best plan is ' 
to grow your own, plants in boxes in. the house : 
as-you would , tomatoes. - Give cabbage, plenty 

. o f rich soil. .
Lettuce- thrives ■with cool weather only, and 

we like it so-mueb, both the head and leaf let- 
■tuce. . ■.■: ■ ■

Beets should be planted in succession like 
radishes, only about twenty-five days apart.

- Start with .an early short row.
Then there, are several other vegetables we .

. all like that we do not plant until aU danger 
o f frost is past. Chief among, these is beans. 
Some years we plant a row or two by the list 
o f February, .'niis. is not our main crop; but 
a few that rif they do live will give us an early 
treat and if  they are lost it is-not so much. 
We start our main crop about the middle o f  ; 
March and plant every-three; weeks until June.
