Improvements planned by the 
Brinkley company include-a sew­
er tile plant to cost $75,000, a

cement and 'glass; Natural gas 
will be used for fuel. The com­
pany also plans a big water re­
servoir fo r  the purpose of im­
pounding three oryfour million 
gallons o f water.

L it­
erature, provided such instruc­
tion is given by an1 educational 
foundation, whose equipment 
and instruction equals ‘that giv- ’ 
en by the State, the University 
itself being the judge. The Wes- « 
ley Bible .Chair; is at present p f- i 
fering two full courses, which i  
are recognized by the Y U n ive r  ­
sity. .

In giving this credit, the Uni­
versity of Texas is.in.line with  
the most forward o f the State [ 
Universities in the country. The 
principle of credit for such work 
has been recognized at the Uni- , 
versity of Illinois, and numbers 
of others are giving some such 
courses. Other churches have 
their chairs at the University, 
and considerable work o f this 
character is being done.

The Democrat-Voice, a  Cole-- 

man county publication* relates 

the- story of a farmer’s experien­
ces in that'county this year that 
sounds almost like a Legendary 
tale until one stops and reflects 
about the wonderful things that: 
have been done in central Texas 
this year.

This farmer bought 119 acres 
of land near the town of Talpa 
for $3,000, in November of last 
year, about $25jper acre.

Working single-handed he has 
accomplished the;folio w ing: Sold 
off the place 3,000 .bushels o f 
oats at 60 cents per bushel or 60 
per cent of the purchase price! 
of the land. Marketed cotton to 
the' value of $3,750 and has a 
bale , or two to pick, which will 
dofibtless bring the total to a- 
round $4,000' or 133 1-3 per cent 
of the original cost of the farm. 
Raised other feed crops to run 
another year,^ias some live stock 
on his grass and has flat broken 
for next year’s crop 58 acres of 
his land.

In other words this farmer as 
the result of one year’s work has 
paid for a home, made a  good liv­
ing, stored feed for his stock fo r  
next year, accumulated some live 
stock,-banked about $2,500 or  
$3,000 upon which to operate 
and start a saving account, and 
has a lot of work done on next 
near’s crop.

Or looking at it from another 
angle his farm  profits have been 
nearly twice enough to pay for 
the land he was cultivating.

The Democrat-Voice attempt­
ing to lead us to believe that 
Coleman county is the place 
where dreams come true, says: 
“His first year’s experience - at 
farming^ in Coleman county is 
not unusual— many others have 
probably excelled or equalled him 
— but his year’s work demon-, 
strates what one man, single- 
handed and with a will to work 
can do in this virgin field of op­
portunity.” ■

Neither do we think this ex­
perience peculiar t o  Coleman 
county this year, it is m ore'or 
less common to all central Texas. 
Even here in Bell county a  rent­
ier on a farm  valued at probably 
six times what this man paid, 
has raised such a bumper crop 
of cotton that the landlord is 
known to have left a standing of­
fer to give him a deed to the 
farm  fo r the renter’s three* 
fourths interest, in the cotton.

Bell county may be one of the' 
oldest and wealthiest counties in 
the State; but Coleman county, 
you might say,'still in her in  
fancy of development, can make 
the Bell county men get up be­
fore breakfast, to compete with 
him.

A  Santa Anna farmer bought 
a farm of 100 acres at $40 per 
acre. last year. Leased the land 
to one o f the local oil companies 
for $30 per acre. Made thirty 
bales of cotton, 450 bushels of 
corn, 50 tons of feed stuff, raised 
garden truck to run the family a 
year, sold eggs and butter en­
ough to buy the winter clothes. 
Cut the winter fuel from the 
dead wood in the pasture, paid 
his doctor bill and renewed his 
home paper. This is the class of 
farmers we have in Coleman 
county. And we have plenty of 
them.
