SCHOOL MUST BE

Certainly the future school 
should be:

1. A  Healthatorium—I put 
this first, as money spent for in­
dividual health and public health 
is the very best investment the 
state can make. Every pupil 
should know haw to prevent all 
preventable diseases. Some 5 0 
years ago old Dr. Barker o f  Eng­
land said, “When any one dies of 
typhoid fever some one should be 
hanged.’ - Some 2Q years ago I 
proposed an amendment to this 
by putting it “When any o n e 
dies o f typhoid fever either his 
doctor or his teacher, one or both 
should be hanged.”

After I have given my child to 
the state for 15 to 20 years, the 
state has no right to return him 
to me with flabby muscles, hol­
low chest, weak lungs, weak eyes 
^(wearing glasses), using habit­
forming drugs (including coffee 
and tobacco) and with no know­
ledge o f how to protect himself 
o r  his community from prevent­
able diseases.
‘ 2. A  Self-Suporting Industry 

— I doubt is it is wise to support

any child, and especially any boy, 
in school after he is 17 years old. 
The schoohshould not only teach 
him how to live, but how to make 
a living. ■ In the mos L widely 
known industrial school in the 
United States the students act­
ually “ lay up money,”  and the 
principal i s their banker. A 
aristocracy and militarism give 
way to democracy, the coddled 
school with its lazy, or at best 
bookloving pupils must give way 
to the self-supporting colony of 
workers.

3. A  Self-governing Organi­
zation^— instead o f reading a- 
bout civil government and con­
stitutions, the school o f the fu 
ture will have a student-made 
constitution and laws, and all 
these laws will be interpreted 
and enforced by the student body 
Every form o f government, met 
with in nation, state, and muni­
cipality will be practiced in the 
school, and the pupil will come 
home a citizen, not a soldier; a 
worker, not an idler.

4. A  Social Center Indeed.—  
And that social center must have 
its public baths, its kitchen and 
its attractive dining room, its
