CITY GOVERNMENT ' \ . 
During the past tew days via 

. have heard and had .several dis­
cussions concerning the article 
in last week’s paper entitled 
“ Tt Has Happened". Some we 
agree with and others we do not 
agree with. However, this is a 
democratic nation and all pub­
lic offices are supposed to be 
operated - under the democratic 
form of government. On. this 
point we - will go along with any­
one.

However, we favor the present 
type of city government, over 
any previous city government 
we can remember. In  order that 
more citizens might better un­
derstand the operation of the 
city under the Aldenn&ntc 
form of government with the 
City Manager wc are going to 
attempt to clearify’ some of the 
operations under the two forms 
of government.

Under the 'city Manager plan, 
a person is hired by the govern­
ing body of a city to take care 
of all the responsibilities of the 
city. This person is directly re­
sponsible to the governing body, 
which in this case is the Aider- 
men, and at any time he does 
not measure up to expectations, 
he can be .relieved of his, duties 
(fired). Under our present form 
of government six men act os 
the governing body. These six 
men represent a fairly good 
cross-section of our town and 
they are doing a good job.

Under tire old commission type 
government, only three men 
served on the commission, a 
mayor and two commissioners. 
These men had no one to be re­
sponsible for the operation of 
the city other than themselves. 
They had to take time from 
their ■ businesses- or what ever 
profession they followed to care 
for the city operation. It took a 
lot of their time that they need­
ed o be taking care of their bus­
iness to attend .to, the city, busi- 

. ness. While . under our present 
form of government a city man­
ager is hired to take care of the 
city business and the aldermen 
can go about their businesses 
without so much interruption to 

■ care for»a jolrthat very few peo­
ple want.

It is doubtful that the opera­
tion of the city could be any 
cheaper than it is now. A work­
ing crew has to be maintained 
under either form of govern­
ment, Under the present form, 
a city manager is ready to over­
see all works and is answerable 
to the aldermen for "his actions. 
Under the old form of govern­
ment crews had to be sent out 
to 1 do jobs without, a responsi­
ble person to oversee the work. 
Sometimes numerous complaints 
had to be seen about over and 
over sjgain. Under the city man­
ager plan, this city manager 
has the authority o f hiring and 
riving of all1 employees except 
himself.

Our town has reached the 
point where it would be hard 
to get a capable person to serve 
as cither mayor or commissioner 
under the old form of govern­
ment. r; very person we have had 
a discussion w ith, over last 
weeks article, has flatly refused 
to offer his services to the city 
under either form of govern- 

. ment. They all want “Joe” to do 
it tout do not apparently even 
have a good suggestion as to

-DoYou-Know How
To Drain A; : ■
Hot Water Heater?

Rex Golston, after reading of 
a disaster in Brady recently4 
that resulted from the explosion 
of a water heater, suggested that 
very few people know the cor­
rect procedure to use in drain­
ing a water heater. He suggests 
the following procedure:

Conect garden hose to drain, 
cut off main burner, leave pilot 
on, cut o ff water, open drain 
valve, then disconnect union on 
hot water line back, of heater, 
as water will not drain until it 
can get air at union. When com­
pletely drained, turn on cold 
water for one-half minute and 
then let it drain. If not clean, 
repeat until water is clean. Then 
close drain valve, connect the 
union on the hot water line, 
open a hot water faucet then 
turn on cold water. When tank ! 
Is full' close faucet and check 
union for leaks. .After all this, 
Is' completed turn main burner- 
back on. I f  you do not have tools, 
to do the job with, it is suggest­
ed that you call a plumber. ; 
" M r. Golston''also suggests that 
while you are working around 
the, heater, M at you check to 
see if you have a safety pres­
sure plug, Its, duty is , to take 
care,-of pressure btalfc up In case 
a thermostat does riot work pro­
perly. Golston states that a pres­
sure plug can be Installed at a 
cost of from $7.50 to about $10.00 
and it is a wise investment.

There is another sense in which 

truth, td.be -effective, must be point­
ed. It has to be the opposite oi 
dull. Now there are situations 
whore truth can be dull, and wel­
come It' you are looking up in the 
encyclopaedia the population of 
North Dakota, or trying to find out 
what niacin is, you don’t want to be 
amused, Startled or entertained. 
You just want plain fact, plainly 
stated. Professors and other studi­
ous people arc trained to absorb 
truth ’no matter how ’dully it is 
presented. It’s u poor student who 
can’t learn ns much from a dry 
professor as from a witty one.

But most human situations are 
not in class-room:;. Truth that i:; 
not, dry, ought not to sound dry. 
Truth that’s worth remembering 
ought to be told in such a way that 
it can’t be -forgotten. Again,. our 
Lord's teaching was of this sort. 
He never told a dull truth, and he 
never told his bright truth/ in a 
duU way.

