Lesson for February 1,1953

TpH E MAN had everything. He 
■*■ was young, he was in an execu­

tive position, he was in vigorous 
health, he was respectable, he 
was very rich. And still he tell 
something missing. Alter all this, 
what? What was there for him over 
and beyond the pleasant and pow­
erful life he was then living? He 
was spiritually sensitive; he could 
feel that all he had was still not 
quite the thing.

Camel and Needle
The man in the famous story 

(Matthew 19) never did get what 
fie wanted, so far as we know. The 
reason is, he did 
aot want it enough.
The price was 
high: nothing less 
than everything he 
Sisd, and his wealth 
was great. So he 
‘V e n t  away sor­
rowful”  and that Is 
the last we see of 
him. What Jesus 
said os he watched 
him go has caused 
a great deal of discussion, both 
®t the time and ever since. Accord­
ing to Matthew, Jesus said that it 
to harder for a rich man to enter 
God’s Kingdom (that is, to have 
eternal life, or to be saved) than 
fox a camel to get through a 
needle’s eye.

All sorts of efforts have been 
made to show that Jesus could not 
possibly have meant this. The 
words translated "camel”  and 
“ needle’s eye” could possibly 
mean .something else, but they 
probably don’t. We may as well 
face it. Jesus meant to say that 
tile only way a camel could got 
through a needle’s eye is by a mira­
cle; and It is more of a miracle 

-for a rich man to enter the King­
dom o f God than for a camel to 
pass through a needle’s eye. He 
did not say it was impossible; he 
did say it was possible only with 
God. This is as shocking in 20th 
century America cs in first cen­
tury Palestine. ' ,

Riches Are Risky •
Actually there are many more 

warnings against wealth, in the 
Bible, than against poverty. The 
“have's”- are in more spiritual 
peril than the “ have-not’s." * Why 
this is, can be shortly stated. A 
minister who had had many con­
tacts among the super-rich of one 
of America's Gold Coasts remarked 
to the writer that wealth makes 
the first generation hard, tixe sec­
ond generation soft. The man of 
wealth may easily trust in his pos- 

1 sessions and not in God, in short 
to make a god out of his own prop­
erty. He may test right and wrong 
by what the effect is on his hold­
ings.

Because his friends are mostly
among other rich people, he is Con­
stantly tempted to habits, diver­
sions, recreations, customs which 
are not Christian. Further, the pos­
session of wealth tends to make 
the owner near-sighted; like the 
rich young ruler who turned his 
back on Jesus, he can neither sec 
clearly his own best interest nor 
the needs of men and women in the 
-shadowed ways of life.

Don’t Be Ruined-by Riches - ::
Now it is not true that Jesus 

taught that all first-class Chris­
tians must be complete paupers. 
It is not true that Jesus taught that 
no one with property can be a 
Christian. It is not true that Jesus 
laid it down as a rule for all his 
followers that they must give 
away everything they have. One of 
his best-loved disciples was John, 
who owned a home of his own. We 
can recall Lydia and Barnabas 
among the early Christians; ■ we 
can all name Christians who have 
served God and their fellow-men 
with their money. When a doctor 
tells a patient he must get rid of 
his appendix, he is not saying that 
all healthy persons must do the 
same. But when an appendix is a 
danger, out It must. come. Now 
wealth may be a danger, a source 
of moral infection. The one best 
way to keep from the dangers of 
possessions (and these begin as 
soon as we have as much as one 
surplus dime) is to learn to think 
of them, and to use them, as a 
trust from God.

To be Christian in the earning 
rnd acquiring of what we have; 
to be Christian in the using of it; 
to spend what we have as if Christ 
were spending it; to remember 
that of him to whom much is giv­
en, much shall be required; to re­
gard what we own as so much op­
portunity for doing good, instead 
of so much insurance against hard­
ships; this calls for the grace of 
God.

,will could provide for an orderly 
and economclal partition of 
your property, preventing any 
waste of the assets by heirs tor 
patient for a settlement.

The number of workers em­
ployed'on farms has decreased 
steadily during the past 15 years. 
At the same time, labor require­
ments have also declined be­
cause of rapid gains in farm 
mechanization. The result is 
that per farm work now is the 
greatest on record. Further pro­
gress in mechanization and oth­
er advances in technology 
should lower labor requirements. 
Even so, the problem of replac­
ing some workers must be met 
if high production is to be 
maintained.

Prospects are that wages paid 
farm workers this year may rise 
less thaii 5 per cent, as compar­
ed with a rise of about 7 per cent 
in 1952. The extent of the rise 
will vary according to the net 
losses of farm workers to in­
dustry in certain areas, and to 
the Armed Forces.

Although only a nominal in­
crease in the net size of the 
Armed Forces is predicted in 19- 
53, the rotation of service per­
sonnel will create labor problems 
for some farmers who lose men 
needed as replacements in the 
corps.
