Fund This has received the sup-

. port of President Roosevelt, who
will issue a proclamation’ later.

~ Chairman Norman H. Davis, in

making the announcement, stated
f the fund is needed to provide
q:ﬂhef for civilian  population

. bombed from their homes by the
Japanese, and for those who are
under threat of enemy action in
the Pacific war emergency or
upon the continent of the United
States. Funds also are required for
the humanitarian work of the Red
Cross for men in the armed forces,
as outlined in the M-Day regula-
-tions of the Army and Navy.

" In a statement Chairman Davis
said: “There aré millions of our
citizens who desire/i today to
demonstrate' their' “will' to victory
over the enemy. Not all can be
in the armed forces,” and not all
can volunteer their services: for
humanitarian work but all can
volunteer their dollars to arm the
Red Cross to be their representa-
tive at the scene of battle and dis-
tress.

“Today is the day to demon-
‘strate our high morale, our unity,
our determination not alone = to
support our President and our
fighting men at the front, but al-

so to insure to' our wounded,
homeless and suffering fellow
citizens in our Pacific Islands

that we stand one hundred per
cent ready to aid them through
the Red Cross.

A PROCLAMATION

\Vhereas our country has becn v1c10usl) attackt.d
and forced into a war of vast proportions, which will
inevitably bring grief and distress to many and self-
sacrifice to all, and

Whereas for more than sixty years the American
National Red Cross has played a vital role in building
up the wounds of the injured, in sheltering, feeding,
and clothing the homeless, in succoring the distressed,
in rebuilding broken lives, and in rehabilitating the
victims of catastrophes of nature and of war, and

Whereas in preparation for just such an emer-
gency as we are now ifacing,.the American National
Red Cross has been spending funds at the rate of more
than one million dollars per month, which is but a
small fraction of the amount that the organization
now requires in order to carry out effectively its func-
tions as an essential auxiliary of our armed forces
particularly as a friendly liaison in welfare problems
between the man in service and his family at home,
and as a key agency in the civil-defense plans.

Now, therefore, I, Franklin D. Roosevelt; Presi-
dent of the United States of America, and President
of the American Red Cross, do hereby proclaim the be-
ginning, as of this date, of a Red Cross War Fund cam-
paign for the raising of a minimum sum of fifty
millon dollars, and I appeal to thec American people to
make this campaign an overwhelming success. Realizing
the desire of every American to participate in the na-
tional war effort, I confidently anticipate an im-
mediate and spontaneous response to this appeal.

In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my hand
and caused the seal of the United States of America to
be affixed.

Done at the city of Washington this twelfth day of
December in the year of our TLord Nineteen
hundred and forty-one, and of the
independence of the United States
of America the one hundred and
