FORMER TEXAN PRAISES
LONE STAR STATE

A native Texan and Pulitzer
prize-winnlng writer says the
Texas of his youth was a place
“of courage, of strength, and of
great and automatic compassion.”

William S. ‘White, who was
born snd reared in De Leon, says
he doesn’'t know whiether today’s
criticisms of Texas are frue or
not - - Ynat it's filled with com-
mercialism and money-flaunting,
isn't “liberal” enough on public
issues, and ikn't “culturied” - - but
they were not true when he lived
there.

Writing in the September issue
of Harper’s Magazine, White tells
how De Leon, which he considers
typical of thie entire state, had
“an intense and unuttered devo-
tion to justice.”

Once, he says, the railnoad
brought into this “white, Anglo-
Saxon Protestant” community a
gang of “strictly Spanlish-speak-
ing Mexican railroad cross-tie
and rail workers.”

He continues: “The tcwnismen
learned that these alien people,
who started out with no friends,
no church to go to, no language
with which to communicate their
troubles, were being paid with in-
credibe stinginess even for thoke
times.

“The citizens first took all
kinds of supplies to the Mexi-
canis - - striped candy for the
children, I remember most of all-
- and this of course was all right
¢o far as it went. But they did
something else - - they told the
railroad that until pay for the
Mexizans went up, no more cross
ties would go dowmn.”

The town, he says, owhed the
right of way, and it was out to
see that the Mexicans got a ‘““fair
shake.”

White says he is told that the
present Texas, and particularly
its cities, is filed with the “crass-
est commercialism and money
flaunting.” Maybe this is so now;
but I have a contrary memory
that goes back to the depth of the
depression half a lifetime ago.
The Ilckcale of this memory
Houston, which, I suppose is now
widely regarded as the most
mercenary city of all”

But Houston, he recalls was
“thee first lange community in the
United States to feed the de-
pressien’s hungry with no ques-
tions asked, no kind of means
tests, no social wdrker’'s  cross
examination, no stigma, and no
nonsence.”
