To the people of Gorman, Des-
demona, Carbon and surrounding
community:

I would like to take this op-
portunity to thank each of you
for your patience and coopera-
tion the past three years in
which I have served as your
County Commissioner, I  have
done all that I could do with
the money that I received. The
machinery is' old and it takes
a lot of the money to keep it
repaired.

I will try to explain how much
money we get to operate on.
As most of you know, the tax
evaluation on your land is $4.50
an acre on pasture land and
$9.00 an acre on cultivated land.
The rate is 80c on the hundred.
The Commissioners Court set the
value of the land at 25 percent
of the actual value. This means
$8.00 a thousand. Each precinct
gets 3 percent of this for road
maintenance which is about. 24c
on each $8.00 you pay in taxes
(not much is it?) However, we
receive about $32,000 a year of
car tag money, which makes a
total of about $40,000 a year.
The payroll for this precinct is
about $25,000 @ year. That only
leaves about $15,000 a year for
the upkeep on the machinery,
gravel and fuel.

I also have to pay a portion
of my allotted money on the
indebtednses the precinet was
alveady in when I took office.
At that time the indebtedness
was $19,510.93. A treasurer’s re-
port of the present finances is
published elsewhere  in this
weeks’ issue o fthe Progress, for
your approval of how I have
managed the finances the past
three years.

If this meets with your ap-
proval, I would appreciate your
vote May 2nd for a second term
as Counltly Commissioner.

Bennett asked Web-
ster, who had his back to the physician and tne

The doctor turned back to his desk where he
wrote prescriptions as a profession and verse as
a hobby. “By and by,” he mused, “the sweet by ¢
He paused, looked up at Webster, then

Joseph Philbrick Webster was an out and out
musician. In the East, where he was born in 1819,
he had been an active member of the Handel and
Haydn Society and a’prolific composer of popular

and in 1857 settled in Elkhorn, Wis. When the

After six years Bennett had learned Webster like
a song book, He had soon learned that the best
