Severely distabled w orkers no 
longer need w ait until age 50 to 
become entitled  to disability in­
surance benefits. Until now, a 
disabled w orker under age 50 
could apply to have his social 
security record frozen, but he 
and his fam ily could not be paid 
m onthly benefits until they reach 
ed age 50.

If you are a disabled person 
under the age fifty and have al­
ready had your social security  
record frozen on account of your 
disability, you should have re ­
ceived a le tte r by the end of Oc-

w hat you need to do about get­
ting disability  insurance benefits.

If you are a disabled w orker 
under age 50, but have never ap ­
plied to have your social securtiy  
record frozen, find out from your 
social security  office right away 
w hether you are eligible for m on­
thly benefits. If you have w orked 
under social security  for at least 
5 out of 10 years ju st before you 
became disabled, you should ap­
ply for benefits.

D isability insurance benefit 
chocks for disabled w orkers un ­
der age 50 will be payable m on­
th of November, 1960, and will be 
m ailed out early  in December.
