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USDA Plans To 
Exclude Peanuts 
From Skip-Row 

WASHINGTON, January 13 
— The U. S. Department of 
Agriculture announced today 
it plans to exclude peanuts 
from the skip row planting 
provision beginning with the 
1972 crop program. This will 
mean that where peanuts are

Truman P. Kirk, 47 year-
old Cisco attorney and busi- 
nessman, announced today his 
plans to be a candidate for 
District Judge of the 91st Dis- 
trict Court of Eastland County.

Mr. Kirk, announced for 
this same office in 1968, but 
was "disqualified" by Judge 
Temple Driver of Wichita 
Falls, Texas, after the jury 
dead-locked 8-4 in favor of 
Kirk's position in regards to 
a contest of residence brought 
against him by Earl Conner, 
who then ran unoposed for 
this office. 

When questioned about this, 
Kirk said, the Judge on a case 
is much like an referee of a 
football game, he has to call 
it as he sees it. I can't say 
that I agreed with Judge 
Driver, then, or now, but I 
didn't have the time or mon-
ey, to appeal his decision, at 
that time. But now we have 
a New Race, and under these 
circumstances, I don't feel as 
though I will be running a-
gainst an incumbent but a-
gain like a football game, its 
now the second half and I 
now have the ball and I want 
to win and serve the People 
or Eastland County as their 
District Judge. I know that 
I am fully qualified and no 
one can find any technicality 
to disqualify me now. I feel 
that now the "Good People" 
of Eastland County will have 
a chance to choose and that 
they will elect Truman P. 
Kirk to be their District Judge 
on May 6, 1972. 

Mr. Kirk, and his family 
are members of the First 
Baptist Church of Cisco. Mr. 
Kirk is a member of the Cisco 
Lions Club and is president 
of the Oil Belt University of 
Texas Exes.

USDA has no authority, as 
it has in the case of other 
crops, to reduce the minimum 
peanut allotment of 1,610,000 
acres to avoid surpluses re-
sulting from higher yields. 
Peanut yields have been ris-
ing at the rate faster than 
consumption. 

While skip row planting of 
peanuts is not widespread 
now, the promise of improved 
yields would tend to promote 
the practice unless the regu-
lations are changed, USDA in-
dicated. 

The Texas Peanut Produc- 
ers Board is required by law 
to hold biennial elections for 
the purpose of electing board 
members. At the first meeting 
of the Board October 1, 1969, 
lots were drawn by members 
to determine the tenure of 
office of the initial board 
members. As a result of this 
drawing Lyndell Coan of De 
Leon, Billy Carruth of De 
Leon, and Ben Cook of May 
were elected for terms of two 
years. These members are all 
from District No. 1 which in-
cludes these counties: Brown, 
Comanche, Mills, Hamilton, 
San Saba, McCullough, Mason 
Llano, Coryell, and Gillespie. 
Therefore, two members will 
be elected to represent this 
district and one to represent 
the State at Large. Election 
of these members must be 
completed and tabulated by 
May 1, 1972. 

All producers of peanuts 
within the area defined in-
cluding owners of farms on 
which peanuts are produced, 
are eligible to vote in the 
election if such producer 
would be required under HB 
525 to pay the assessment. 

Any producer of peanuts 
who is qualified to vote in the 
election who desires to be a 
candidate for membership on 
the Texas Peanut Producers 
Board, shall file with the 
principle office P. 0. Box 398, 
Gorman, Texas 76454, an ap-
plication to have his name 
printed on the ballot to be 
used in the election. The ap-
plication •must be signed by 
the candidate and by at least 
10 peanut producers who are 
qualified to vote in the elec-
tion and must be filed at least 
30 days prior to the election. 
All ballots must be postmark-
ed by midnight April 28, 1972. 

No candidates, unless so 
nominated, shall have his 
name placed on the official 
ballot. However, this does not 
prevent the writing of the 
name of any candidate on the 
ballot by any qualified voter 
at the election, and spaces 
shall be provided on the ballot 
for such write-in candidates.

"PEACE IN OUR TIME" 
became a slogan after de-
clared by Neville Chamber-
lain. What followed was six 
years of bloody conflict, which 
came near wrecking western 
civilization. We must hope 
that lessons of appeasement 
and unpreparedness have not 
receded into the dimness of 
shadows of past history. 

IF HISTORY TEACHES US 
ANYTHING, it surely must be 
that weakness invites attack; 
that it takes only one aggress-
or to plunge the world into 
war against the wishes of 
peace-loving countries. 

SOME Or OUR WEAKNESS 
ES AND VULNERABILITY 
have been pointed out in this 
space from time to time. An-
other one has recently been 
proved. A defecting Cuban 
pilot flew a Russian MIG 
Fighter plane to a Florida 
Air Base in 1969 and more 
lately a Russian-built tran-
sport flew from Havana to 
New Orleans carrying some 
uninvited delegates to a sugar 
conference. The question is 
how were these unannounced 
flights made without trigger-
ing an air alert. 

THE CHAIRMAN OF THE 
ARMED SERVICES COM-
MITTEE of the House of Rep-
resentatives gives the answer. 
There is virtually no air de-
fense system along our south-
ern border and the Gulf Coast. 

A DEFENSE DEPART-
MENT STATEMENT attempts 
some reassurances. It says 
that the Soviet Union could 
not launch a major manned 
‘omber attack without flu 
Jnited States knowing about 
t. Besides, it is reasoned. 
strategic manned bombers 
re not worth worrying about 
n this age of far more form 
dable nuclear missiles. 

TRUE, PERHAPS, BUT IT 
IS HARDLY "ALARMIST" to 
recall that most of the Amer- 
ican people and their leaders 
were convinced in 1941 that 
the Japanese either would not 
or could not carry out an at-
tack on Pearl Harbor. 

THE GLARING GAP IN 
OUR DEFENSES to our south 
ern approaches has gone vir- 
tually unnoticed during the 
long period of sustained hos- 
tility towards the United Stat- 
es by Castro's communist 
Cuba. During the same time 
there has been established a 
Soviet Union presence in the 
Caribbean. There are visible 
efforts by both the Russians 
and Chinese communists to 
gain a foothold in Latin Amer-
ican Governments. 

EVEN IF OUR COUNTRY 
WAS not vulnerable to a man-
ned bomber atack, the Soviet 
submarine presence off our 
shores, capable of launching 
missiles half-way across our 
Nation, should be enough to 
bring us out of apathy to the 
possibility. 

IF THIS IS NOT ENOUGH, 
THERE is reason to believe 
that the Russians will soon 
have bombers capable of fly-
ing over the United States 
at the speed of sound and 
back without refueling. 

IF SOME OF THE STRAT-
EGISTS believe that manned 
bombers are obsolete, it is 
obvious that htose running the 
business of military prepar-
edness in the Soviet Union 
do not. 

UNDER THE INFLUENCE 
OF THOSE both in and out of 
government who think the 
manned plane is obsolete and 
unnecessary, the B-i bomber 
has not been put into produc-
ion. Those who believe that 
t is safe to let down our de-
fenses gamble with the very 
future of our Nation. 

THE RUSSIAN BEAR MAY 
NOT BE yet 10 feet tall and 
fully matured but he is exer-
cising and growing rapidly. 
The future of our Country is 
too dear to take chances on 
only living for the moment.
