FEDERAL SPENDING
CUTS POSSIBLE

The House Agriculture
Committee today (July 29)
exceeded its goal for spend-
ing cuts called for by the
First Budget Resolution and
should serve as an example
to other committees current-
ly debating spending cuts,
Congressman Charles W.
Stenholm said. "‘If every
other committee acted in as
conscientious a manner,
great strides in reduction of
federal spending would be
made quickly.'" Stenholm, a
two-term member of the Ag
Committee, added.

The Ag Commniittee was
directed by the First Budget
Resolution to make savings
in program spending of some
$779 million. Actual savings
approved by the committee
totaled $1.3 billion, an addi-
tional savings of $3539
million.

“‘Agriculture has taken
more overall cuts than any
other area of spending over
the past few years,’" Sten-
holm said. ‘‘but there is a
limit as to how far this one
committee can go or how
much one industry can bear.
As far as | am concerned we
would not cut one more
penny until other committees
prove that they are going to
do their share. To date there
has been no indication that
they will do so."” :

Stenholm commended Ag
Committee Chairman E.
(Kika) de la Garza in his work
on the reconciliation process,
saying, ‘'l can’t give enough
credit to de la Garza, because
ther is tremendous pressure
to ignore the First Budget
Resolution recommendations
and continue with spending
patterns of the past. That is
where the budgetary process
bogged down last year. Any
time a committee chairman is
able not only to make recom-
mended cuts, but to actually
exceed those goals, it has to
be considered something of a
political miracle. ‘‘Now we
will see if other chairmen can

come close to that achieve-
ment,’’ Stenholm said.
Major changes in the agri-
culture budget were recom-
mended in areas affecting
dairy, feed grains, wheat,
cotton, rice and food stamps.
“*“The dairy provisions
proved to be central,”’ Sten-
holm said. ‘‘Without the
initiative taken by the dairy
industry itself to resolve
problems caused by oversup-
ply. our task would have
been almost impossible.
Revision of the dairy pro-
gram not only accounted for
a large portion of the total
savings, but the industry's
actions were the first critical
step in rebuilding the farm
coalition broken apart during
debate on the farm bill last
vear. We have to have
cooperation among all farm
groups when we begin work
on the next farm bill or we
will all go down together.

TFU CALLS FOR LONG
- TERM GRAIN TREATY
CRITICIZES REAGAN
WHEAT EXTENSION

The reagan Administration
proposal to extend the grain
agreement with the Soviet
Union for one year will do
little to bolster the sagging
agricultural economy or im-
prove the balance of trade,
stated Mike Moeller, Presi-
dent of the Texas Farmers
Union. ‘‘At a time when we
need stronger efforts to open
overseas markets for Ameri-
can agriculture, we are re-
ceiving little more than an
empty bread-basket from the
Reagan Administration,”
Moeller said.

‘‘By stating we are not
willing to enter into any long
term agreements with the
Soviet Union, the administra-
tion is violating their own
so-called ‘free market' philo-
sophy,”" the TFU President
remarked. Moeller said the
time is ripe to enter into a
long term treaty as the Soviet
Union has posted its third
consecutive poor wheat har-
vest this year. With the
harvest estimated at 170
million metric tons, the Sovi-
ets will probabley be impor-
ting some 46 million tons.

The footdragging by the
Reagan Administration has
also allowed other countries
to move into the vacuum
created by the abscence of
any long term U.S. agree-
ments. Canada has already
signed a three year grain
export treaty with the Sovi-
ets. '‘As other nations mov e
to fill the void, the U.S. will
end up being nothing more
than a residual supplier of
grain - a last chance market
for the Soviets,”” Moeller
said.

A long term treaty not only
would help reduce current
grain inventories in the U.S.,
they would also help stabilize
the market for porducers.
‘‘If we sell grain to the Soviet
Union at a fair price, our
farmers will be able to make
a profit, the U.S. will im-
prove its balance of trade and

Peanut growers don't
become complacent about
peanut leafspot and its con-
frol. In recent years control
of leafspot, especially
dryland peanuts, has not
been extensive due to drv
\'veather.

Peanut leafspot is one of
the major limiting factors in
peanut production. Leaves
manufacture all food that is
stored in the nuts, thus
prematiure defoliation from
leafspot infection reduces
yield and grade.

Requirements for peanut
leafspot development in-
clude presence of the fungus.
'‘a susceptible host and
favorable weather condi-
dlons. Fungl causing the
‘disease are present in all
peanut growing areas. The
;‘.fpngus and susceptible host
are present. Therefore, the
limiting factor to disease
development is favorable
weather conditions.

. Prolonged high relative
humidity is conducive to
disease infection. Early
season excessive rainfall has
provided an abundance of

soil moisture which has
resulted in higeher than nor-

mal relative humidities,
especially in the plant
canopy.

Low levels of infection are
occuring in local fields.
These low level infections
serve to increase inoculum
potential. The inoculum
potential is the number of
spores available to mmate
infection.

The infection process oc-
cursin 4 to 12 hours when the
relative humidity is 95% or
more at the leaf surface. In-
fection is most rapid when
himidity and temperatures
are high.

Because of leafspot is not
visible to the unaided eye un-
til 10 to 12 days after the in--
fection occurs, infection
must be anticipated. In
dryland peanuts
(Florrunners or Spanish).
begin fungicide applications
at the first evidence of
leafspot or when rains or
dews favor disease develop-
ment. In irrigated runner
peanuts, fungicide applica-
tions should be 60-€5 days
after planting (35 to 40 for
Spanish).

Participation does reduce the cost however.

Take the June 5th Primary Run-Off Election
for example. Only 1,345 (of some 10,000 qualified
voters) took the effort to vote in the Democratic
