The Gorman City Commis-
sion met in regular meeting
on September 2 at 8:00 A.M.
with the Mayor and all
Commissioners present.
Others present were Mrs.
Brinegar, Chief Funderberg,
Judge Ingram, and Gene
Barnett. :

Bills - for the month of

August were presented and
approved.  Reports from
heads of the departments
were given. Mrs. Brinigar
reported that we might not
have enough money to pay
all of the bills at this time,
but we have two Certificates
of Deposit that will mature
on the 16th of the month.
These will give us funds on
which to operate. As most of
you know, we always get low
on funds this time of year
before new tax money comes
in for the new year. We have
run a little closer this year
than normal because we have
had so many repairs to
equipment and have done
about $15,000 worth of pav-
ing.

The Police Department re-
ported another busy month
having filed twenty one cases
in the Municipal Court. Out
of the cases filed, seven had
paid, two were dismissed,
and twelve were pending. A
total of $434 had been collec-
ted in fines.

The Commission voted to
drop personal automobiles
not used in a trade or
business from the tax roll.
We did this after much
discussion. Since we were
the only taxing body in the
county that still had them on
the roll, we decided that it
would be best to drop them.
This will cause a very slight
increase in other taxes.

The Commission accepted
the resignation of Officer
Livingston from the Police
Department and hired Alan
Swanner to replace her. He

/ met with the commission to

present their case for a rate
increase. They are asking for
a 4.58% increase.
questions were for thirty
days so that other facts could
be presented.

The Commission discussed
the tax rate but did nothing
except set Monday, Septem-
ber 13 as a meeting date to
set the rate. We met on this
date and after much discus-
sion and finding that we

* -needed more information

from the County Apprasial
Board, we scheduled another
meeting for Thursday, Sep-
tember 16 at 9:00 A.M. at
which time we hope to arrive
at an increase that we can all
live with. As you know, our
rate last year was 91 cents
per $100 valuation based on
what we declared as 100%
market value, which we all
know was way low. The
properties have been ap-
praised and now should be
near their market values.

Some went way up and some
had very little change. We
came up with a total of about
$21,000,000 in values. Based
on this value we feel that we
can set a rate of 30 cents or
less per $100 assessed value
and bring in enough money
to operate for the next year.
With this rate some taxes

started before long because
the wife had that ‘‘you had
better get started look’' in
her eye the other day.

Stay away from unshielded,
moving parts.

* Always disengage the
PTO or drive, then turn off
the engine before unclogging
servicing or fixing a harvest
machine. Failingtodosoisa
major cause of harvest-time
amputation accidents.

* Adjust ground speed to
field and crop conditions.
Watch out for obstacles,
ditches, steep slopes, over-
head powerlines and such.

® Keep children and non-
workers off and away from
equipment.

® Wear appropriate per-
sonal protective equipment
when the job or job condi-
tions call for it. Wear
well-fitting clothing that
gives ample skin protection
and has no loose ends to be
caught by moving parts.

* Take work breaks with
refreshments (non-alcoholic)
to reduce fatigue and restore
alertness;

A RESOURCE WE MUST PROTECT

You can look around the
square of any Texas town and
see the backbone of the state
economy—and of the national
cconomy. It'’s small business
and it provides half of all jobs.
By the current state delinition
there are 260,000 in our
state—that’s 97% of all Texas
businesses. The small busi-
nessman and woman not only
provide jobs and pay taxes;
their independent tradition also
helps explain the enduring
quality of our democratic form
of government.

The state of Texas recog-
nizes the importance of small
business and has programs to
help it. But we can do better.

For one thing, we can abol-
ish the sales tax on utility bills
which now falls basically on
small business owners. Large
manufacturing and processing
firms don’t have to pay the
tax, but the grocer, retailer and
florist do. It is not fair.

My opponent opposed doing
away with this tax in the last
session of the lcgislature. The
tax will bring in an estimated
$220 million in 1984—85. But
