I want to write this
especially to the parents
and grand-parents of very
young children. Last Wed.,
Feb. 15th my 20 month old
great grandson, Derrick
Williams, got into his moth-
er’s iron supplement tabs.

He went to great lengths to

do things to climb up on the
cabinet and reach a high
shelf. The tablets must
have tasted good for we
later estimated he had eat-
en as many as 15 to 20 of
them. None of us thought
vitamins would hurt him.
When he started getting
sick several hours later, I
called Dr. L’s office to find
out what to give him.
Theresa referred us to Poi-
son Control Center in Ft.
Worth. They said to take
him to Blackwell. While
I was trying to find Dr. L.
Poison Control called
Blackwell. Blackwell called
us to bring him in immedi-
ately. We still didn’t realize
there was a real danger. At
Blackwell Dr. L. told us to
take him to Hendricks in
Abilene as soon as possi-
ble. He said it was serious.
When we arrived at Hen-
dricks they had been alert-
ed and they were ready for
us. They took him and
started running tests. Only
then did we realize how
serious it really was.

The doctor said an over-
dose of iron usually kills a
baby his size in 2 to 4
hours. He was comotose by
the time we reached Abi-
lene. Fortunately he had
not eaten or drank much
and X-rays showed large
amounts of iron in his
stomach. His iron toxie
level was just below the
fatal level. They started
pumping his stomach to try
to get the iron out before it
reached his liver and killed
him. They pumped his sto-
mach all Wed. night and
part of Thurs. He was a
very lucky little boy, thanks
to the quick actions of so
many people both in Gor-
man and at the Hendrick
Trauma Center and the
baby intensive care.

When the doctor told us
he could not promise us our
baby would be alive Thurs-
day morning we were in
shock. None of us had any
idea that vitamins could do
that.

Parents, grand-parents,
or any one else with small
children in their care -- if
your little one gets into any
iron or Vitamin A, please
contact the nearest hospi-
tal, your doctor or the

Home Freezing

Freezing is the simplest and quickest method of
food preservation in the home. Home freezing
ranges from Grandma's beef stew to chiffon pie

Food selécted should be of top quality and op-
timum maturity. Successful freezing depends
on slowing down microbial growth and enzyme
action.

The major variable in successful freezing is the
container. Containers and wrappers to be selected
for use in the freezer should not have an odor of
their own, should be easy to work with and hold
upduring storage. Foil sometimes gets punctured
in the freezer and allows the product to become
dehydrated and freezer burned. They should be
moisture, vapor, and greaseproof. Today, special
freezer bags and containers are readily available

In freezing fruits, those packed in sugar or syrup
generally have a much better flavor and texture

Frozen cooked foods will keep well for 2 to 3 months
in the freezer.

Factors to consider in deciding whether to freeze
foods include availability and cost of fresh prod-
ucts, cost of electricity, family food preferences
and nutritional needs.

CHIT CHAT

The City Commission

met in regular session on
February 16 with the Mayor
and all Commissioners pre-
sent. Others present at the
meeting were Mrs. Brine-
gar, Cheif Funderburg,
Mrs. Buryl  Rodgers,
George Rodgers, Roy Park-
er, W.C. Browning and
Dalton Ake.

The minutes of the last
meeting were read and
approved. A financial re-
port was presented by Mrs.
Brinegar which showed fol-
lowing balances in the vari-
ous funds over which the
City has control. At the end
of January we had
$14,078.16 in the general
checking account,
$9,043.39 in Revenue Shar-
ing Account, $13,979.64 in
savingg and a C.D.
Account, $63,530.58 in Su-
per Now Account. In other
funds we have $106.17 in
Oaklawn Cemetery Fund,
$3,007.63 in the Gorman
Cemetery Fund, $9,282.76
in Cemetery Savings Ac-
count. We have $3,602.49
in the Library Fund and
$7,299.45 in the Fire de-
partment Savings Fund.

These figures may look
like we have a lot of money
on hand, which we do as of
the above date, but remem-

ber that the bulk of the
taxes are in and this will
dwindle from month to
month as from here in to
next October when taxes
will start coming in because
we will be spending more
than we will be taking in.
However, all in all the City
is in excellent financial
condition.

The Commission voted to
recend the Ordinance #289
which pretained to dog
control. This was done after
much study and discussion
with other towns about the
problems that they were
having with a very similar
ordinance. We will be look-
ing a General Nuisance
Ordinance at the meeting
on March 1. We feel that
with this Ordinance, if
passed, we can better con-
trol the above matter as
well as several others that
we have from time to time.
If you have some input on
the subject, come to the
meeting.

