I would like to give you a summary
of activity within our Police Depart-
ment for the year of 1984.

They made 464 investiga-
tions, of which 111 were disturbance
calls, 41 open buildings, 41 animal
calls, 37 welfare concerns, 27 prowl-
ers, 23 burglaries, 23 suspicious
persons, 18 for theft under $20, and
16 for theft over $20.

In addi-
tion to these investigations, many
other calls were made where no
investigations were necessary. They
gave assistance in 17 areas for a total
190 times. They also conducted a
finger print program for children in
our local school. They have cooper-
ated well with Federal, State,
County, and Municipal agencies on a
number of occasions. I think you can
see they were pretty busy in 1984.
