Have Surgery
IIGI:HIIIIIEI‘ 40, 2000

Kendra is a 15-year-old from
Desdemona that attends Gorman
High School. She is the daughter of
Bit and Lori Lewis of Desdemona
and Gina Alexander Roberts of Mor-
gan Mill.

She has a Chiari 1 malformation
of the cerebellum of the brain. This
i1s an extra growth of brain tissue, ex-
tending into the spinal canal to the
back side of the brain stem. The
Chiari pushes the brain stem for-
ward. What makes Kendra’s condi-
tion so unique is that she also has a
malformation of the odontoid pro-
cess, on the front of the brain stem.
This bone is formed at a backward
angle, pushing into the brain stem.
It is working like a mass, not allow-
ing cerebral spinal fluid to pass. It
touches and stimulates the area of the
brain stem that controls respiratory
and heart rate.

She is not in any pain or sick in
any way. We just live in constant fear
that she will pass out at any time, for
any reason, and be at the mercy of
people who know nothing about her
condition, and she could have per-
manent nerve damage.

When she passes out, there are no
interventions that will help her. She
struggles to regain control of her
breathing but cannot, her heart races,
she is in and out of consciousness.
These fainting episodes last five to
thirty minutes at times. The only in-
tervention that will help her is sur-
gery.

Dr. Menezes, in lowa will be pre-
forming this surgery in December.
He is a neurosurgeon, who special-
1zes 1n this type, called a transoral.
To reach this bone, the odontoid pro-
cess, he will have to go through the
back of her mouth. There is not a
surgeon in Texas who is able to pre-
form this specific type of surgery.
Basically she will then have a ClI
fracture of the neck. Thus, she will
be in a halo traction for three to six
months until the bone heals. She will
be in the hospital for three weeks, in
Iowa, then home bound schooled for
the rest of the year.

Insurance has agreed to cover the
expense of the surgery, which has
been estimated at 150,000 dollars.
Both, the mother and father are ask-
ing for help to cover the expenses of
traveling to lowa, staying for almost
a month, and not being able to work
during this time. In addition one par-
ent will stay home for the six months
after surgery to take care of her spe-
cial needs.
