FLYING RACF

Byron Good Injured; Auto

Suddenly something °
went wrong with the motor of Fos-
ter’s :plane and he fell slightly, cut-
ting in front of the plane piloted by
Good. 1In attempting to dodge Fos-
ter’s plane, Good averted a complete
smashup by the narrowest margin
but the tail of Foster's plane was .
cut off by Good’s plane, and ‘it
ipromptly dropped groundward, land-
ing. with a-crash just about three
feet from the house of W. €. Tackett,
425 MeManis avenue, about half a
mile from the race track. The plane
burst into flames. It is believed that
Foster was 'either dead or unconi
scious from effects of the erash and
the flames partly eremated the body.
Tackett rushed from his house and
tried to put out the blaze and res-
cue the body of Foster, but was un-
able to effect a rescue,  The flames
were extinguished by the Brecken-
ridge fire department, ‘but Foster
was. dead.

- A statistician Has re-
d.‘nllc"é_(‘iu the ‘envelop ' printing l‘y the
government to platen - press hours,
and finds that for one press to print
. these envelopes would require 754,-
829 hours, or 94,354 days or 260
years.

In other words, the services of
260 printers are required each year
to print these envelopes, in addition
to which the cost of power, ink, com-
‘position, investment in
and overhead expenses must be fig-
ured. P :

'thgse ‘envelopes are distributed
from Maine to California as franked
regisStered mail:and are sold at des-

tination at the contract cost in Day-

ton, Ohio. Because of what appears
to be unwarranted government in-
terference; this business is centered
at one place..

Texas Communities
Must Be Registered

The locating and registering of
midwvies of their respective coun-
tries with the state board of health is
part of the regular work of the pub-
lic health nurses of the bureau of
child hyegiene, according to Dr. H.
N. Barnett, director of this depart-
ment, whe is authority for the fol-
lowing:

“Theré is a state law requiring
the use of prophylactic drops in the
eyes of all new born babies as a pre-
ventive measure against blindness,
but owing to the ignorance of many
midwives practicing in the state, this
law is often wviolated. The state
board ' of health is endeavoring in
every possible way to have all prac-
ticing this profession to register with
it, that this silver nitrate solution be
sent them free of cost with direc-
tions as to use, and to date have been
successful in securing the registra-

tion of more than 2,000, but there |g

Bees’ Honey Output Doubled
with Aluminum Combs .

Bees will be #&ble 'to store up more
than twice as much honey with alumi-
num combs. that are being made for
them. It is figured that it takes fifteen
pounds of honey for the bees to manu-
facture a single pound of honeycomb.
Since they require several pounds of
wax in which to store their honey, they
will save at least seventy-five to a hun-
dred pounds of honey by using the manu-
factured holders. The metal combs are
painted with pure beeswax and are used
in the prodnction® of extracted honey,
where the combs are placed ‘in a ma-
chine, called a honey extractor,” and
whirled around and the honey thrown
out by cenirifugal force. The empty
combs are returned to the bees for re-
filling.

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Cleaning Tarnished Silverware

Tarnished silverware can be cleaned
by means of a solution consisting of 1
0z. of cyanide of potassium (poison)
dissolved in a quart of water.

The work can either be immersed in
the solution or rubbed with a rag satur-
ated with it. After cleaning, the silver-
ware must be thoroughly washed in clean
water and wiped dry.

} g‘tancer Germs May Lead
| To.lsolal%o‘r";» of Other Disease Germs

LONDON.—The amazing cancer
digcoveries by Dr. W. E. CGye and
J. E. Barnard famous Euglish scien-
tists it is believed here have opened
the way to the “isolation” of :the
infinitesimally emall germs which.
are supposed to bg the cause of meas-
les, whooping r'ouszﬂ, muimnps, infan-
tile paralysis, sieeping cough, mumps,
infantile paralveis, sleeping sick-
ness, influenza and others of the
mystery diseases which afflict hu-
manity.

Hope for the discovery and clas-
sification of the germs which cause
these diseases lies in the joint work

Gye and Barnard ‘have done—the
former in bio-chemistry, and the lat-
ter' in devising a new way for mak-
ing infinitesimal small particles ¥is-
ible through a microscope.
Barnard’s method as used in mak-
ing his micro-photographs of the can-
cer germ consists in using a flash of
ultra-violet light €or the momentary
illumination of the particles under-
neath the microscope. As a ray of

light in a darkened room enables|

the naked eye to see motes ficat-
ing in the air which would be invis-
ible in wide da)?ight, so by the use
of the ultra-violet ray directed' into
a darkened chamber at the base of
the microscope lense objects invis-

-_—
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ible tq the ,naked eye in the ordinary
use of the microscope, become vis-
ible under thie new mdthod of miero-
scopy. :

The two methods of .procedure

Dr. Gye by his method of bio-
chemical analysis and tests seeks to
isolate germs which ¢ause disease.
The germ once isolated then Bar-
nard steps in and with the aid of
super-micro-photography seeks to
obtain photographs of germs which
heretofore because of their infinite
smallness have escaped detection by
any other instrument currently in
use.

According to 2

prominent medieal

authority these two discoveries in
super-bio-chemistry and super-micro-
photography open a new field -for
scientifiec = investigation, Science
through those discoveries stands in
the same relation to future develop-
ments that it stood 50 years ago to
present developments. The science
of microscopy for some years had
been more or less at a standstill be-
cause of the inability of scientists to
create instruments of high power
than any then existing. Bernard’s
discovery utilizes the present micro-
scope 'but makes it infintely more
powerful in use through the use of
the darkened chamber and the small
flash of ultra-violet light.
Barnard a Hatter.

In business life, Bernard is pro-

prietor of a hat store, but this work

—_

is' but incidental to the real interest
of his life which has always been in
the field of "microscopy. To this
work ‘he has devoted practically his
whole “life. p
He is lecturer in microscopy in
Kings  college, London; = Honorable
secretary of the Royal Microscopical
society, ‘‘Fellow, Institute Physics,
andin ‘charge of the department of
applied opties, National Institute for
Medical Research.
Dr. Gye has been no less active in
the search for the germ which causes
cancer than his colleague. At the
Mill Hill field Ilaboratories where
most of the work has been done, it
was said today that Dr. Gye has net
taken a-holiday in two years and has
also worked on nearly all Sundays
and bank holidays as well. All of Dr.
Gye’s work has been of a research
nature but it is only during the past
t{wo years that he has devoted him-
self exclusively to the hunt for the
cancer germ. He is'a comparatively
young man, being only 40 years of
age.

Council Formed in: 1914,
The Medical Research council un-
der whose auspices both men have
done their work corresponds in some
respects to the Rockefeller founda-
tien in the United States, only here
the council is supported by= govern-
mwent funds. The council was form-
ed in 1914 and centinued its exist-
ence through the war, doing excel-
lent research work for benefit of
the war sick and wounded during the
period. 2 '
Following the war it teok on
broader lines of rtesearch and ac-
tivity, - The council has a fund -of
2750,000 a year which /it usés in the
advancement of medical science. The
fund is used in part to assist inde-
pendent workers in various parts of
England in securing materials for
research work and in aiding in the
equipment of small. laborateries.
