A special venire of 100 men hat 
been summoned from which to choose a 
jury, hut on motion of the defense tin 
venire was quashed on the ground thal 
it was not a jury because it had been 
summoned by letter and not by legal sher­
iff's service. The state offered the de 
fense that a former attorney for tin 
defendant had waived summons.

"Alims Indictment.
Thompson denied any knowledge o 

waiver of summons and the hearing was- 
postponed until Oct. 14. Before the mo 
tiofi to quash the venire was made, tin 
defendant's attorney asked for a sever­
ance and that the case of Charlie Mims 
who was a companion of Thompson’s in 
the cabaret holdup, be put on trial first. 
The state immediately moved that its 
case against Mims be dismissed and of­
fered him as a witness for Thompson. Il 
is known that the state has a writtei 
confession from Mims admitting his com 
plicity in the cabaret holdup.

In his trial for robbiug Edwards 
Thompson tried hard and long for len 
iency because of his proof of for.uer good 
reputation, his record in the army, and 
the prominence of his father as police 
man of his home town, Mexia. The de 
fendant again took the stand and de 
tailed to the jury his panderings through 
the oil fields, and his loss of memory am 
entire want of recollection of any of tlx 
events involved in his case. But lie could 
not overcome before the jury the con 
vincing statements in his written confes­
sion again introduced by the state.

The grand jury has returned other in 
dietmcnts against Dan Hamilton, rob­
bery ; Edwin Bush, burglary; Edwin 
Bush, theft; Charlie Mims, two eases, 
robbery with fire arms; Edith Donne 
wald. forgery; August Nimpfer, manu­
facturing and possessing intoxicating li 
quors; E. H. Thieron, burglary; BIT 
Hutchison, robbery with fire arms, and 
Tom Slaughter, robbery with fire arms.

EL PASO, Sept. 24.— Obregon is “ the 
man of the hour” in Mexico, according to 
Ramon F. Lujan, a member of one of 
the richest families in the state of Chi­
huahua, and perhaps the largest cattle 
raiser and cotton planter in the southern 
republic, who passed through El Paso 
on his way to Albany, N. Y., to visit his 
daughter who is attending a convent there.

The president-elect, Senor Lujan declar­
ed, will bring peace and prosperity to the 
war-stricken people of Mexico. Already, 
he added, peace predominates in Mexico, 
and thousands and thousands of male cit­
izens who but recently fought with one 
faction or another in Mexico, have aban­
doned their war weapons for the plow.

Anxious for Order.
In his endeavors in behalf qf peace, 

Senor Lujan said, General Obregon will 
be accorded the undivided backing of the 
better class of Mexico’s citizenry, all of 
whom are anxiously awaiting a return 
to pre-revolutionary conditions and the 
re-establishment of authoritative law7 and 
order throughout the republic. This con­
dition, Senor Lujan asserted, can be ex­
pedited by the co-operation of the Ameri­
can people and the furthering of a better 
understanding of social, political and fi­
nancial conditions under which the Mexi­
can people are living.

Senor Lujan, who has been educated in 
several languages and has traveled exten­
sively through Europe, is credited with 
being as well able to speak authoritatively 
upon conditions in Mexico as any man 
in the country. In his own right he owns 
more than 2,000,000 acres of cattle range 
and cotton fields in Chihuahua, and em­
ploys thousands of laborers. He uses 
more than 50,000 mules and thousands of 
dollars worth of American-made farm 
machinery in operating his vast agricul­
tural interests.

Perhaps one reason for 
this preference is that no sharp dividing 
line has eyer separated the people into 
classes. Here the laborer of today is the 
capitalist of tomorrow, and to a lesser 
extent today's capitalist is tomorrow’s 
laborer. All have the chance to.promote 
their individual fortunes. Anyone who 
exercises diligence can acquire some land 
and other property. The dividing line 
between those who have and those who 
have not. is nowhere sharply drawn.

In Italy and other European countries 
the situation is somewhat different. 
There the division is more sharply drawn, 
and economic conditions, if not caste 
lines, hold the individual in a preordained 
groove.

