COOPER FAVORS 
BONDS FOR NEW 
H I G H  SCHOOL
Says Tax Rate increase Would 

Be so Small as tc< Not 
Be Noticed.

“ Schools are the greatest asset any city 
can have and all nearby towns are be­
ginning to look toward Ranger as an 
educational center,” V. V. Cooper, 
member of the Ranger independent school 
board, made this statement this morning 
when questioned as to his opinion of a 
bond issue to build a new high school 
building.

“Such a center cannot exist," he con­
tinued, “ without ample and adequate 
school buildings, and it is my opinion that 
the bonds should be voted.” Mr. Cooper 
declared that on the school district’s tax­
able valuation, to vote $250,000 worth of 
bonds would not raise the tax rate enough 
to be felt even by the largest property 
holders.

The present tax rate is only 50 cents 
on the $100 valuation, on a $16,000,000 
rendition. To care for a bond issue 
of this sum mentioned it would only be 
necessary to raise the rate one or two 
cents.

Other Members' Agree.
Other members of the school board are 

vstrongly in favor of calling an election 
to vote the bonds for a new high school 
building as soon as possible, in order 
that it may be ready for occupancy by 
the beginning of the term next fall.

Mr. Cooper expressed the opinion that 
if the election was called it would car­
ry without resistance.

As has been pointed out by members of 
the school board, with the. completion of 
the ward schools which will he soon, and 
with the efficient corps of instructors, 
Ranger lacks only a new high school build­
ing to be in a position to compete with 
any city in the state as to educational1 
advantages.

EUROPEANS FIND 
TIME TO CRITIZE 

OUR SELFISHNESS
By Associated Press

NEW YORK, Oct. 4.—-The slogan 
“ America First”  is unpopular among 
Europeans who deem it an expression of 
selfishness, according to the Rev. Char­
les S. Macfarland, general secretary of 
the federal council of church of Christ in 
America who has just returned from a 
series of religious conferences in Switzer­
land and a speaking tour of Western 
European cities.

“ For an American to be in Europe 
at this time,\ is humiliating and some­
times almost disheartening,”  said Dr. 
Macfarland. “ I found the people there 
confused. They do not know what to 
make of America’s present aloofness; it 
seems to them such a sharp contrast 
to our attitude during the war. I found 
the people of Europe industriously work­
ing at the problems of reconstruction. 
While their economic needs are great, one 
of their greatest needs at the present time 
is that of moral support.

“ The American nation and the Amer­
ican people, on the whole, have not as 
yet suffered irretrievably in the estima­
tion of Europeans,” continued Dr. Mac­
farland. “ They still believe in us and 
look to us for help. But thoughtful Eu­
ropeans are disturbed about one phrase 
which frequently reaches across the sea— 
‘America First.’ To Uiem R sounds like 
the words that used to eomc from across 
the Rhine—‘Deutschland uber alles’— not 
with the same aggressiveness, but with 
something of the same selfishness.”

Believed Organized Gang Is 
Responsible for Wholesale 

Thievery.

Found with 2,900 feet of stol'en two- 
mch casing in their possession, two 
prominent men in Breckenridge 
were placed under arrest yesterday 
afternoon by Deputy Sheriff J. M. 
Ellis, after attempting to sell an oil 
operator his own casing. The men, 
whose names are being withheld, 
were given until 3 o’clock this after­
noon to restore the pip®, to its right- 
1 ul owner or charges of theft will 
be laid against them. The casing was 
Found by its owner near the homes 
of the men under arrest and was 
identified by him when he went to 
look at it with the idea in mind of 
purchasing the entire 2,900 fefct.

The men under arrest claimed that 
they had a bil lo f sale to the casing 
but when a member o f  the sh eriff’s 
department went fo r  the docum ent 
it could not be produced.

Owner Had Marked It.
The casing was taken from  a 

lease near town and removed to 
the homes o f the men being held.
Its owner had placed identifica­
tion marks on it. A fter  discover­
ing his loss he was in need o f  
such a class o f  casing, and, mak­
ing inquires as to where a quan­
tity could be purchased, he was 
shown the 2,900 feet in ques­
tion. He immediately recog­
nized it and notified the sher­
i f f ’s department, who made the 
arrests yesterday.

