If there were any foundation for 
such a belief, expressed by the speak­
er and others about town, it would be  ̂
a sad state of affairs, truly. It must 
be unfortunate for a city to have a ! 
paper that is always gumming the 
works by expressing its convictions,' 
and thereby calling down the right-1 
eous wrath of duly-elected potentates 
on the heads of a whole population. I 
Such an opinion is just-as much an 
insult to county officials as it is an 
indirect compliment to the power of 
the Times. ,

It is a specious argument, rendered 
absurd by a review of conditions, and 
adds nothing to a constructive solu­
tion of any problem that may exist. 
Suppose it IS true that the Times has 
criticised the road scale being paid 
by the contractors. Is that any rea­
son why county officials would penal­
ize a whole community? If so, would 
they not on the same grounds be 
penalizing Eastland and Cisco, where 
there has been more criticism—and 
more violent and bitter criticism— 
than the Ranger Times has ever 
voiced? How is it, under those con­
ditions, that those towns also are not 
being penalized? Evidently, if they 
are not being “ punished” and Ranger 
is, it is because the Times speaks with 
a potency and power unequalled by 
any newspaper or aggregation of men 
that the county can muster*

So much for Ranger’s punishment 
because of the Times.

As a matter of fact, if Ranger has 
gotten or is to get the worst of the 
deal, it is because Ranger has been 
asleep on the job for the last year. 
Ranger has been officially known as 
the friends of the commissioners’ 
court. Being friends, it has trusted 
to its friends to give it a square deal 
and thought no more about the mat­
ter. It is human nature consciously 
or unconsciously, to give advantages to 
those who are most insistent upon ob­
taining them. So if Ranger has lost 
anything in comparison with other 
towns in the county, that is the rea­
son. It certainly cannot be laid upon 
the fact that officials are indulging 
in childish peeve because their judg­
ment had not always been supinely 
kowtowed to.

As for commenting on various 
phases ■ of the road program, and in 
taking an open stand for a decent 
scale of wages on highway work, the 
Times cheerfully pleas guilty.
