REED GRILLS HEAD ENFORCEMENT OFFICER
BOATS CAPTURE 
SMALL PERCENT 
OF SMUGGLERS

Attorney For The Wets 
Wants S u b p o e n a s  
T s s ue d F o r  M e n

WASHINGTON, April G. —  The 

Coast Patrol captured less than 5 
per cent of the rum smuggltd into 
the United States, General Lincoln 
C. Andrews, in charge of federal 
prohibition enforcement, told the 
senate prohibition investigating com­
mittee today.

Andrews was examined by Sena­
tor Reed, the lone wet member of 
the committee. He admitted that the 
barriers he had erected against 
smuggling prevented very little liquor 
from foreign countries from entering 
this country.

Senator Reed questioned Andrews 
about his proposals that alcohol per­
mits be renewed every year.

“ Y6u Want to have the right to 
refy.se the reissuance of permits on 
evidence which would hold before no 
court of law?” Reed asked the wit­
ness,

“ Well I think it would have a 
great moral effect on druggists if 
they knew they had to come in each 
year with a clean bill of health,” 
Andrews’ replied. ■? '

“ It would relieve the courts of a 
lot of trouble.”

“ Yet if every country constable 
was permitted to throw every man 
in jail without a charge, it would also 
relieve the courts,”  Reed retorted.

He asked Andrews how in a free 
country he could permit employers 
to resume such arbitrary authority.

.WASHINGTON, April G. — A de­
mand that at least six witnesses be 
summoned to Washington by sub­
poena to relate their experiences 
with prohibition was presented at the 
opening of the second day of the 
hearing before the Senate judiciary 
committee.

The demand was presented by- 
Julian Coadman, prosecuting attor­
ney of the wets, wrho said that un­
less the witnesses were summoned 
the wet case would be materially 
hampered.

Dove-tailing 
with those charges, it is this that tlie 
monopoly rests, is the, opinion of the 
commission. ■

DEATH I I I  CAR 
AND THAI MEET

I' Two men had narrow escapes from 
j death when the giant locomotive of 
the Sunshine Special crashed into the 
automobile in which they were riding 
and flung it 30 feet yesterday eve­
ning- at 5:30 o’clock at the crossing- 
just north of the Ranger station of 
the Texas & Pacific railroad.

Roy Hargraves,' 24, one of the 
owners of the Ranger Tin shop, is in 
the City-County hospital. He was 
resting well this morning and his re­
covery from his injuries is expected.

O. E. Lewis, employe of the tin 
shop, who was in the car at the time, 
of the accident, leaped out of the ma- j 
chine just before the engine struck. 
Lewis was unhurt.

The men were in a light delivery 
truck and were entering the business 
district from the east. Three coaches 
on a siding prevented their seeing the 
train, it was declared, until they were 
on the crossing. Only the fact that 
the engine was not going at full speed 
but was gliding toward the station 
prevented a tragedy.

The light car, which was about j 
midway of the street, was hurled to j 
the sidewalk and Hargraves, still; 
clutching the steering wheel, was I 
thrown from the machine to the depot j 
platform, almost under the grinding j 
wheels of the locomotive.

At the hospital where Dr. Wier at-1 
tended the injured man, no fractured J 
bones were discovered. His right ear, 
almost completely severed, was sewed 
back in place.

FATHER SHOT

HARTFORD, Conn., April 6— Ger­

ald Chapman, notorious bandit, is 
dead and buried. He was hanged at 
Wethersfield prison a few minutes 
after midnight for the murder of a 
New Britain policeman, James Skelly. 
He was buried without religious serv­
ices before noon.

The body was taken from the 
morgue in a plain black hearse to 
Mount St. Benedict’s cemetery, and 
there was a new element of mystery 
then even at the grave of Chapman 
which had surrounded him.

A heavily veiled woman, who 
turned away from all gazes and 
whose name was not revealed, rode 
with Judge F. J. Groehl and th£ 
other lawyers for the defendant to 
the cemetery and stood beside the 
grave as Chapman’s body was lower­
ed.

