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WHY FOREIGN 
EXCHANGE IS

DEMORALIZED
By AKBp'Tated Press .

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.— Three fac­
tors in the demoralization of foreign 
exchange, intelligible to the average 
man, rise above the complexities of 
the present situation, according to 
old-timers in Wall street.

These are:
(1) Allied and other nations of the 

world owe the United States approx­
imately $15,000,000,000.

(2) American manufacturers hesi­
tate, owing to peace treaty uncer­
tainty, to accept big advance foreign 
orders.

(3) England’s virtual suspension 
of gold exports outside the British 
colonies is repulsing American trade.

“ Just why the British pound ster­
ling, normally worth $4.8665 in Am­
erican gold, should have declined so 
much since the war ended, and what 
it all means is an obscure question,” 
said a New York financial expert. 
“ The present situation, Sir George 
Paish’s apprehensions notwithstand­
ing, is by no means hopeless. Proph 
ecies of a ‘breakdown’ of credit are 
not well founded.

“ America, the storehouse of the 
world and now the world’s banker, is 
in the same position England was in 
after the Napoleonic and American 
civil wars. She bought the cheap 
securities of impoverished nations in 
a most prodigious manner and there­
by laid the foundation for her future 
wealth. We must do likewise, and 
do it within the next two or Jihree 
years,- by which time these abnormal 
conditions will have passed.

“ With pound sterling 5 per cent 
or more below par England can sell 
to the United States at a great ad­
vantage because we must add the ab­
normal rate of exchange to the goods 
to get into foreign markets. Pre­
mier Lloyd George recently declared, 
when sterling was yelling at a dis­
count of 15 per cent, that the dis­
count really represented a ‘protective 
tariff’ of 15 per cent on goods man­
ufactured in England. Certainly it 
is helping to keep American goods 
out of that country.

“ The only remedy for this condi­
tion is for the United States to buy 
foreign securities and extend long­
time credit for merchandise. We are 
in a strong economic position. The 
nations of Europe must have our cot­
ton and wheat and, since they are so 
heavily indebted to us and we must 
extend them many more millions to 
put them on their feet what is the 
difference whether we buy their 
bonds or send them our merchan­
dise?

“ Everyone in Wall street knows 
that if the peace treaty had been 
signed in Washington an interna­
tional exchange committee would 
have been organized long before now 
to stabilize exchange and bring about 
other necessary readjustments. Nev­
er during the darkest days of the war, 
when the Germans were almost at 
Paris, did British and French ex­
change go to where it is now. The 
Rritish. during the war, by a system 
of credits with the United States, had 
sterling ‘pegged’ to $4.52.

“ The tension over and gold ex­
ports curtailed there was nothing to 
keep it that close to parity. Indeed, 
unless the United States loosens its 
purse strings there are London finan­
cial exnerts who say the pound ster­
ling will drop as low as $2.50. That 
would be a calamity. It would be a 
two-edged sword injuring both Eng 
land and' the United States.

“ Europe is like a man on the verge 
of death due to starvation. When 
you find such an unfortunate you 
feed him gradually until the stomach 
becomes accustomed to digesting food 
Now our aim has been all along to 
‘stuff’ Europe with all kinds of Am­
erican products, We have piled up 
a trade balance, according to former 
‘Secretary of Commerce Redfield, ag­
gregating $4,000,000,000 a year. Eu 
rope’s financial system, like the 
starved human stomach, has been un 
able to assimilate it. Consequently, 
we thus contribute to the demoral 
ization of foreign exchange and, inci­
dentally. by inflation help to lower 
the purchasing power of our own dol 
lar.

“ When you consider, as Mr. Red 
field points out, that $4,000,000,000 
represents American dollars at par 
and must be paid by those who owe 
it in depreciated currencies, making 
it the equivalent of $5.000.000.000 
the result cannot be healthful to fu­
ture American trade and commerce 
Foreign buyers are. going into more 
favorable markets.”

IN XMAS GIFTS

DALLAS, Dec. 24.— Brighter than 
ever before shown Christmas eve for 
thousands of employes in Texas, due 
to exceptional liberal bonuses or mon­
etary gifts presented by employers.

