WASHINGTON, Dec. 18. — The 
American flag has been restored to 
forty-one of the world’s greatest 
ocean trade routes, the shipping board 
records in its annual report to con­
gress. ; Most of the ships are plying 
trans-Atlantic and South American 
lanes, the report said, but some of 
them are in waters wnere the Stars 
and Stripes have not been seen on 
commercial vessels for more than a 
generation.

Distribution of Hie government 
fleet of 1,230 vessels, aggregating 6,- 
791,080 tons, shows 2o6 vessels in 
the northern Europe trade. The 
trans-Atlantic trade is next with 197 
ships of 1,204,953 tons, engaged in 
the food relief service and 176 ships 
with a tonnage of 1,175,614 were 
still in use by the army on June 3t 
last.

Another 188 vessels were engaged 
in the South American trade; 73 ply­
ing to Brazil, 92 to La Plata and 2i 
to the west coast of South America. 
Sixty vessels were making regular 
sailing? to southern >v>,op* m o'- 
14 to Africa, 6 to India, 77 in the 
trans-Pacine, 143 to the vVest in diet, 
and 44 in the coastwise and New 
England coal trade.

The total gross revenues for the 
year were approximately $500,000,- 
000 as compared with $80,000,000 for 
1918, but no comprehensive state­
ment showing the profit or loss was 
available.

Expenditures totaled $2,515,692,- 
002. compared with $770,694,057 for 
.1918, $1,971,367,078 being for ship 
construction. Next heaviest was for 
inventory of materials, amounting to 
$177,734,648, and plant and-property 
expenses were placed at $167,786,- 
559.

It cost $62,065,935 to furnish ade- 
ouate housing accommodations for 
the employes of twenty-four ship-

Plan Meeting to 
Conserve Gas in 

Texas in January
AUSTIN, Dec. 18. — A conference 

of gas pipe line owners and the drill­
ers of the West Texas oil fields is to 
be held before the oil and gas divi­
sion of the railroad commission, dur- 
iig the early part of January, Maj. 
George C. Butts, chief'of the division, 
has announced. The purpose of this

conference is to make use of the 
immense amount of gas which is now 
going to waste. Plans for the con­
ference are yet to be worked out by 
Major Butts, but it will include a 
plan* whereby gas may be conserved 
and utilized.

The place for the conference has

not yet been determined but it will 
likely be at Eastland.

Major Butts believes that some 
plan can be devised by which there 
will be a material check to this wast­
age of gas, especially when it is 
badly needed for fuel purposes in 
most of the North Texas cities.

PUT NEW TRAINS BACK 
In a few days the Texas fuel situa­

tion will be normal, according to mine 
operators. With amelioration, trains 
which were cancelled on Texas lines 
should be restored. It is feared that 
some of the roads will make an effort 
to maintain a shortened train service, 
in which case it would be well for all 
chambers of commerce and commer­
cial organizations to keep their eyes 
wide open.

Now take this Dr. Copeland person, 
health commissioner of New York 
City—what does he know about farm 
women’s stockings ? Where does he 
get that stuff about city women being 
more inclined to silk stockings than 
her country sister?

Let the “ doc” come hither and lend 
an ear to Mrs. Beningna Green Kalb 
of Houston, Texas, secretary-treasurer 
of the Farm Women’s National con­
gress, now in Washington exerting 
her efforts in behalf of suffrage.

“ Rot,” says Mrs. Kaffi into the doc­
tor’s ear. r

She challenges him to produce sta­
tistics showing the silk stocking rate 
any higher among city women than 
among farm women.

Not Quite That!
The farm woman is no back num- 

number, Mrs. Kalb declares. She 
rouges, she corsets, she decolettes, she 
“ Robert Chambers’,” she does every­
thing New York women do—wel\ 
maybe not, but almost.

Middy blouse, bloomers and sandals, 
with or without stockings!

“The race will not be healthy until 
it learns to wear less clothes,” says 
Mrs. Kalb. “The sensible woman wears 
thin clothes. The thinner the cloth­
ing the more chance the skin has to 
get aired. Certainly I do not disap­
prove of low cut gowns. Of course, 
they must be worn on suitable occa­
sions. The modesty or immodesty of 
dress depends upon the state of mind 
of the observer.”

Discussing silk stockings and the 
flu, she says:

“ I agree with Dr. Copeland that 
silk stockings are better for the health 
than woolen ones. When he tries to 
prove it by showing that the mortality 
rate among farm women is higher 
than among city women, he is all 
wrong. Correct statistics show more 
deaths among city women than among 
farm women.

Social Scale Present.
Following Dr. Copeland’s own line 

of argument, more farm women must 
wear silk stockings than city women.

“ What city people seem to forj h 
is that there are classes in the coun­
try as r there are in the city. The 
class of women in the country that 
has the price to buy silk stockings 
buys them.

“ The rich farm woman dresses as 
smartly as any woman on Fifth ave­
nue when the occasion calls for it.

“ No, I do not approve of rouge. It 
shows bad taste. I do not agree with 
Dr. Copeland’s statement that it does 
no harm to the skin.”

PARIS. — The French police have 

just succeeded in rounding up eleven 
members of a gang of burglars known 
by the chrious name of the “ Bande des 
Magistrats,” whose sphere of opera­
tions was in Paris and the outskirts, 
and whose victims were principally 
jewelers and silversmiths.

Their method was original. After 
securing a haul they disposed of the 
stolen articles at a low price to sec­
ond-hand dealers known to be without 
scruples about the origin of the goods 
they bought. A few days later two 
members of the gang representing 
themselves as police officials, and 
armed with cleverly faked warrants, 
would call on the dealer, explaining 
that the police had arrested the 
thieves, who had confessed to having 
sold him certain stolen articles, a full 
description of which they gave.

They then proceeded to search the 
shop in order to identify the missing 
articles, confiscating all the jewelry 
and silver found, and attaching num­
erous official seals to the shop before 
leaving with their booty. Their pre­
tension to be connected with the law 
was strengthened by the fact that one 
of their members really was a police 
inspector, who had recently joined the 
force, probably with the idea of fa­
cilitating the work of the gang.
