551 AMERICANS 
SLAIN IN MEXICO 
SINCE NOV. 1910

By Associated Press
WASHINGTON, Dec. 13.— The Na­

tional Association for the Protection 
of American Rights in Mexico has 
sent out for publication tomorrow in 
newspapers throughout the country 
a map and statement showing that 
551 Americans have been killed in 
Mexico since Nov. 20, 1910.

Of . this number, the association 
states, 423 were civilians and 123 
soldiers or sailors. One hundred and 
sixty-seve‘fi Americans were slain 
during the Madero and Huerta re­
gimes, while 383 lost their lives since 
Carranza took control of the Mexicap 
government, according to the state­
ment.

In the list accompanying the map 
a number is assigned to each Ameri­
can killed and his or her name, date, 
place and manner of death and the 
source of information concerning the 
includes instances of alleged torture 
ner of death ranges from “ killed by 
stray bullet” to wanton murder, and 
includes instance sof alleged torture 
and mutilation.

The association gives as the sources 
of its information in preparing this 
map and statement three lists of 
Americans killed in Mexico or along 
the border, prepared by the state 
department; casualty lists of the war 
department; a list of Americans killed 
in Mexico prepared by Thomas E. 
Gibbon, author of “ Mexico Under 
Hoyranzp ^nfr'r1T,p+'̂ ô , '-ubmitted to 
the senate by Senator Albert B. Fall 
of New Mexico; newspaper articles 
giving the names, date and locations 
of murders, and information in the 
nosspssion of the National Association 
for the Protection of American Rights 
in Mexico.

Tn summing up the association says 
“ ‘Bandits’ were responsible for 18 
of the murders listed on the map, 

+o the ru-horities cited. 
Officials, officers, soldiers or follow­
ers of Carranza are cnarged with 76 
of the murders, according to the 
map. Villa and his band killed 81 of 
the Americans listed. Huertistas ac­
count for 41, Haderistas for 13 and 
Zapatistas for five, miscellaneous out­
laws listed bv the authorities cited as 
‘rebels,’ ‘revolutionists, ‘cattle thieves.'" 
‘smugglers’ and similar marauders 
Were responsible for 70 murders and 
23 Americans were killed bv bullets 
which crossed the border. Yaqui and 
Mayo Indians killed 18 Americans 
during the period covered by the map 
and casual rebels murdered six. In 
twentv-five of the cases listed the 
authorities were unable to determine 
who did the killing.”

Yesterday was one of the busiest 

days in the history of the fire depart­
ment. At 3:15 p. m. engine company 
and the Texas & Pacific railroad, on 
No. 1 made a run to Blackwell road 
a false alarm.

At 8:15 p. m., a false alarm caused 
a run to the Oil Well Supply shops,, 
at Clay street and Railroad avenue. 
A burning torch caused someone to 
think a fire was in progress.

While the truck was reloading 
about 400 feet of hose, which had 
been strung, an alarm was turned in 
from the Texas Pipe Line company’s 
garage. A run was made to the 
scene of the blaze but there was no 
fire plug near and the building was 
burned to the ground. Three trucks 
and two cars were burned and the 
loss to building and contents will run 
to several thousand dollars.

This blaze was started when H. C. 
McKeaver, a truck driver for the 
Texas Pipe Line company, attempted 
to locate a gasoline leak in his truck 
with the aid of a lighted lantern. An 
explosion occurred, burning Mc­
Keaver very badly about the face 
and arms and setting fire to the 
building.

McKeaver was brought to town 
and his wounds were dressed by Drs. 
White and Weir. He was then taken 
to the Ranger General Hospital in 
the ambulance of Jones, Cox & Co.

At 3:15 o’clock this morning the 
department was routed out by an 
alarm from the Lewis Light & Power 
company. A run to the scene dis­
closed the fact that a pool of waste 
oil had caught fire and the flames 
spread to a corner of the power 
plant. The fire was put out with 
slight damage to the structure.
