Eastland county tax roll prepared 

by County Assessor W. J. Herring­
ton and approved today by the coun­
ty commissioners court, place the-as­
sessed valuation of property in the 
county for 1927 at approximately 
$37,075,000 as compared to approxi­
mately $35,800,000 last year, making 
an increase of approximately $1,- 
250,000 for 1927. A further increase 
of around $2,000,000 in- valuations 
is in sight for next year. Revenue 
derived from the increase in valua­
tion this year for the county will to­
tal around $40,000.

Of the total assessed valuation for 
the county, $71,000 is for rural 
schools.

Of the total tax to be raised for 
the assessed valuation above $71,- 
000 is for rural schools; $248,398,- 
G5 goes to the state; and $685,877.47 
to the county.

DALLAS, Oct. — Braves from the 
Alabama Indians, Polk county, Texas, 
and the only tribe to reside on a res­
ervation in Texas will attend the 
State fair of Texas, Oct. 8 to 23, 
and display their curios from heathen 
days, basket weaving, bead work, 
and other tribal products, it was an­
nounced today by Harry Olmsted, 
president of the state exposition.

The Alabamians are settled on two 
sections of land deeded them by Sam 
Houston when he was president of 
Texas. No white man has ever built 
a structure on their reservation and 
their women folk do not speak the 
English language. Only one white 
woman has ever learned their dialect.

They pride themselves On the fact 
they have never fought the white 
man, and their history for the past 
300 years, is one of peaceful pur­
suits. The Indians were great friends 
of the French and left Alabama and 
Mississippi when the English gained 
control of those states from the 
French. They left Louisiana, coming 
to Texas, when the United States 
made the Louisiana purchase.

But few people in Texas know of 
the Indian reservation. They will 
form a part of the Polk county ex­
hibit and are being sent to Dallas by 
the Livingstone Chamber of Com­
merce.

Commissioner 
Of Banks Plans 

Annual Saving
By United Press.

AUSTIN, Oct 7.— Saving of
$100,000 a year in operation of the 
state banking department is the goal 
set for himself by James Shaw, re­
cently appointed bank commissioner.

If the reduction in department ex­
pense and the increased revenue of 
the first month of Shaw’s administra­
tion can be maintained through the 
year, the state’s gain will be more 
than $100,000. Allowing for less 
favorable months, Shaw expects to 
top that mark.

Twenty-two employes were taken 
off duty in the first month. More 
are to go, Shaw admitted today. 
Half the $100,000 is to be made by 
such economy. The other is to 
cme from collecting interest on 
funds.

On taking charge of the office, 
Shaw said he found in excess of 
$2,000,000 held by the department

On the operating expenses, Shaw 
presented these figures: Office ex­
pense liquidating department, Aug., 
1927, $13,500.26. The same for 
September was $8,663.08.

The saving is further analyzed by 
Shaw. August salaries were $11, 
929 89 and in September they were 
$7,561.35. The books and station­
ery accounts was cut from $131.71 
to $109.44 and the miscellaneous ex­
pense from $1,438.66 to $992.29.
