RAPID' QITY, S. D., Aug. 3.— The 
political thunderbolt which President 
Coolidge hurled against the world 
when he announced he did not choose 
to be a candidate for the presidency 
in 1922 stirred the telephone and tele­
graph from the far reaches of the 
country to the summer White Hous'' 
tpday. There were messages of con­
gratulation that he does not intend to 
seek another term and telegrams of 
despair that he is giving up the job 
before it is finished.

With characteristic silence Mr. 
Coolidge let the telegraphic storm 
rage around him without a miumur 
and went about his business just as 
if he had not suddenly renounced the 
throne of the Republican party.

These telephone and telegraph dis­
patches seeded to indicate that opin­
ion is devided as to whether his first 
announcement “ I do not choose to 
run, for president in 1928” was real­
ly a reununcation or merely a notice 
that he was not a candidate.

Those who interpret the president’s 
opinion usually follow his words so 
closely that they lose the true mean­
ing of them. Some of the newspaper 
men who have been with him for years 
have even called him the greatest 
showman on earth because of his abil­
ity to sense public sentiment.

They argue that the president 
merely put out the statement as a 
carefully worded document to quite 
the talk about “a third term.”

Stanley Baldwin 
Given Greetings 
On 60th Birthday

LONDON, Aug. 3.— Stanley Bald­

win, prime minister of England and 
first of the treasury, was the recip­
ient in Canada today of scores of 
messages, letters and telegrams sent 
him from England, the dominions and 
from many foreign countries, con­
gratulating him upon his sixtieth5 
birthday.

It concluded one of the busiest 
years of his political career during 
which the prolonged and financially 
disastrous coal stoppage of 1926 was 
brought to a conclusion, aiid the bet­
ting tax, the electricity hill for the 
consolidation of power stations and 
extension of the use of electricity in 
England, and the trade dispate and 
trades union bill making general 
strikes in England illegal in the fu­
ture were, passed.

Throughout the year he has been 
bitterly and persistently attacked in 
commons by the labor party, but 
Baldwin found solace from the at­
tacks by smoking his pipe and week­
end rests at his famous estate, 
“ Chequers,” where he specializes in 
raising pigs.

Although the labor and liberal 
press have several times hopefully 
anticipated that this retirement was 
near the suggestions have always 
been met by prompt denial from the 
conservative headquarters.

conference with West Texas Cham­
ber of Commerce officials here last 
night, W. B. Lanham and L. E.Dowd, 
specialists of the United States de­
partment of agriculture left for 
Wichita Falls to begin a survey of 
cotton in 20 West Texas and seven 
southern Oklahoma counties.

While the primary purpose of the 
survey is to increase the working 
knowledge of the department and to 
post farmers as to the grade of their 
cotton, E. H. Whitehead, assistant 
manager of the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce said after the confer-, 
ence last night that the survey would 
probably enable farmers in^the area 
to secure better prices for their cot­
ton.

The survey is part of a program 
being carried out by the department 
under the direction of Dr. D. Young­
blood, director of the Texas A. & M. 
experiment station who is on leave 
of absence in Washington.

Equipped To Land Cargo From 
M idasr While Traveling 

Hundred Miles An 
Hour

DETROIT, Aug. 3.— A huge mono­

plane equipped to land its cargo from 
midair while traveling 100 miles an 
hour was exhibited today for the first 
time at Ford Airport.

The craft resembled an enormous 
motor truck with wings attached.

It was towed onto the airfield from 
a giant hangar and when its three 
great motors were started the noise 
was deafening.

Described as the largest airplane 
ever built the craft measured <74 feet 
between the tips of the wings.

The Ranger Rotary Club today 
heard its delegate, Dr. T. T. Roberts 
of Cisco, tell of his trip to Ostenu 
and of the International Rotary Con­
vention there, which he attended as 
a delegate fi’om the Ranger and East- 
land Rotary Clubs.

Dr. Roberts, briefly, as time was 
limited, told of his trip from the time 
of the first luncheon in New York at 
the Waldof-Astoria, where one speak­
er told the American delegates that 
they were going to the convention as 
“Ambassadors of America,” to hK 
final home coming.

His party sailed on board the S. S. 
Corinthian and just as they crossed 
the imaginary half way line that di­
vided the two continents they wero 
given a welcome address by a Swede, 
which was responded to by Harry 
Rogers, at that time International Ro­
tary president.

The party observed Decoration Day 
aboard ship and scattered flowers in 
memory of the honored dead in the 
wake of the ship.