“ To The Point”
- What do we mean by a point­
less joke or a pointless remark? 
We mean, of course, that the thing 
was not worth saying,, however 
true it may have been.

If 
we arc going to listen to then' we 
want' them to be. saying something 
that /is. worth saying,, something 
we’ll be worse off for not knowing.

IAW  YES’S - ADVICE'
j When a- lawyer saves a client 
j from trouble or financial diffi- 
; cully, the client knows only that 
: he has been charged for "advice" 
i -  a commodity oftentimes too 
j tre-ely given ” by us ’ail. Often 
.overlooked is the study, work, 
land time the attorney..has spent 
i in order that he be in a position 
1 to give advice that can be re­
lied upon. *

A lawyer bases his fee upon 
the benefits received from the 
services he has rendered and 
the time and effort ho has ex­
pended. In addition, he stakes 
his professional reputation upon 
the soundness of the counsell ­
ing given each client.

First,, a practicing lawyer must 
have had six or seven years of 
academic education. In Texas 
this means at least three years 
of college work and three years 
in a recognized law school. Be­
cause the community at large 
has an interest in the qualifica­
tions and conduct of members 
of the bar, these minimum edu­
cational requirements must bo 
met before examination for ad­
mission to the bar may be taken.

During the three years of' for­
mal legal education, the law stu­
dent attempts to read, digest, 
reconcile and understand from 
10,000 to 20,000 separate cases, 
statutes, and monographs. He 
must draw from these an un­
derstanding of basic legal prin­
ciples, o f processes o f legal rea­
soning, of methods of fact ’ and, 
legal investigation, and of court 
procedures which bring relief 
to clients.

From the standpoint of court 
proceedings, the community 
then expects the work of a law­
yer to be a prompt and efficient 
trial of their causes at a fair, 
cost. From a counselling stand­
point, it expects reasonable 
promptness and efficiency with 
above all, the utmost of sound 
judgment.

In both counselling and liti- 
gation, a lawyer must draw upon 
a wealth of precedent which he 
has attempted to - store* in -his 
memory in order to apply one 
or more principles of law to the 
fact situation presented by his, 
client. Ordinarily, many legal 
principles and rules of statute 
or decision are involved in even 
iho simplest situation. Too, the 
problems raised by - various 
clients,. like fingerprints, are 
never exactly the same. . , •

After- . searching his . memory, 
the lawyer.; will .usually; check, 
the pertinent rules and prece­
dents. These are found in an 
ever-increasing -volume of • sta­
tutes., /with which modern legis­
lation seeks to regulate, many 
aspects of 'our life, , and in .the 
decisions of the courts, boards 
and bureaus.

■i ..fiii iv f'.i'O', i(- : i.ii p
Ijrice on Texas’ tremenddus 
acreage of grassland, how would 
you determine its value? It 
would be impossible — for our 
grass is a priceless commodity.

Without improved grasslands, 
this nation would huve a less 
total amount of food. Our diets 
would Include ’less milk, butter, 
cheese and meat. Our overall 
production of all farm commodi­
ties would experience an alarm­
ing drop.

The term “grassland farming” 
is not a new one, but it is a fae's? 
tor often neglected when com­
piling statistics on the agrlcul- 
tuial wealth of Texas. This state 
has more than 100 million acres 
of grass, forest and paatureland 
and much of it is unimproved. 
The farmer who is a good man­
ager can double or triple pro­
duction on hundreds of thou­
sands oi these acres through 
liming, fertilization and reseed­
ing with more productive grasseq 
and legumes.

These improved grasslands 
can be invaluable when made a 
part o f the crop rotation system. 
Tests show that land planted to 
legumes and grasses for a year 
help assure a longer period of 
maximum production on culti­
vated crops. No schemes have 
yet been devised for agriculture 
that will maintain soil organic 
matter better than plans based 
on adequate proportions of gras­
ses in crop rotations.

Experiments have shown that 
on much land, improved forage 
crops,can produce as much live­
stock feed per acre, at lower 
cost ancl with less labor, than 
corn and other feed grains. In 
North Carolina, for example, on 
land capable of producing 50 
bushels of corn per adre, im­
proved pastures produced the 
feed equivalent of 87 bushels of 
corn. Wheat yielded the feed 
equivalent, of 30 bushels o f corn. 
Oats and barley yielded the feed 
equivalent of 24 bushels of corn

Even more conclusive evidence 
of the worth oi grassland crops 
is the fact that returns per man 
hour of labor were calculated at 
.$23.09 from improved pastures, 
as compared with only $5.81 
from wheat, $3.09 from corn and 
$2.79 from oats. Studies in the 
m’iddlewestern states have 
shown similar results.

Grassland agriculture can 
make enormous contributions to 
increased food production dur-