We listened to Mr. Ake
as he presented a request
from Lone Star Gas Com-
pany for a rate increase.

NEARLY A THIRD OF STATE'S
COUNTIES ELIGIBLE FOR LOANS

At the end of January,
87 of the state’s 254 coun-
ties were eligible for the
USDA-Farmers Home Ad-
ministration (FmHA)
weather disaster loans, the
agency's State Director, J.
Lynn Futch, said today.

Most were designated
because of 1983's severe
drought and other adverse
weather conditions, such as
the artic freeze in the Rio
Grande Valley. Farmers
with qualifying losses in the
designated counties are
eligible for low-interest
loans for up to 80 percent of
their weather-related loss-
es. Interest rates are S
percent for the first
$100,000 borrowed and 8
percent on the remainder.
Loan limit is $500,000. The
S and 8 percent interest
rates are available to bor-
¥ rowers who cannot obtain
credit elsewhere.

Of 105 county disaster
designations or declara-
tions requested by the gov-
ernor, 83 percent have so

far been granted by the
President or the Secretary.
Seven or seven percent are
deferred pending further
information, and one or one
percent were denied as
ineligible under regula-
tions. In 11 counties, dam-
age assessment reports--a
requirement for designa-
tion--have not yet been
received or are being eval-
uated in Washington.

Futch said that by mid-
January, 222 weather em-
ergency loans, totaling
$15.6 million, had been
made since the beginning
of the fiscal year on October
1, 1983, and added, ‘‘Judg-
ing by past history, the bulk
of our loan-making activity
lies ahead of us. For this
reason, I urge farmers who
believe they are eligible to
make application as soon as
possible to avoid a last-
minute rush in the FmHA
county offices."’

-Futch said the agency
was ready for an expected
flood of weather-related
disaster loans.

AGRICULTURAL BRIEFS

GOOD QUALITY COT-
TON IN TEXAS--Despite
numerous bouts with ad-
verse weather, the 1983
Texas cotton crop is making
a good showing as far as
fiber quality is concerned.
An economist with the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M Uni-
versity System, says that a
sizeable amount of the
state's cotton has very de-
sirable spinning properties.
Cotton classed in the EIl
Paso, Lamesa and Lubbock
areas--60 percent of the
Texas crop--averaged
above the desired 25 grams
per tex strength reading. A
lot of Texas cotton also fell
into the white category in
1983 as opposed to the
usual light spotted class.
The main problem with
Texas cotton is bark con-
tent, with about a third of
the crop being reduced at
least one grade due to bark.

The Gordon Spot

The Farmer’s Tax Guides
were late in arriving, but
we now have a good supply.
This is a very useful book to
farmers and ranchers as-
they prepare tax informa-
tion for income tax report-
ing. It explains how the
federal tax laws apply to
farming and ranching.

This book can be used as
a guide to figuring your
taxes and filling out your
farm tax return.

Some of the changes
included for this year in-
clude investment -credit,
Section 179 deductions,
Payment-in-Kind, and tax
deposit forms.

Come by the Extension
office in basement of the
courthouse and ask for a
free copy of the Farmer’s
Tax Guide.

Farmers are concerned
about ways they can im-
prove the efficiency of
nutrient use by crops and
therefore should pay close
attention to soil testing.
Soil tests show which nutri-
ents are actually present
and which ones are lacking.

Fertilizer efficiency deals
with the amount of a nutri-
ent in fertilizer used by the
crop to increase yields and

profit. If no increase is
obtained, then the soil’s
nutrient level was inade-
quate to meet the crop’s
requirernent.  Therefore,
knowing the level of availa-
ble nutrients in a soil is
fendamental to fertilizer
efficiency.

Soil tests have been de-
veloped to measure soil
nutrient levels. These lab-
oratory tests use methods
that have given good correl-
ations with crop responses.
Soil nutrients must be con-
sidered for sound and pro-
fitable decisions about fer-
tilizing 1984 crops.

Texas Agricultural ex-
tension Service Soil Testing
Laboratories at College Sta-
tion, Lubbock, and Sey-
mour can test your soil
samples and provide you
with information for more
efficient use of fertilizer.
More information about
collecting and mailing sam-
ples can be obtained from
the county Extension office.

Collecting soil samples
and getting them tested
now will help you avoid the
spring rush and will allow
you more time to plan your
fertilizer needs for the com-
ing crop season.