This condition breeds anarchy, in 
thought if not in deed. The same disre­
gard for the property of others would 
exist in this country if conditions were 
similar. Capitalism must give every man 
a just and sufficient portion of the pro­
ducts of the world’s energy if it would 
survive as a beneficent guardian of hu­
man welfare.

Men With Good Prison Rec- 
• ord& Would Re Released 

Under Supervision.
By Associated Cress ••

AUSTIN, Sept. 24.— Proposed revision 
of the Texas convict parole system and 
the creation of a parole officer at a sal­
ary of $3,000 a year, is contained in a 
bill prepared by Fritz H. Smith, chair­
man of the board of pardon advisers, for 
submission during the* fourth called ses­
sion of the legislature which began last 
Tuesday.

The bill proposes that eonvicts who 
merit parole by faithful observance of 
prison rule’s, after serving specified por­
tions of their sentences, be turned over to 
the parole'officer. The parole officer then j 
wilt be obligated to find employment for j 
such convicts; apart from the regular pen- ; 
itentiary work, and obtain for them the j 
best possible salaries Vithput divulging j 
to any person except the employer that j 
the paroled man is u convict. All of the j 
wages fur the paroled man’s work except j 
a portion sufficient to support him, would I 
be deposited in a bank to be selected by j 
the governor, and when the convict, j 
whose time would continue while on pa- j 
role, had’ served his term, the accumti-j 
latad fund and accrued interest would be 
turped oyer to him.

Under the provisions of the proposed 
law, all convicts not. previously convicted 
of a felony in any state, would he requir­
ed {•’ serve slightly more than half of a 
two-year •sentence before being eligible to , 
parole, a fraction more than two and a j 
iiatf years of a three to five years’ sen­
tence, three and a half years- of a ten- j 
wars’ sentence, five years of a twelve to 
fifteen years’ sentence and seven years J 
<|f a .twenty to twenty-five years’ son- I 
tence. Convicts sentenced to more than 
twenty-five years could be paroled after 
serving ten years, on recommendation of 
the. ‘parole’ officer.

KANSAS CITY, Sept. 22—The recent 
1 residential election in Guatemala will 
have a beneficial effect upon commercial 

' interests in the United States, says Dr. 
Edwin It- Heath, of Kansas City. Kan., 
consul stationed hero for Guatemala and 
Bolivia and consul general for Honduras 
and Nicaragua.

‘ “American .investors in Guatemala are 
fortunate in the recent election to the 
presidency of Guatemala of Carlos Her­
rera by an overwhelming majority afetr 
the enforced withdrawal of Don Manuel 
Cabrera,” Dr. Heath said. "Cabrera was 
another Diaz. While he iiao done much 
for his country, he had been an autocrat 
tor many years, and would not allow an­
other candidate for president to be pre­
sented. The new president is much more 
in sympathy with Americans and Ameri­
can ideals.

"There is a great need of a better un­
derstanding between the Cnited States, 
and the republics of Central and South 
America. The most crying need is for 
improved mail service. United States 
mail is very uncertain in South America. 
Steamship companies have fulfilled their 
contracts when the mail has been unload­
ed on the wharf and distribution is left 
largely to chance. Improved consular 
service and better shipping facilities from 
the United* States to South America are 
greatly needed.

Should Speak Spanish..
“ American commercial interests need 

salesmen educated in the language and 
diplomacy required to carry on trade 
with South America,!! people. South

Americans prefer out manufactures, but 
their difficulty is to get satisfactory serv­
ice. Great railway projects are under 
way in Bolivia which will open up the 
Imndw*iters of the A. izou, Paraguay 
and other parts of central South Ameri­
ca. xm sc will be financed partly by citi­
zens of the United States, but their pro­
gress is temporarily checked by internal 
disorders L'l Bolivia."

Dr. Heath Is a fellow of the lie.val Ge­
ographical society of London and a noted 
South Amerieu.il explorer. In his explor­
ations he discovered, the Rio Mad re tie 
Dios and opened up -.valuable rubber for­
ests in Bolivia and Brazil A river which 
forms part of the boundary between Bo­
livia and Peru is named lor Dr. Heath.