Organized Gang.
All over the Breckenridge fie ld  

vast quantities o f  oil field  casing is 
being stolen and sold daily. It is 
believed that the thieves are banded 
into an efficient organization com ­
posed partly o f  men with plenty o f  
money to carry forward operations 
and who are in touch with the entire 
situation. So numerous have be­
come the thefts that many steals are 
made which are not reported to the 
officers at all, and the condition is 
such that o fficers  can no longer cone 
with it.

The thieving is becom ing bolder 
each day, until in many cases the 
thieves only move the stolen stu ff 
from  one lease to the next. It is 
believed that the organization ex­
tends to tool dressers, drillers, team­
sters and operators.

Outer Districts Suffer.
The outer districts o f  the fie ld  

are the worst sufferers because little 
protection is provided. Operators 
have tried the scheme o f  marking 
their pipe but the thieves soon learn 
the markings and either erase them 
or sell the casing where it will be 
placed in the holes at once, where it 
can no longer be identified.

One scheme that has been worked 
is that the members o f  the organ­
ization will approach an operator 
known to be all right. An o ffe r  
will be made to him to furnish 
enough casing to put down a well 
at 50 per cent o f  its real value. It  
is then delivered as needed. The 
operator is safe. I f  questioned he 
can probably produce a fake bill o f  
sale that will relieve him o f respon- 
sibility. The pipe is in the well and 
no one can dispute the operator’s 
ownership.

Use Libel Bluff.
One other weapon that casing 

thieves have used in the past is 
threat to bring libel suits against 
those who have them arrested pro­
vided they push the charge and do 
not get a conviction. This has caused 
several o f  those who have been ar­
rested to be released.

Because o f  the prominence o f  the 
men now under arrest together with 
the fact that it is known that prom i­
nent men are connected with the 
casing thefts, it is believed in some 
quarters that they might be high 
up in the organization.

BREAKING HIS OWN
RECORD EVERY DAY

LONDON, Oct. 4 .— Tei'rence Mac- 
Swiney passed a fair night in Brixton 
prison, according to a bulletin is­
sued by the Irish Self-Determ ination 
league. The league reported that 
he had had several hours’ sleep but 
appears little refreshed.

But Baseball “Pope” Is Li’ke Long-Range Weather Forecasting 
And There's Much Uncertainty Over Outcome. In Hitting, 
Base Running, Fielding and All-Around Teamwork the 
Cleveland Tribe Takes Rank Over Dodgers— Work of 
Pitchers W ill Be Big Factor.

NEW YORK, Oet. 4.— The envelope 

of uncertainty that always lends zest 
and interest to a world’s series enshrouds 
the coming- clash between the Indians and 
Dodgers.

Viewed from the standpoint of a con­
firmed American League booster there 
will be nothing to it but the Indians. 
Prom the perspective of a National Lea­
gue partisan the Dodgers are liabld to 
make it so hot for Cleveland that the rub­
ber plants at Ebbets Field will melt and 
gum up the park.

But from the angle between the usual 
cloud of uncertainty looms across the 
horizon, even though the “dope sheet” in­
dicates that one of the two teams has an 
edge, and that team is Cleveland.

In a hitting, base-running,fielding and 
all-around teamwork the Indians take 
rank over the Dodgers. And just a word 
about that aforesaid teamwork:

Tris Speaker, a volcano of ginger and 
a fellow who has the knack of handling 
men, has gathered about him a team 
that is, perhaps, the most harmonious 
troupe of ball tossers the game has ever 
known. Wood, Gardner, Thomas and 
Nunainaker weie teammates of Sir Tris­
tram before they ever got together in 
Cleveland, and during the. years he has 
beep With the Cleveland club Speaker has 
be^a a popular idol with all of the play­
ers. The very day he became manager, 
some two years ago, the Indians began 
to look up and that spirit has never fal­
tered. In short, the Indians) began to 
look up and that that knows no defeat.