Word went out that this was Chap­
man’s sister, or that the woman was 
an old swetheart with whom he as­
sociated in his prosperous days. The 
burial was without religious services 
of any kind. It was but the work of 
a few minutes to lay aside the strange 
man and to write the last word of 
the life of Chapman.

Every one is interested in invest­

Firemen Called 
Out By Radio; 

Theatre Ablaze

VENN A, April 6.— Quick action 
by a radio broadcaster in spreading 
word of a theater fire in Vienna 
resulted in such prompt response by 
the police, firemen and hospital am­
bulances that the streets outside the 
theater were crowded with appli­
ances for rescue before the audience 
within was aware that the theater 
was on fire.

Even hundreds of relatives of the 
sixteen hundred persons in the audi­
ence, summoned by the broadcasting 
had arrived clamoring- in front of 
the theater before the audience was 
aware that anything was amiss.

The roof of the theater had b°en 
set on fire by flames which leaped 
the alley from, a hotel adjoining 
which was ablaze. Fearing a panic 
the management of the theater hesi­
tated to tell the audience until a 
large force of policemen and fire­
men were at hand ready to cope with 
a panic in case one should start.

When finally informed that the 
building was on fire the audience at 
first refused to believe it and refused 
to move. A moment later however 
a deluge of water from the fire en­
gines outside came streaming through 
the roof. Convinced that the man­
agement was not fooling the audi­
ence made a hurried, . but orderly 
exit.

Largest Telescope 
Being Constructed 

For Cal. Scientist

PASEDENA, Cal., April 6.— Prof. 
George Willis Ritchey, noted astrono­
mer who superintended, construction 
of the giant telescope at Mount Wil­
son Solar Observatory here, is now 
in Paris building a telescope twice 
as large as the biggest instrument 
of its kind in existence, according to 
advices here.

Proffessor Ritchey, in 1924, was 
awarded the Jansen gold medal for 
designing and constructing a 100- 
inch reflecting telescope at the local 
observatory, then the largest in the 
world.

With the instrument under con­
struction in Paris, the astronomer 
expects to observe stars 15,000 times 
more distant than those at present 
visible through telescopes now in 
use.

According to local scientists it 
was believed, until recently, that the 
limit of size in telescope construc­
tion had been reached:

Proffessor Ritchey, it was said, 
has been experimenting with a para­
bolic mirror, which is expected to 
overcome previous difficulties in 
making larger telescopes. Ilf ’-D 
new telescope is successful, there will 
be no limit to the size of telescopes 
made in the future, Mount Wilson 
astronomers pointed out.

May ! Designated 
As National Egg 

By Poultry Men
Special Correspondence.

COLLEGE STATION, April 6.— 
Recognizing the magnitude and vol­
ume of the poultry industry, the Na­
tional Poultry Council of the United 
States bf America has issued a pro- 
da macion designating May 1, 1926, 
as National Egg Day. “ The Exten­
sion Service of the A. and M. Col­
lege of Texas, with its poultry hus­
bandmen and many county and home 
demonstration agents, is co-operating 
with the National Poultry Council in 
helping to bring about a keener ap­
preciation  ̂of the value of poultry 
products; in increasing the demand 
for high quality eggs, and in help­
ing to make poultry keeping a more 
profitable and stabilized industry,” 
said V. R. Giaztener, poultry husband­
man with the Extension Service and! 
chairman of the state committee, said 
in discussing the action of the coun­
cil.

The proclamation states that 
“ more people are dirtctly interested 
in the production and consumption 
of eggs than any other single food 
commodity.” It also points out that 
the value of the products produced 
by the American hen for the current 
year is estimated to be approximately 
a billion and a quarter dollars. The 
following- comment was also made by 
Mr. Glazener: “May 1 will .be a day 
in which to spread the message of the 
peculiar protective properties pos­
sessed by eggs in the human diet, and 
a day on which every branch of the 
poultry industry can preach the im­
portance of poultry husbandry and 
poultry products in the every-day 
practice of feeding our ptople.”