Reports from the larger cities of 
Texas indicate unprecedented pros­
perity in various industries, coupled 
with the employes’ battle against ris­
ing living costs, resulted in bonuses 
as high as 20 per cent of an employe’s 
annual salary.

In Dallas one bank paid the 20 per 
cent bonus to its employes; another 
presented a 15 per cent gratuity, 
while 10 per cent bonuses were com­
mon in other banks and large stores. 
A “ thirteenth month” salary was giv­
en by several firms.

Christmas bonus giving reached a 
new climax in Fort Worth this year, 
with a dozen oil companies, six banks 
and one hotel heading the list, reports 
from that city said.

One Fort Worth hotel, which has 
been taxed to its capacity for a year 
with oil travelers and before that with 
army personnel, distributed a 5 per 
cent bonus on each annual salary, 
but no one will receive less than 
$ 200.

The extra pay checks from the Fort 
Worth banks will total, it is estimat­
ed, $95,000, which is the record fig­
ure among such institutions in Fort 
Worth. This is due to the fact that 
the number of banks has increased by 
two, the size of the force has been 
doubled and the prosperity has been 
;ver)vhelming.. One national bank

PARIS.— The German is slowly 
finding his way back to Paris. How 
he evades the passport regulations 
and enters Paris is something of a 
mystery, but he is here and quietly 
and unobtrusively preparing to re­
sume business at the old stand.

You find him in certain hotels and 
restaurants frequented by Germans 
before the war. It is not a novel ex­
perience today to hear German spo­
ken in a dining room and it evokes 
nothing more, than a raising of eye­
brows.

German magazines are making 
their appearance in the newspaper 
kiosks. In fact, some of the stands 
along the boulevards now display as 
many publications from Berlin as 
from New York, despite the fact that 
thousands of Americans are spending 
the winter in Paris or passing through 
the French capital en route to other 
countries. They have been playing 
German music in the Paris concert 
halls for several weeks with only mild: 
protests.

The question of studying German 
has aroused considerable discussion, 
but the/ayes appear to have it. The 
need of writing and speaking the lan­
guage of a country whose frontier 
borders on your own and with whom 
you must, whether you like it or not, 
carry on business, is overwhelming 
sentimental arguments. Every school 
in Paris teaching foreign languages 
is swamped with students learning 
German. And among them are hun­
dreds of men who only a little more 
than a year ago faced the Germans 
across no man’s land.

Not a movie melodrama with an unhappy end­
ing, but a sincere human tragedy, that is what Mr.

All his mastery of picture-making, the tech­
nique that is pre-eminently his by invention and con­
trol, the skill and subtlety with which he can unfold 
a story, has gone into the making of “Broken Blos­
soms.” It is a masterpiece in moving pictures.

It is a drama of life and of death. It is the al­
most forgotten art of tragedy. It has the sweet, 
solemn sense of the inevitable, the slow dread tread 
of fate, the gentle melancholy of the death of a 
beautiful day.

RIO BLANCO, Colo.— For the first 
time in the history of the oil shale 
industry in the United States, a “ con­
tinuous retort” of commercial size 
has been erected at Piceance Creek, 
on one of the largest shale properties 
in western Colorado.

The operations at Piceance Creek 
have attracted nationwide interest, 
following declarations by engineers 
that the use of the “ continuous re­
tort” is a long step toward the rapid 
development of the shale industry in 
this country.

Because Colorado shale differs con­
siderably from the shale in the Scot­
land fields, the Scotch process of 
generating oil from shale has ,not 
been commercially successful in ex­
periments made in western Colorado. 
The Scotch 'process provides for the 
feeding of the shale in batches and 
intermittently, while the new mech­
anism in operation at Piceance Creek 
will permit of continuous operation.

While Secretary of the Interior 
Lane has taken cognizance of the po­
tential value of shale as a .basis for 
the future development of a tre­
mendous oil production, reports are 
reaching this region that many “ wild­
cat” concerns are being organized in 
Denver, Kansas City, Salt Lake City, 
Chicago, Detroit and other cities deal­
ing in “ oil shale securities” that at 
present have little or no worth.