Dr. Roberts and Rev. Bruce Boney 
of Cisco were cabin mates and visit­
ed the old city of Antwerp, where 
they still wear wooden shoes and 
scrub the sidewalks, before they went 
to Ostend. In Antwarp they visited 
a very old cathedral, that was 98 
years in making and while looking 
down saw a great crowd around the 
city hall. When asked for an ex­
planation of the crowd they were told 
that it was free wedding day and 
crowds had gathered to get married, 
free or to see others marry.

In Ostend they were first taken 
to the House of Friendship. In this 
city they found the weather quite cold 
and wore overcoats on July 8. Most 
of the speeches, Dr. Roberts said 
were in English, but several were in 
French, which were interpreted. The 
main theme of the meeting seemed 
to be fellowship among t'he nations, 
he said.

Other visitors at today’s luncheon 
were O. D. Dillingham, a former mem­
ber of the Ranger Rotary Club, now 
of Abilene, O. T).

TILDEN AS AN ACTOR
By N. R. PACKARD 

(United Press Staff Correspondent)
LONDON— English friends of Wil­

liam T. Tilden, prominent American 
tennis player, are wondering what he 
has decided to do about a reported of 
fer to put him on the English stage.^

Prior to his departure for the 
United States, following the Wimble­
don matches, Tilden gave an inter­
view which has not been referred to j 
since his return but nevertheless some 
some of the prominent persons in the 
theatrical forld are recalling “ Big 
Bill’s” words and wondering if he 
really will try his luck on the sage as 
he did m the United States.

“ Of course,” said Tilden, who had 
been talking during his stay here to 
theatrical managers and producers 
about making his debut on the Lon­
don stage, “with a face like this, I 
play comedy, I have to, for I coiild 
not play either Romeo or Hamlet; I 
.don’t look that way.

“ No, I’m no Valentino ,and I have 
enough sense of humor to look my­
self straight in the face and make the 
best of it.

“ Please don’t be too definite about 
my plans because I have not settled 
anything yet. But it is possible that 
I may make my first appearance on 
the London stage in the fall and as 
the public have all been so nice _ to 
me as a tennis player I am hoping 
that they will feel the same about 
Tilden ,the comedian.

“ My attempts on the tennis courts 
and my attempts on the stage are 
quite separate, but I have done some 
film work. From my earliest youth I 
have been a keen amateur actor. Let 
me tell you how it came about.

“ In the states young Billy Quinn, 
a Scotch-American actor of 15 and a 
bit, has played with me in a play by 
Courtney Savage ‘They All Want

Something,’ taken from E. J. Ralph’s 
book ‘The Dark Chapter.’

“ When I said good-bye to Billy he 
told me that if I should meet Dennis 
Neilson-Terry and Miss Mary Glynne 
over here I must be sure to give 
them his love. Billy, you see, was 
with them when they played in the 
States. So one evening I went to 
see ‘The Ti rror’— wonderful stuff—  
and sent mj card around to Neilson- 
Terry.

“ He gave me a very warm wel­
come and incidentally I discovered 
that he is a keen tennis fan who plays 
a good game himself.

“ Several days later, after we had 
met frequently, Terry realized I had 
done some work on the stage and be­
gan to talk to me about appearing in 
London. Later we discussed the pro­
position with his partner. Other the­
atrical men have approached me but 
no decisions have been made as yet.

“ If we bring the play over, Billy 
Quinn will play in it, and I shall play 
my own part of a comedy character 
who begins in the first act as a tramp. 
In the second act, one of the gushing, 
clinging, sweetly vamping types of 
females asks me the question: “ Do 
you play tennis?” and you can imag­
ine how well that goes with the aud­
ience. The funny part of it is that 
particular sentence is culled from the 
original book and is not put in for 
effect.

“ I should very much like to play 
with an English company, but if it 
worked out better the American 
company would come here— all those 
things, however, are yet to be con­
sidered.”

“SERVING W EST TEXAS”
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Supervisors May 
k, Assist In Search 
t. For Potash Beds

By United Press.
AUSTIN, Texas, /lug. 3.— Plans to 

have state supervisors m the oil and 
gas fields aid in the search for pot­
ash beds in Texas are being worked 
out by the oil and gas division of the 
railroad commission..

Dr. E. H. Sell rrds of the bureau of 
economic geology of the University 
of Texas, me; with the oil and gas 
supervisors recently and outlined to 
them the conditions ur. ' rr which pot­
ash likely will be found in Texas. He 
warned them that a soluble potash 
will probably be encountered with 
salt beds and discussed how to prevent 
loss through water being introduced 
into such deposits.

Importance commercially of the 
potash discoveries was illustrated by 
the figures showing that $13,000,- 
000 worth of potash is imported an­
nually for fertilizers and about $1,- 
000,000 is produced annually in the 
United States.