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British ‘Peacefully Penetrating’ CROWD SEEKS FRIENDS AMONG WALL-ST. VICTIMS

More Mussulman Territory
(7 By Associated Press

JERUSALEM, Sept. 24.— British ad­
ministration has been extended to a con­
siderable part of trans-Jordan territory, 
of which Es Salt, a town of about 12,000 
inhabitants, situated some twenty miles 
east of the Dead sea. is the chief center.

Sir Herbert Samuel, British high com­
missioner for Palestine, has just returned 
from a journey to the new territory, 
where 600 representative Beduin sheiks 
and notables received with enthusiasm 
the high commissioner’s assurance that 
‘ Great Britain did not propose to bring 
their country within the present system 
of administration of Palestine, but would 
establish a separate administration that 
would assist the people to govern them­
selves.”

Arabs Are Cordial.
Sir Herbert motored through Jericho 

to Allenby bridge on the Jordan, where 
he was met by Majid Pasha, ex-general 
of the Shereefian army, and by the son 
of Sheik Sultan, the most influential 
nhieftain of the territory. The Turkish 

"1®jjitary road through the Shaib valley 
^proved almost impassable even for cav­
alry, and riding along the precipices was 
extremely dangerous at times, owing to 
landslides, but the party, headed by 200 
Beduin horsemen, reached Es Salt with­
out mishap.

The Arabs extended a cordial welcome 
to the British high commissioner, whom 
they entertained lavishly in oriental style.

In an address, Sir Herbert explained 
to the chiefs that since the French had 
fully established their influence in Dam­
ascus, it would be necessary to separate 
the Arabs’ district from the Demascus

VIENNA, Sept. 24.— Gun running and 

Jto-ms smuggling'has become a bigger trade 
Austria than it was on the Mexican 

frontier in Villa's palmiest days.
The country is full of military material 

while Hungary, Poland and Jugo-Slavia 
are munitions hungry and the result is Jo 
make a market so tempting that the risks 
are disregarded. If the Socialist organs 
are to be credited, however, at least some 
of the trade is done under the auspices of 
certain Entente governments as well as 
the conservative element of the Austrian 
governmnt.

Traffic Is Organized, 
tWithin the last few days the police, 

have made known that they had discov­
ered an organization for running military 
material into Hungary and made two ar­
rests. One of them was an employee of 
the Wollersdorf munitions factory, a gov­
ernment plant. Workmen's councillors 
have a good organization and are con­
stantly on tlie watch for railway ship­
ments of arms and cartridges, but in one 
government office it was admitted that 
for every carload detected and stopped, 
nine got away over the frontiers.

Frederick Adler, the Socialist leader, 
has declared that great quantities of arms 
were being smuggled from the country 
and that it was the duty of the work­
men to find a way to stop it.

No Sales of Government Arms.
The Allied Control commission has is­

sued au order prohibiting the further sale 
of government-owned arms or munitions 
or that in possession of private con­
cerns organized to trade in demobolized 
material. Many of these concerns were 
made up of the members of the official 
demobilization commissions who sold to 
themselves.

TOPEKA. Sept. 24.— Gov. Henry .T. 
-Allen ordered today an investigation in­
to the identity of a woman whose name 
is shid to be Mme. Rubys Demay, be­
lieved to be of French noble birth, now 
in the hospital for the insane at Osawa- 
tomie.

Mme. Demay, according to charges 
filed by Arthur E. Stevens, a lawyer of 
Kansas City, apparently is the victim 
of a robbery, murder and imprisonment 
plot which, if proof is established, will 
form one of the most sensational dis­
closures of its kind in years.

MEXICALI, Lower California, Sept. 
24.— One by one the resorts whose names 
have loomed large in the traditions of the 
West are meeting an end. Latest to go 
is the “ Owl” at Mexicali, which its op­
erators and officials of the Cantu regime 
in Lower California freely admitted and 
paid large sums for permission to oper­
ate.

In the Owl were to be found all the 
attractions that went to make up the 
typical dance hall of frontier days. The 
building itself was new, the old Owl hav­
ing been destroyed by fire last Febru­
ary, blit the traditions of the place were 
much the same and tnose familiar with 
the older establishment were at home in 
the oiew.