This is not said without due thought 
I of the Dodgers and due respect for Uncle 
Wilbert Robinson. Like Speaker, your 
Uncle Wilbert has the happy fculty of 
handling men and getting every ounce of 
baseball out o| each and every player, 
but aside from Zach Wheat he doesn't 
possess the kind of material that Speak­
er has to work with. There is no Lar­
ry Gardner. Steve O’Neill or Bill Wambs- 

’ ranss on the Ebbets payroll. And after 
looking both teams over carefully and 
Weighing their merits impartially one 
comes to the conclusion that this afore-i 
said ginger and teamwork is very liable

to play a more important part than 
usual in the series this year.

It's Up to the Pitchers,
In allprbbaoility the series will be 

decided largely through the work of the 
pitchers. In sizing up the rival teams 
we have found that they balance pretty 
evenly on paper, so far as the four 
defensive branches of the game are con­
cerned ; -that is, that the Dodgers have 
stronger pitching and the best balanced 
infield and that the Indians have an 
edge in the outfielding aud catching. But 
the edges in pitching strength enjoyed by 
the Brooklynites is largely numerical, and 
if one can judge by the. way Tris Speak­
er has handled his staff of flingers
throughout the American League season 
it is reasonable to expect that he should 
be capable of juggling them to cope suc­
cessfully against Uncle Wilbert’s more 
numerous staff.

Burleigh Grimes is the ace of the Dod­
ger staff and one of the greatest pitch­
er:! in the game. Sherrod Smith, Jeff 
Pfeffer, A1 Mamaux, Leon Cadore and 
Rube Marquard stand behind Grimes as 
towers of pitching strength. Yet out of 
this aggregation of hurlers it is our 
guess that Grimes and Smith will be 
the only consistently leffeetive Dodger 
hurlers against Speaker’s clan.

Two Maistays.
Speaker must depend oh two pitchers 

to tame the Dodgers. They are both 
aces— Bagby and Coveleskie—  and either 
may be figured as having an equal chance 
with Burleigh Grimes to grab the honors 
as the pitching king of the 1920 series. 
Uhle, Mails, Morton, Caldwell and Nei- 
haus make up the field from which Speak­
er must select a pitcher to work in be­
tween times. At this writing Mails looks 
best of the reserves.

Another place where the Indians ex­
cel is in hitting. As a team they have 
piled up a .300 bating average in a race 
that has been marked by hard hitting 
on the part of nearly every American 
League team, and pitching that has been 
of sterling quality despite the epidemic of 
heayy cannonading that lias prevailed. On 
the bases Cleveland is much faster as a 
team.

Small Parks Make 
New Attendance 

Marks Impossible
NEW YORK, Oct 4.—Notwithstand­

ing the general increase in baseball 
throughout the country, it is unlikely 
that in the coming series to decide the 
world’s i championship that new records 
will be made in attendance for a single 
game or for the series. The reason for 
this is that the capacity of the parks 
where the games are to be played is in­
sufficient to erase from the record books 
the top notch figures that have been es­
tablished in previous years.

The largest crowd that ever witnessed 
a single game in a world’s series was 
42,620, which was the announced official 
attendance for the final contest of the 
1916 series between the Boston Red £Sox 
of the American league and Brooklyn of 
the ^National league, played at Boston. 
The best record for total attendance at 
a series was made in 1912, when the 
Boston team of the American league and 
the New York team of the National 
league played to 251,901 persons in eight 
games.

Have Small Park.
Ebbets field, the home grounds of the 

Brooklyn club, has been tested to its ca­
pacity in one world’s series, that of 1916, 
and while it is possible for between 22.- 
000 and 23,000 to crowd into the stands 
and pavilions, the largest official atten­
dance there in the 1916 series was 21.- 
(.•62. The parks of the contending dubs 
for the American league pennant show no 
possibilities for new attendance figures 
for a single game, or the likelihood of 
a new record for the scries, when paired 
with the comparatively small capacity of 
Ebbets' field. The seating capacity of 
the park at Cleveland is approximately 
20,700. while that of the Chicago White 
8ox is in the neighborhood of 35,000. The 
largest number that has attended a 
world’s series game at the grounds of the 
White Sox was 34,379, the official at­
tendance at the fifth game of the series 
between the White Sox and Cincinnati 
last year.