Between 700,000 and 800,000 
acres of land in what is known as 
the Grant Hogback, between Meeker 
and Newcastle, Colo., have been des­
ignated by the United States geologi­
cal survey as being valuable for their 
nitrogen and oil content, and much 
of this acreage has been filed upon. 
The interior department, however, 
has not passed any of it to patents, 
and as yet not a bucket of commer­
cial oil has been produced from the 
shales.

VALDOSTA, Ga.—The acreage of 

tobacco in Lowndes County will be 
doubled durfhg the coming season, 
and at least one large tobacco^ ware­
house will be built in Valdosta to take 
care of the crop. The Valdosta Cham­
ber of Commerce is pushing a cam­
paign to increase tobacco growing in 
this section. According to statistics 
over 11,000,000 pounds of tobacco 
Were grown in South Georgia last 
season and marketed in the nine lead­
ing tobacco markets at an average of 
eighteen cents per pound. Much of 
the crop brought the maximum Iprice 
Which in a few instances reached $1 
a pound, while a large quantity im­
properly grown and cured sold as low 
as one and two cents per pound. 
Farmers, however, are rapidly learn­
ing how to grow the product, and it is 
expected the price average will be 
much higher in 1920.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.— Foreign 
trade handled in ten leading United 
States customs districts in 1919, ac­
cording to statistics just made pub­
lic here, aggregated $8,842,769,000 
in imports and exports, of which New 
York led with 45.5 per cent.

LONDON.—As a result of my re­

cent visit to America I have returned 
with some very vivid impressions in 
regard to British reconstruction pro­
blems.

The extraordinary energy, vitality
ana initiative of the American people 
are remarkable. There is a spirit ot 
progress and development apparent 
everywhere.

America's prosperity is amazing. It ’ 
is a country of luxuries beyond any- j 
thing I had imagined possible. The 
people are working very hard. Each j 
person is striving to establish r .r s 
himself a satisfactory position in the 
world. Everybody seems imbued j 
with the thought that there is plenty ! 
of room at the top, and that by in- I 
dustry and initiative there is no tea- | 
son why they should not acquire 
great riches, just as so many of their 
feUow countrymen have dmu.

I feel convinaed that British labor 
must be ready to meet the same con­
ditions as prevail in America. In­
creased production is Britain’s only 
salvation. If we desire success we 
must adopt the same course as Amer­
ica has accepted.

If the people of England wiii not 
do what America is prepared to do j 
we must in the natural course of j 
things fail.

America has pinned her faith to 
labor-saving devices, realizing fully 
that labor-saving means increas'd 
production and increased employment 
The English idea that the employment 
of such machinery implies loss of 
wages and unemployment is proved to 
he o complete fallacy.

The output of the present-day fac­
tory or workshop is noc dependent on 
the muscle or brawn of fbA working 
man. Brain power is rapidly tak'ngi 
the place of brute force, and in the 
United ’States so swiftlv is this being 
achieved that the unskilled laborer 
is unknown.

America, whilst forging ahead, is 
easily paying bv far the highest 
wages in the world, whilst her per­
centage of unemployment is l ŝ than 
that of any other country. If Eng­
land is to meet American competition 
in the markets of the world two 
things must be done: The first is that

the werkin-j’ man must be brought to 
realize that his increased comfort 

: and prosperity depends upon his ac- 
! ceptance of labor-saving devices.
I The second, and equally vital, is 
that the manufacturer and employer 
must realize that his interests are 
equally bound up with labcr-sav n - 
machinery. So long as the employer 
continues to use mit-cf-rl^te ma-

formidable competitor with this coun­
try for world trade. That competi­
tion can only be met by adopting- the 
name methods which have prevailed 
in America—namely, big undeitak- 

—p’ 1- or, big shale, standard­
ization of output, modern plant and

.__ifcu-.mess to scrap when
something better can be found, and

! these lines that this country would- be 
able to compete with our friends of 
America in the world’s markets.

We must produce more. Increased 
production is the way to help us to 
solve all our present pressing prob­
lems.

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U. S. IMPORTERS 
IN EUROPE REAP 
GREAT HARVEST

By Associated I’ ress
NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—American j 

importers now purchasing goods in 
England, France and Italy for ship­
ment to the United States, are wax­
ing fat as a result of the depreciation 
of the pound sterling, the franc and 
lira, according to stores now going 
the rounds of the New York whole­
sale district.