Inspectors present from several sec­
tions expressed the belief that potash 
deposits have been passed through 
without discovery. One reported eviL 
der.ee of a potash deposit 22 miles 
west of Beaumont where the Gulf 
company was drilling for oil.

Dr. Sellards said that there is every 
reason to expect potash beds will be 
found in connection with the salt 
dome in the coast country. Texas 
potash, 'he said, is apparently a de­
posit left by the drying up of the 
large inland sea that once covered 
parts of Texas and extended as far 
north as Kansas. Normally, he said, 
the potash would be in beds of a few 
feet, on top of salt.

He warned, however, that subse­
quent inundations, and other changes 
might result in the potash being found 
other than on top of salt.

Dr. Sellard expressed belief that 
the first test made in Midland coun­
ty under the federal appropriation of 
$100,000 a year for five years, pass­
ed through potash without discovering 
it.

The next test contemplated under 
the federal appropriation will be made 
at Metz. Ector county, Dr. Sellards 
indicated. A test is expected also in 
the northwest part of Crockett coun­
ty. __________

More Need Than Ever For Vacations

Why should we take vacations? 
The old adage, “ All work and no play 
makes Jack a dull hoy” is sufficient 
answer, though by no means the only

the two nations on a basis of friend­
ship and co-operation would not be 
frowned upon by this government. 
Leaving other considerations aside, 
it might appeal to Britain solely be­
cause she knows the United States 
could outbuild her if the issue should 
come to that kind of a showdown.

It is rather to be assumed that the 
people of this country and of the 
British empire would welcome an 
agreement designed to eliminate the 
possibility of war between the world’s 
two greatest powers. Such a war is 
often declared “unthinkable,” but his­
tory reveals that power moves west­
ward along with civilization and that 
up to the present time war has ac­
companied the process. Now that 
the world is for the first time pretty 
well in the hands of peoples who 
speak the same language, the time 
may have te come to call the turn on 
history’s repetitive trend.

Far-seeing men have long since 
suggested the wisdom of an Anglo- 
American understanding as a potent 
factor for world peace and interna­
tional happiness. The idea has not 
been confined to mere theorists_ and 
comparative riobodies. The Scripps- 
Howard newspapers made such a 
proposal years ago and more recently 
it has been endorsed by William Ran­
dolph Hearst. '

Now, with the demonstration at 
Geneva that from a purely strategic 
standpoint based on geographical 
limitations and dissimilarities of in­
terest the United States and Britain 
find it hard to agree on standardized 
shapes and sizes for their respective 
navies, the world echoes more than 
ever before with pleas for measures 
of safety such as some once felt 
would be achieved through the 
League of Nations.

Ambassador Houghton apparently 
had an Anglo-American agreement in 
mind recently when he proposed, 
without mentioning names, reciprocal 
pledges in which contracting nations 
should agree not to attack each other 
for 100 "years. He tied up this sug­
gestion with a plan to limit wars to 
those declared by popular vote.

Many persons make the mistake of 
spending most of their time in a se­
dentary occupation and overdoing in 
vacation periods. One of the’'great­
est surgeons of all time made this 
serious mistake. The reference is to 
Dr. Nicholas Senn, who died in 1905 
after a vacation in South America 
climbing mountains. He was brought 
back to Chicago on a stretcher, with 
an acutely dilated heart, and never 
recovered. His heart was untrained 
to the severe strain which he put up­
on it in what he planned to be a rest 
period.

A  vacation should he a recreation. 
This word corries from the latin word 
meaning to create anew or again. 
Our vacations should create new vig­
or and improved health.

The great open spaces in the west, 
among others, afford ideal vacation 
spots, and many will soon be going to 
the back-to-nature places. A  word 
of warning needs be sounded regard­
ing sanitation and the results of im­
proper sanitation.

The boll worm and boll weevil are' 
at work in the cotton fields of East- 
land county and are doing much dam­
age at this time, accroding to J. R. 
Layfield, farmer living three and one- 
half miles northeast of Eastland.

“ The flea got the early cotton crop 
and now the weevil and the worm, it 
seems, are going to get the late crop,” 
Mr. Layfield said.

Mr. Layfield has arranged a culti­
vator on which he has fastened side- 
bars made of one-inch pipe with this 
he is dragging his cotton and at the 
same time plowing it. With this drag 
many of the punctured bolls and 
squares, which barber insects, are 
knocked off on to the ground where 
Mr. Layfield believes the hot sun and 
sand may kill them.

The weevil and worm, Mr. Layfoeld 
says, has increased in numbers great­
ly sirr-e the recent rain and that hot, 
dry weather for the next few weeks,1 
will save the cotton.

“My feed cron this year is better 
than last year, ’ Mr. Layfield said.