Hummed With Activity.
The old Owl was a huge barn-like struc­

ture. Gaming tables and some pool and 
billiard tables, surrounded by high seats 
for spectators, occupied its front spees. 
Along one side ranged a lengthy bar where 
in busy times ten or a dozen bartenders 
were no unusual sight, further back was 
a stage with fimsy scenery, curtained 
“ boxes” strongy reminiscent of a half 
century ago, and a number of plain seats 
aud benches for those not included to the 
expensive semi-privacy of the boxes.

From near the theatre section a passage

led to a space surrounded by several hun­
dred small rooms, known coloquially 83 
“The Yard,”  where outcast women lived.

Much of the costly gambling parapher­
nalia used in this old establishment was 
saved when the building burned, and later 
was used in the new Owl.

Immediate Action.
Sept. 4, when orders came from Mex­

ico City, where the new government, had 
frowned on gambling and other conditions 
along the Mexican border, to close the 
place, a dramatic scene wais enacted. 
Manager Coburn read the order, looked 
for a moment over the crowd of hundreds 
representative of nearly every nationality, 
and then summoned the house police. He 
gave them hasty instructions and they, 
starting at the rear of the main room 
and shouting the word as they went clear­
ed the place within a minute or two, of 
all except the dealers, lookouts and other 
employes. Many Chinese, not understand­
ing the order, stampeded to the street.

The dealers quickly gathered up the 
piles of silver coins aud the gambling 
paraphernalia. The arch of lights over 
the entrance that spelled the name of the 
pace flickered out. The Owl was closed.

According to order from Provisional 
President de la Huerta, it is never to be 
reopened.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 24.— The far­
thest east, west, north and south points 
on the United States mainland have been 
determined by the United States geologi­
cal survey which announces that the 
easternmost point is West Quoddy Head, 
near Eastport, Me., the westernmost point 
Cape Alva, Wash., the farthest north, a 
small detached land area of northern Min­
nesota ending in latitude 49 degrees, 23 
minutes and longitude 95 degrees, 9 min­
utes, the southermost point. Cape Sable, 
Florida, while the Florida key's extend far­
ther south.

Data determined and compiled b.v the 
geological survey contains some interest­
ing facts not generally known. Some of 
these are:

The gross area of the United States is 
3,026,789 square miles.

The land area is 2,973,774 square miles.
The water area, exclusive of the Great 

Lakes, the Atlantic, the Pacific and the 
Gulf of Mexico, within the three-mile-lim­
it, is 53,015 square miles.

From the easternmost point, West. 
Quoddy Head, due west to the Pacific 
Occ în, the distance is 2,807 miles.

T .̂e shortest distance from Atlantic 
to Pacific, between points near Charles­
ton, .S. C., and San Diego, Cal., is 2,- 
152 miles.

Tire Canadian boundary is 3,898 miles 
long.

The Mexican boundary is 1,744 miles 
long.

The Atlantic coast line is 5,500 miles 
long.

The Pacific Coast line is 2,730 miles 
long/ {

The Gulf of Mexico coast line is 3.640 
miles long.

Cuba, if transported directly north, 
would extend from New York City to 
Indiana, with Havana farther west than

PITTSBURGH, Sept. 24.— More than 

j 500,000 persons have this year attended 
j the picnics given by industrial concerns 
| in Pittsburgh to their employes accord- 
jin g to the estimates of amusement park 
I managers, and a number of the most im­
portant are yet to be held.

Arrangements for these great gatherings 
of workmen and their families are on a 
colossal scale and carried out by an ef­
ficient organization of trained engineers 
and office men. It occasionally happens, 
as in the case of tire Clairton plant of'the 

j Carnegie Steel company, that no picnic 
ground are available. So the engineers 
selected a nice bit of virgin forest not 
far from town, built good roads in and 
throng it, erected merry-go-rounds and 
other additional amusement devices, built 
refreshment booths and a dancing pavil­
ion and when the thousands of steel 
workers and their families reached the 
place for a day’s enjoyment, they found 
it as complete as if it bad been standing 
for years.

The quantity of provisions required to 
the entertainment for a big plant aud its 
workers astonishes those who know lit­
tle of spell enterprises.

Seven Tons of Sandwiches
At- one industrial picnic held here re­

cently three tons of beef and,four tons of 
boiled ham were required for the sand­
wiches. Five thousand loaves of bread 
were used, three men working fifty hours 
to cut it to size.