Thus it is apparent that it will be im­
possible for any of the parks where the 
coming world series will be played to 
eclipse for a single game the attendance 
of 42,620 established at Boston in 1916, 
and even with the blue ribbon event of 
baseball being decided in a five out of 
nine series, the conditions established last 
year, it will he improbable for the parks 
of the Natiorial and American league

NEW YORK, Oct. 4.—Division of the 

thousands of dollars paid by baseball 
fans to witness the world’s series games 
is annually the topic of curious interest 
as is the division of any large sum of 
money. The regulations under which the 
money of the world’s series is at present 
divided lias become so involved that the 
average fan has lost interest in trying 
to solve, while the games are being play­
ed, just how much the winning and los­
ing teams will receive. And it is mo 
easy task to arrive at this conclusion 
because the money is divided in several 
different ways.

The principal interest of the baseball 
fans centers in the amount the players 
who take part in the big games will re­
ceive.

The first provision in the cutting of 
the big baseball “ melon”  is that ten per 
cent of the gross receipts of all games 
goes to the National Commission. Next 
comes the players’ pool, which consists 
of 60 per cent of the balance (after the 
■Commission’s ten per cent has been tak­
en out) of the receipts of the first five 
games. The other 40 per cent of this 
balance goes into the pool to bo divided 
oqu.ally between the owners of the clubs.

Then if more than five games be neces­
sary to decide the championship, the re­
ceipts of those games are divided, 10 
per cent to the National Commission 
and the other 90 per cent to the club 
owners’ pool.

There are certain regulations for | the 
division of the players’ pool and the club 
owners’ pool which arc not generally 
understood and which can be illustrated 
better by figures than by words.

How Figures Show It.
Take for example .$100,000 represented 

the receipts of a game. First of all 10 
per cent or $10,000 would have to be 
set aside for the National Commission. 
That would leave ,4 balance of 90,000. 
Sixty per cent of this, or $54,000 would 
go into the players’ pool aud the 40 
per cent of this balance or $36,000 would 
go to the club owhers* pool. This di­
vision would be the same for the first 
five games.

The money in the players’  pool wquld 
be divided as per the example before 
mentioned.in the following manner: Of
the $54,000 ’mentioned as of a single 
game, 75 per cent of $40,000 would go 
to the players participating in the world’s 
series to be divided on the basis of 60 
per cent to the winning team and 40 per 
cent to the losing team. The other 25 
per cent would go to a fund to be divid­

ed among the players of the teams of 
both leagues finishing second and third 
on the basis of 60 and 40 per cent, or 
$8,100 for the second place teams and 
5,400 for the third place teams.

There is another provision in the regu­
lations which makes it possible to in­
crease the amounts for each individual 
player taking part in the world’s series. 
Since the regulations provide for a slice 
of the “ melon” going to the second and 
third teams, it also has been provided 
that if these teams engage in any post­
season series, 50 per cent of the play 
er§’ share of the receipts shall be divid­
ed on the basis of 60 per cent to the 
winner and 50 per cent to the loser, and 
the balance shall gp i,nfo ‘ .the players’ 
pool of the world’s  /Series to be divided 
among the players of the contesting 
teams in the world’s seriefe and the play­
ers of the teams finishing second and 
third as explained before.

These regulations do not apply to post­
season series between clubs finishing low­
er than third place.

Thus, it would be possible in the event 
of the two New York clubs finishing 
second in their respective leagues to play 
a series that would add almost as much 
to the players ’pool as the big games 
themselves.

Just Like Excess Profits.
The owners of clubs taking part in the 

world’s series do not get all the money 
from the receipts even after the shares 
of the National Commission and the 

: players are deducted. The regulations 
provide that after these have been sub­
tracted the balance of the gross receipts 
shall be divided equally between the two 
clubs. The club owners, however, are 
obliged to pay into the treasuries of their 
[respective leagues 50 per cent of their 
gross receipts up to seven games and 
if it be necessary to play the eighth aud 
ninth games, then 75 per cent of the 
gross receipts received by the two clubs 
under this division shall be paid into 
the league treasuries.