The only ‘"fly in the ointment” for 
the American buyers abroad is tne 
fact that, by a presidential order sev­
eral weeks ago, United States consuls 
are required to keep tab on big pur­
chases, ascertain the selling price and 
cable these facts to the United States 
customs authorities. Then, by figur­
ing the rate of exchange on the date 
of purchase, the government is en­
abled to set a proper value upon the 
goods for the collection of import du­
ties. A court of claims passes upon 
what are alleged to be unfair apprais­
als.

The situation is said to be some­
what like this: An American buying 
pound sterling say, on December 12, 
needed to pay in American money 
only $3.66 for British currency nor­
mally worth about $4.37. Now he 
goes to a factory in Nottingham, 
Eng., to buy laces and there, although 
prices of course are nigher than be­
fore the war, he pays for them in this 
depreciated British money and makes 
r “ handsome” profit. Then he ships 
the laces to the United States where, 
by reason of the inflation of the Am­
erican dollar, they are retailed for 
from 100 to 150 per cent above pre­
war prices.

The same importer, on trie same 
date, we will say. goes to France. In 
Paris he has exchanged his American 
dollars for francs. Normally there 
rre frao^s a dollar, but nr,'',T
he finds one Yankee “ simoleon” will 
buy 11.52 francs, about 60 ner cent 
more than before the war. The price 
of silk has gone uo but he goes to 
Lyons and there, with his depreciated 
French money, hp buys morn than 
ever bought before at “bargain” 
prices. The silks reach New York, 
where they are sold to the consumer 
at double their former I'etail price.

Grand Jury Report
Eastland, Texas, Dec. 18, 1919. 

Hon. E. A. Hill District Judge,
Eighty-eighth District of Texas:

We, the grand jury for the No­
vember, 1919, term of court, submit 
herewith our final report:

We have been in session eleven 
days, and have returned fifty-seven 
bills of indictment.

We have examined 179 witnesses, 
an ado—as—fulL investigation 

of matters brought to our attention 
as has been possible. However, these 
are some violations of the law which 
this grand jury has not the time to 
go into fully, and we recommend that 
the next grand jury give such mat­
ters as full investigation as possi­
ble. One matter to which we would 
call special attention is violation of 
the Sunday law. There seems to be 
a county-wide prevalence of the 
crime, and it does not appear to us 
that proper diligence is being exert­
ed bv local officers, in suppressing it. 
It should not be necessary for the 
grand jury to go into all petty of­
fenses when there are so many mat­
ters of greater importance requiring 
attention.

Considering the great influx of 
people into this county during the 
past year or two on account of the 
oil development, many of such peo­
ple bein -̂ of the most vicious type, we 
do not feel that there is an extreme 
pmop^t of crime, but a close watch 
should be always kept by the offi­
cers to weed out the criminals and 
either lock them ur> or drive them 
from our county. There has never 
been a time in our history when the 
officers were so much in need of 
the moral support of the citizens, and 
in every way possible the people 
should uphold Ue officers’ hands and 
assist them in ferreting out the mur­
derer, the burglar, footpad, gambler, 
prostitute and every class and char­
acter of undesirable citizen. In no 
other way can we expect the fullest 
amount of protection of our lives and 
property and homes.

We wish to say in this connection 
that we feel the county is to be con­
gratulated on the character of man 
we have for sheriff. We are con­
vinced by observation and investiga­
tion th"f D,n '"hoUff’c 'ippa’-Fi'int
doing its work honestly, faithfully
and efficiently and to tins is uue m 
a great measure the comparatively 
small amount of crime in the county.

The same may be said of the coun­
ty attorney’s department. A great 
responsibiiitv rests upon the county 
attorney and his assistants, and our 
observation is that the work of this 
department is being carefully and 
faithfully handled. We have had the 
fullest co-operation by this depart­
ment in our work here.

We find that only one justice of 
the peace in the county has filed a 
report as required by law, and we 
recommend that the dereliction be 
called to their attention, and that full 
and complete reports be demanded 
from each and every justice in the 
county at the next term of court.