For the 45,000 persons who attended 
this picnic there were issued 65.000 free 
tickets for park amusement; 15,000 Amer­
ican flags and 40.000 toy ballpons for 
children were distributed and 45,000 sou­
venir buttons were given to the workers 
and their families, while 50,000 knives, 
forks, spoons and plates were sent to the 
grounds for the picnic supper.

80,000 Pickles.
To provide this feast the company gave 

80,00 pickles, 24,000 rolls. 8,00 pounds of 
baked beans, 1,800 pounds of coffee, 50; 
000 pounds of frankfurters and 1,500 gal­

lons of ice cream. The food was cooked 
in an oven erected on the ground by tire 
company’s workmen.

While this was oiie of the largest pic­
nics of tire year, a number of others have 
equalled it and many more have come 
within striking distance.

Mill managers and corporation execu­
tives look upon tire industrial picnic as 
one of their best weapons against un­
rest and gladly give to their employees 
the day for enjoyment, while bearing all 
tin1 expenses, in many instances even to 
transportation to and from the parks.

The American anti-tuberculosis coin- 
mission bnilt a little Punch and Judy, 
copied from those in the Champs-Elysees, 
writes George .E Vincent, president of 
the foundation. Henri de Gressigny has 
written a piece for tin* wooded actors 
and himself works the puppets and makes 
the conversation for th<* heroes of his lit­
tle drama. The piece lias been played in 
thirty departments. Thousands aud thou­
sands of children have heard it.

‘‘Do you know what a microbe is?’’ he 
asks.

“ Yes,” replies the little girl. “ It is a 
big animal.”

Then the boy explains how microbes 
spread and how to avoid them. A sol­
dier appears who tells them how to keep 
the house clean and how to air it. While 
lie is speaking a drunken man reels in, 
shocking the children. The soldier scolds 
the drunkard. “ You mustn't drink alco­
hol.” Ire admonishes. 'The drunkard falls 
down.

“ Sep what becomes of a man who 
drinks,” cries the little girl >vith scorn. 
“ We must not imitate him. We must 
take care of ourselves for we are neces­
sary to France.”

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Sept. 24.— Here’s

A workman leaving his work, goes to 
a nearby saloon to get a bucket of beer. 
Returning, he is killed by lightning.

Question : Did the accident occur iu
the. course of his employment?

If it did, the -widow, Mrs. Emma Ele- 
nora Hartman of Dayton, Ohio, is en­
titled to compensation in the form of a

financial award from the state insuance 
fund, maintained under provisions of the 
Ohio workmen’s compensation act.

The state industrial commission, which 
supervises operations of the act, however, 
has answered the question in the negative.

Mrs. Hartman lias appealed to the state 
supreme court from the commission’s rul­
ing. Hartman’s death occurred in Dayton 
in 1917.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 24.— An infor­
mal commercial and economic agreement 
has been entered into by the German and 
Soviet Russian governments.

This is the firm belief of allied offic­
ials in Berlin, and was reported in of­
ficial advices received here.

In a carefully prepared estimate of the 
actual status of relations between Ger­
many and Bolsheviki Russia an allied au­
thority in Berlin, whose judgment on 
German political and military affairs is 
said to have proved sound on numerous 
occasions in the past, characterized re­
ports of the existence of a “ secret treaty” 
in writing as misleading.

“ Strongly Suspected.”
“ It is strongly suspected, but cannot 

be proved by documentary evidence,” the 
memorandum stated, “ that such a treaty 
exists as an informal commercial and 
econpmic agreement. That Russia is 
looked upon by Germany as her best eco­
nomic, political and commercial hope for 
the future is perfectly apparent, and that 
Russia views Germany in the same light 
is equally apparent. The logic of cir­

cumstances must therefore cause them in­
evitably to select each other as partners 
for the next dance, but without knowing 
exactly what steps they will take they 
must wait untill the music starts.

Mutual Needs.
“ Germany and Russia are both aware 

that German commercial men and tech­
nical engineers are the best equipped in 
the world for Russia’s future development 
because of their long experience in Rus­
sia previous to this, linguistic advantages, 
personal acquaintance, professional abil­
ity and situation geographically. This cold 
fact must be recognized by every student 
of the future reconstruction of Russisa.