As outlined above a game with receipts 
of $100,000 after five had been played, 
would give $10,000 to the National Com­
mission and $90,000 to both club owners 
or $45,000 for each. Of this $45,000 each 
club for the sixth and seventh games 
would be obliged to turn back $22,500 to 
their respective league treasuries, and if 
they received a like amount from an 
eighth or ninth game they each would 
have to pay to the league treasurers 
75 per cent or $33,000, leaving $11,250 
for each of the clubs.

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THE MENACE IN MEXICAN OIL

American oil interests were astounded 
at the recent announcement of President 
do ia Huerta indorsing the Carranza gov­
ernment’s oil policy and proposing its 
continuous enforcement. This policy is 
respectable enough in its phraseology, but 
its “ federal zones,”  by which the Mexican 
government declared its ownership of the 
lands along navigable rivers, was confis­
cation, according to some of the oil men. 
and the so-called “ subsoil rights,” requir­
ing revalidation of concessions, was a 
trick, it is alleged, by which a Mexican 
administration might levy extortionate 
taxes, plunder innocent eoncessionnaries 
in favor of unscrupulous investors and 
collect unlimited graft.

American attorneys have denounced 
the Carranza oil policy as a government 
attempt at robbery, and high legal 
opinion in Mexico has held the same 
view. But the wrong that might be done 
individual investors under such authority 
serious as it might be, ia..a-iighter phase 
of the situation. The real danger lies 
in the possible international complica­
tions.

Fully to appreciate that phase of it, it 
is necessary to Consider the economic in 
disponsibility of oil and known oil re­
serves. Geologists say the unmined 
petroleum in the United States is 6,000,- 
000,000 barrels, which will be exhausted 
in twenty years at our present consump­
tive and exportive rate of 300,000,000 
barrels annually. The British Empire re­
quires 45,000,000 barrels yearly. That 
was its consumption ’’in 1918, and it in­
significant that during that year the 
United States furnished 44,000,000, or 
practically all of it. Further, the Brit­
ish Empire’s uumined reserves, by virtue 
of political and commercial control, are 
estimated .at 21,000,000,000 barrels, suf 
fieient to meet its demands for more than 
400 yriars,

Ibanez looks upon oil as the “ Fifth 
Horseman.” It is not an extravagant 
appraisal. Certainly the world is oil 
crazy. The craze is a modern manifesta­
tion of the gold-hunger, trade-hunger or 
land-hunger that inspired the exploration 
and conquest of other days. Mexico, with 
its incalculable oil wealth, is the “ shorter 
route to India” of a vanished century. The 
possession of oil means power and do­
minion.

Such is the force back of the clamor 
and strife and intrigue for oil lands in 
Mexico. It is a situation that could easi­
ly upset the peace of the world, were 
such ingredients present, say, as knavery 
at Mexico City and imperialism at Wash­
ington and super-imperialism at London.

The United States, however, may be 
in a comparatively easy position with re­
gard to oil. In addition to our remain­
ing well resources, we have unlimited 
quantities of rich oil in shale which, in 
the near future, will be utilized for oil 
on a commercial basis.— St. Louis Post 
Dispatch.

HENRY FORD’S LATEST OFFENSE

If anything more were needed to con­
vince the managing Republicans of the 
country that Henry Ford’s defeat for the 
United States Senate in Michigan was 
righteous and worth all it cost, the an­
nouncement that the Ford Motor com­
pany has.reduced the prices of its prod­
ucts to the pre-war level will supply con­
firmation never, to be questioned.

But 
on all occasions he carries his own coun­
try in his traveling bag. Consequently 
aside from satisfying his own desires for 
pleasure, he does not enlighten himseli 
very much b.vs his observations of the 
world.