“ Germany and Russia are thus caused 
to come together because of the efficiency 
and practical advantages, as well as by 
the logic of military and political cir­
cumstances.”

The same observer reported that Brit­
ish circles particularly were skeptical of 
the existence of any actual treaty between 
Russia and Germany, beyond such an 
informal one as related to economic af­
fairs.

Boy Who Was Tied to Bedroom Wall 
Four Days Will Be Taken From Parents
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NEW YORK, Sept. 24.—Children’s
society agents and Mrs. Ellen O’Grady, 
who have investigated the case of Joseph 
Pflock. 10 years old, who was kept bound 
and tied to a wall in his house for four 
days and two nights by his father and 
stepmother, will find a home for The un­
fortunate Brooklyn boy.

“ No living power should force that 
child to be returned to his father and 
stepmother. A public example should be 
made of them,” said Mrs. O’Grady, who 
heard the magistrate tell his pitiful tale 
to Magstrate Reynolds n the Ffth Ave­
nue police court. Brooklyn. , Pflock and 
his wife are held in $500 bail each for 
trial in the court of 'special sessions.

Joe told Magistrate Reynolds a story 
of almost incredible ill-treatment at the 
hands of his father, Guenther Pflock, a 
grocery clerk, and his stepmother.

Mrs. Pflock, who was married to the 
grocery clerk last April, in an attempt 
to justify her action, said:

“ I feel .this way about it'. If the ueigh- 
bors had not butted in I could easily 
have conquered the boy. He is incorrigi­
ble. He would run away from home and 
sleep in barns. He refused to go on er­
rands. When chastised for doing- 
wrong lie would carry tales out of the 
house.

Father Suggested ItV
“ I did tie him up, but I didn’t tie. him 

so he couldn't move. His father suggested 
that to me, because the boy is terribly 
stubborn. 1 didn’t think it was cruel. He 
could have had something substantial to 
eat, bait lie^wouldn’t come into the kitch­
en when I called him. He preferred to 
remain tied up.”

Pflock also asserted that the boy was 
stubborn and had to be taught to obey.

Joe gained sympathy the moment he 
took the ■stand. Sallow-faced and soft 
spoken, he gave his name and address, 
and after a few introductory questions by 
Magistrate Reynolds he broke out crying. 
It was a few minutes before the magis­
trate could impress upon the child that 
no harm would come to him.

Boy’s Talk of Cruelty.
His narrative follows :
“On August 2(» my stepmother took me 

to my bedroom and after tying my arms, 
placed another rope around my waist and 
fastened me to a nail on the wall at a 
height with the middle of my back.”

“ Were you tied so that you couldn t 
lie down at night?” broke in the magis­
trate.

“ The first night I did not sleep, hut 
the other nights I went to bed and woke 
before my father and stepmother, and 
went hack to my place at the wall again, 
because I feared a beating if they found 
out that I had wriggled my arms loose.

“All they gave me to eat was bread 
and water, and I was very hungry. One 
of the days 1 had nothing to eat at all.

Rescued By Little Girl.
The boy said that the reason he was 

tied up was because he went to the ice­
box and took some prunes aud failed to 
do an errand his stepmother entrusted 
to him.

The boy’s account-''was substantiated 
by 14-year-old Anna Gold, who was vis­

iting a family living below the Pflocks 
on Saturday night. During the period the 
boy was tied up. She said she heard the 
boy cry out for something to, eat. It was 
due to her that tlie case reached the 
Children's society.

“ 4 went upstairs.” she continued, “ to 
see what wras the matter and although I 
could hear Joe’s voice I could not see 
him. I got a match and then went to his 
bedroom, which was pitch dark.. I saw 
him tied up and he told me lie was very 
hungry. I went to my room and came 
back with bread and milk. I released his 
arms and gave him the food. When he 
got through he slipped his arms baek into 
the ropes again because he feared a beat­
ing if his parents found out.”

The father, who defended the tying up 
of tlie boy on the ground that he was j 
disobedient and had stolen food from the 
ice-box. asked the magistrate to allow