In short, Mr. Tokutomi observes, the 
war has Americanized the world rather' 
than influenced America. Mr. Wilson’s1 
advocacy of the democratization of the 
world was in his opinion an illustra­
tion of how America tries to measure the 
world with the rule he applies to his own 
country. The American considers that 
it is his mission to force Americanism 
upon other nations.

tomi, the editor of the military organ, 
the Kokumin, wrote a special article on 
Aineriean-English relations in which he 
called the .United States the “ enfauta 
terrible" of the world. Mr. Tokutomi re­
gards the prospect of co-operation be­
tween England and America with some 
anxiety. The world will be obliged to 
agree with what they agree, he observes, 
but he consoles himself with the thought 
that such co-operation is unlikely owing 
to American suspicions of England and 
lack of world knowledge.

After summing up his cnclusions as to 
the position of England as arbiter of the 
world, Mr. Tokutomi says:

“ But there comes England’s competitor, 
whom England at least in her heart of 
hearts fears as a formidable power. Amer­
ica may be called an exposition of the 
world’s different races. But the mainstay 
of the American people is the Anglo-Sax­
ons. England and America are brother 
nations with the Atlantic between them. 
The destiny of the world is now entrusted 
to these brother nations.

ricultural association declares in a state­
ment made public here today.

The association, which is, composed of
nearly 100,000 Illinois farmers organiz­
ed in farm bureaus, has recently deter­
mined to establish a fruit and vegetable 
marketing department, and as a stop to­
ward this end recently, sent an expert 
into the South Water Street market, 
the largest of its kind in the world, and 
the Randolnh market. At the same time 
he reviewed prices in grocery stores.

What the produce grocer receives on 
these mark-ts bears extremely little re­
lation to what the consumer nays for the 
same vegetables, the association declares. 
Officials said they had names and figures 
to back up their statements. The in­

i'produce and very often there is a short­
age of that same product the next day.

“ Prices differ 100 per cent to grow­
ers on the same products and the,same 
quality, even the same hour of the day.

“There is little standardization of 
■packages and considerable (li. honesty in 
packing.

‘The price received by growers on the 
quantity on the market lias little or 
nothing to do with retail prices in Chi­
cago.

Plie price a grower gets depends large­
ly upon how good a guesser ho is on the 
supply of produce on the market that day 
which he has brought in and his dicker­
ing ability with the buyers lie meets. 
Investigation shows that some growers 
sold tomatoes in the box and bags of 
corn for more than twice as much as 
others on the same morning. A market 
may fluctuate from 50 to 100 per cent 
in garden products within a few hours' 
time.

“ Day after day. many trucks go home 
with part of their load to be dumped 
and other days there is a shortage.

The investigator’s report includes a long 
list of truck growers who hauled some 
of their load home during the week of 
Sept. 13. “One grower took home a half 
a load of or a Os of cabbages, each con­
taining 36 heads, because he was offered 
ouly 75 cents a crate. He said his rea­
son for not selling was that crates cost 
35 cents each and he could not afford 
to sell for that price. A Franklin Park 
'gardener took home sweet corn because 
he eoukl not get over 20 cents for a bag 
of four dozen. A number of eases showed 
quantities of corn and tomatoes brought 
home because there was no sale at all.

“On these same days a round of the 
Chicago retail markets was made to com­
pare growers’ and consumers’ prices. On 
Monday the producer received 16 cents a 
dozen for sweet corn, on Wednesday 8 
cents, and on Friday 9 1-2 cents. The 
same three days the average retail price 
at a laige number of stores in the Loop 
(downtown district) and in suburbs was 
50 cents a dozen on Monday and 45 cents 
a dozen on Wednesday and Friday. On 
these same three days tomatoes sold for 

iran average of 1-2 cents a pound by grow­
ers and 9 cents a pound by retail stores. 
Cabbage sold for U2 to 3-2 cents a pound 
on those three days by the producer and 
the average retail price the three (lays 
was 4 to 5 cents a pound.

Gardeners hauled home all these pro­
ducts on these same days for the reason 
that they could not get a price to pay 
for the containers and work of preparing 
for the market.

From these figures the Illonois Agri­
cultural association draws a conclusion 
Hint supply or nrice growers receive has 
little or no relation to the prieij con­
sumers nay. Gardners on the market saw 
if consumers could purchase at nrices in 
accordance with the supply and the price 
producers receive, there would be greater 
fonsmunHon and more demand for their 
products.” .
