Fifty additional blocks of paving 
will be added to Ranger’s existing 
paving and at a meeting of the City 
Commission Wednesday night, forty 
were definitely designated. Work 
on a $200,000 paving program will 
start as soon as the necessary pre­
liminaries can be worked out.

•On account of the city of Ranger 
having adopted the state paving law 
in its charter, the city pays one- 
fourth of the cost of all paving and 
the property holders on each side of 
the street their proportionate three 
fourths. While the cost of paving 
per block was estimated by figures 
given by Billy Burke, paving man 
who was present as to the cost of 
various paving, it was figured that 
the cost would run around $225 or 
$250 per fifty foot lot.

R eady to Sign
Some of the streets designated be­

low will be paved without a hitch on 
the part of the property holders as 
they are already to sign up. Others 
may encounter more or less trouble 
but it is thought that in view of the 
fact of the additional value it adds 
to property and the long time pay­
ments, there will be little trouble in 
carrying out the entire program.

While only 40 blocks were des­
ignated last night the city will pave 
f.O blocks before it completes its pro­
gram, but these blocks will be des­
ignated later.

The following streets were official­
ly designated to be paved:

South Mansion from Pine to 
Mesquite, 2 blocks; Elm from inter­
section of South Marston to South 
Hodges, 2 blocks; South Hodges one 
block north to Pine; two blocks south 
io Mrs. Sabina Tibbel’s property line; 
intersection of Mesquite and South 
Hodges; 375 feet west on Mesquite, 
total eight blocks.

Prohibition Is 
Still Great Rig 

Political Issue

WASHINGTON. —  Whatever the 
benefits or damage accomplished by 
prohibition, the great “ wet and dry” 
fight has completely altered the poli­
tical situation. i\t the republic.

Whether he is running for the 
presidency or a constabieship, a can­
didate for office tdoay must meet the 
issue and declare himself. Regardless 
of his personal merits and the sound­
ness of the rest of his nlatform. he 
must face t'he likelihood that he will 
be elected or defeated by a certain 
number of voters who will be sway­
ed by his attitude toward the Vol­
stead Act.

To be sure, he may straddle the is­
sue, but many candidates have fouud 
that there is no safety in such a course 
when his opponents are straightfor­
ward about it.

Thus, a man may be a perfect wiz­
ard at catching stray dogs and lose his 
position at the pound to a partially 
blind and lame fellow who >s better 
adapted to the pursuit of tortoises 
but who nevertheless “ thinks right” 
on prohibition.

The country loses its Wadsworths 
and Lenroots and gains its Heflins 
and Mayfields. Or it loses its Peppers 
and Butlers and gains its Vares, all 
with little regard to the actual mer­
its of these men.

The great importance of the pro­
hibition issue to a politician’s career 
is matches.%. of course, by its import­
ance to the two great national par­
ties.

It threatens to wreck the Democrat­
ic party completely and it becomes 
more and more likely to cause seri­
ous trouble for the Republicans.

Both parties are subject to the tug- 
of-war between the two forces. The 
difference seems to be that the Dem­
ocrats bold their dogfights in the op 
en while Republicans, relatively 
speaking and insofar as national pol­
itics goes, keep theirs behind the 
scenes. At this writing there appears 
to be some faint talk of a wet bloc 
at the next Republican national con­
vention, made up of delegates from 
such states as New York. New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and Illinois. But it” j 
very faint.

United S t a t e s ,  Great: 
Britain And Japanese 
Make Joint Statement

GENEVA, Aug. 4.— Failure of

President Coolidge’s naval limitations 
conference was announced today in 
a joint declaration by the delegates 
of Japan, Great Britain and the
United States.

The declaration said the delegates 
deemed it advisable to adjourn the 
present conference and submit the 
problems raised to their respective 
governments for further study.

Announcement of the purpose to 
adjourn the conference was made at 
a plenary session which met this after 
noon after having been postponed 
from Monday when the collapse of 
the conference was expected.

Convocation of the next Weshing- 
ton arms conference early in 1931 
instead of in November of that year 
was recommended in the joint decla­
ration.

Hugh S. Gibson, principal Ameri­
can delegate opened the plenary ses­
sion with an announcement that it 
would be the last meeting of the con­
ference.

After detailing the American, Eng­
lish and Japanese proposals for naval 
limitations and explaining the points 
of agreement and disagreement the 
joint declaration announced that the 
delegations recommended that the 
points upin which agreement were 
reached be used as a basis for con­
tinuing the efforts to limit auxiliary 
war craft, cruisers, destroyers and 
submarines.

More Railroads 
Grant Rates For 

Tulsa Oil Show
Special Correspondence.

TULSA, Aug. 4.— The second 
passenger association to grant special 
reduced round-trip fares to the 
Fourth International Petroleum Ex­
position to be held here from Sept. 
24 to Oct. 1, was announced today 
by officials of the exposition.

The_ Central Passenger Association, 
comprising the state of Ohio, Indiana, 
Illinois and parts of Pennsylvania, 
New York, Michigan, Kentucky and 
Missouri in which oil is produced, has 
granted the special rates for the 
round trip o f one and one-half times 
the regular one-way fare, according 
to a letter received by General Man­
ager J. B. Gibbons from C. A. Fox, 
chairman of the association. The 
Southwestern Passenger Association 
granted the same rate, it was an­
nounced several days ago. Other 
Passenger associations are expected 
to follow in a few days

The special tickets will be on sale 
Sept. 21 and will be good until Oct. 
5, Mr. Fox stated in his letter.

Several special trains are expected 
tc be run to Tulsa for the exposition, 
as has been the case in previous years 
Groups of oil men in Bradford, Pa., 
Dallas, Fort Worth and Houston, 
Texas, and Los Ang*eles are planning 
special trains. Thousands of oil men 
from all over the nation and many 
foreign representatives are expected 
here for the exposition.

WATER RIGHTS.
Down in San Saba county an irri­

gation district was organized for the 
purpose of damming the San Saba 
river and irrigating the rich valley 
lands, only to find out that the river 
could not be dammed because some­
where further down the watershed 
prior water rights existed.

A West Texas farmer decided he 
would build a little dam across a 
small stream in his pasture to im­
pound flood waters as a provision for 
his stock against a reason of possible 
drouth, but he too found out that 
that prior water rights existed fur­
ther down the watershed that included 
his pasture and he could not con­
struct the dam.

The citizens of Brown county de­
cided they would build a dam across 
a stream in that county but they too 
found prior water rights existing fur­
ther down the Colorado river.

For at least the last quarter of a 
century the people of San Saba coun­
ty have been clamoring for an irri­
gation system and now that a feas­
ible plan has finally been accepted 
by the land owners they find that 
they are denied the use of the water.

Under the administration of R. Q- 
Lee of Cisco two years ago water 
conservation and irrigation was the 
main topic of the West Texas Cham­
ber of Commerce, along with a sys­
tem of diversified farming.

Now what are the farmers of West 
Texas going to do? It would appear 
they cannot provide water for their 
livestock, much less for irrigation 
purposes.

What is going to be the decision of 
the board of water engineers? Are 
the people of West Texas going to be 
denied water rights altogether? Is 
the man who lives in West Texas go­
ing to be discriminated against? Is 
there going to be an economic pen­
alty placed on the man who chooses 
to w;ork a farm or operate a ranch 
in West Texas rather than in some 
other part of the state?

The era of agricultural develop­
ment is just really getting under good 
headway in West Texas and a sen­
sible program of water conservation 
is going to be one of the big factors 
in the agricultural growth of that 
section of the state.

There is no disputing the fact that 
West Texas has its seasons of drouth, 
which must be provided against and 
the only provision possible is the im­
pounding of flood waters during sea­
sons of heavy rainfall.

Surely there can be nothing that 
smacks of justice in denying the San 
Saba county application to dam the 
San Saba river or the Brown county 
application or any other application 
for a permit to build reservoirs and 
store the water that falls in West 
Texas.

Eight Men Are Known 
Dead And Others Are 
R e p o r t e d  M i s s i n g

By United Press.
CLAY, Ky., Aug. 4.— Death again 

stalked the West Kentucky Coal com­
pany mine near here today after 
giving this little mining center a 10- 
year respite.

An explosion 170 feet beneath the 
earth’s surface wrecked the mine 
shaft, trapping more than a score 
of workers late yesterday.

Eight miners are known to be dead 
and nine were missing in the same 
shaft where 61 miners lost their lives 
10 years ago to the day in a similar 
accident.

A gas pocket in the shaft was 
blamed for the explosion which oc­
curred as the employes were leaving 
the mine. Most of the 240 workmen 
had been hoisted to the surface. Be­
cause gas was collected in the pass­
age, rescue workers were forced to 
use gas masks. It was feared those 
miners not killed by the explosion 
had succumbed to gas.

It may take three or four days to 
reach the missing men officials said. 
A dozen injured men were taken 
from the shaft and given first aid.

STOMFORD, Aug. 3. —Two months 

have been woven into the span of the 
1927-28 year of rne West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce, the year 
which will mark the completion of a 
historic decade of service to the great 
West by its regional commercial or­
ganization.

Following the close of the colorful 
ninth annual convention of the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce held in 
Wichita Fails the latter part of May, 
organization began its tenth year un­
der the new ; resident, R. W. Hayriie, 
and the 19° 7-28 directorate with an 
auspicious board meeting at Cisco> 
early in June. At this gathering, a 
record breaker in point of attendance 
and enthusiasm, a vigorous and con­
structive program for the year was 
out lined, To put this program into 
effect, the West Texas lawyer at the 
head of the chamber chose from the 
cream of the West, one hundred and 
twenty-nine business leaders and pro­
fessional men to serve on the eleven 
active bureaus of the organization.

Among the first official actions 
for the tenth year of the West Texas 
Chamber was provision for creation 
cf two new bureaus, enlarging the 
scope of its work. These are the Oil 
and Cos Bureau, already functioning, 
and the Poultry and Dairy Bureau, 
whose organization will be completed 
this fail.

Another monumental action take:i 
by the West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce during the first month of its 
tenth year cf operation was its inter­
vention in tho interest of the irriga­
tion districts of Brownwood and San 
Saha. The case is still pending be­
fore the State Board of Water En­
gineers, and the West Texas body 
has announced that it will fight to a 
finish for its stand that West Texas 
is entitled to use its own water and 
rain fall in any manner it sees fit. 
This looms up as one of the most im­
portant considerations of the regional 
organization for 1927-28.

The most outstanding work of the 
W’ est Texas Chamber of Commerce 
for July, the second month of its 
tenth year of service, and one of the 
most successful of all its enterprises, 
was the execution of the motorcade 
to resort sections of the Davis Moun­
tains of West Texas and to the scenic

wonderland of Eastern New Mexico. 
Much good for the entire Western 
section is already apparent from this 
tour which attracted the attention of 
the State Highway Commission, some 
of whose members made the trip, to 
needs cf West Texas in the matter of 
road and highway construction. The 
whole territory of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce as a pleasure, 
health and vacation resort region was 
benefitted from exploitation of the 
idea, “ See the Scenic West First.”

In connection with the motorcade 
and a part of the July'program of 
the West Texas organization, two 
district conventions of the body were 
held in the outer bclrders of its west­
ern territory.

August opens the third month in 
the tenth year span of work of the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce. 
One of the major considerations at 
the present time is the Panhandle- 
North Plains District Convention toi 
be held at Wellington within the next 
few weeks.

Another project underway is or­
ganization of the All-Texas exhibit 
which is to be prepared by the West 
Texas Chamber in connection with 
the East and South Texas regional 
organization as a part of the Dairy­
ing in Dixie Exhibit of the South.

Additional district conventions, 
completion of the Poultry and Dairy 
Bureau and other matters to be an­
nounced later will occupy attention 
cf the regional organization of the 
West until Fall.

LONDON, Aug. 4.— Thirteen years 
ago tonight the entire British Cabi­
net assembled in the cabinet room at 
No. 1C Downing’ Street.

Some of the members of the cabi­
net sat calmly smoking, others anxi­
ously Avatched the little mahagony 
clock on the mantel tick away the 
weary hours, still others Avere torn 
between a d A v in d lin g  hope and a 
struggle to maintain confidence. The 
clock chimed the hour of eleven. The 
Prime Minister, Herbert Asquith, 
arose and addressed the Cabinet. 
There were tears in his eyes as he 
quietly, but firmly announced, 
“ Gentlemen of the Cabinet, the time 
has expired, we are at war.”

Much water has flowed under the 
bridge of time since that never to be 
forgotten, night when the Cabinet 
held its vigil to await to the last 
minute a reply from the Imperial 
German Government to the British 
GoA'ernment’s ultimatum demanding 
immediate recognition of the neutrali­
ty of Belgium and demanding the im­
mediate withdrawal of all German 
troops from Belgian territory.

Millions of people from the utter­
most part of Scotland to the remote 
cliffs of Southern England were 
ihroAvn into a frenzy of excitement 
Thousands crowded the streets of i

that are picked from abroad.
Placing these countries to one side 

and observing the rest of Europe, one 
sees a jumbled mass of petty bicker­
ings. hatreds and animosities, the 
smallest of which might again, involve 
the entire continent in a bloody con­
flict.

First in these can be mentioned 
Great Britain— too much involved 
with her OAvn troubles at home to 
look for trouble elsewhere,-— but 
standing ever ready to shoAv any na­
tion that “ the Lion’s tail cannot he 
trod upon.”

France still bickers and bites with 
Germany, maintaining her right to 
keep a large army of occupation in 

j the Rhineland “ for her protection.” 
Likewise she has her own troubles in 
the numerous dashes Avith the Riffian 
tribes of her territory in Morocco.

Italy is involved in the Balkans, 
probably more than any of the other 
great European powers. Liberal quar­
ters contend that there are numerous 
sources of trouble for Europe in 
Italy’s policy in Albania. Italy is 
also having continual trouble with 
her territory in Tripoli, where her 
troops suffer numerous, conflicts Avith 
native tribe's.

C lub Misses Speaker
The sixth place Cleveland club of 

today is, with the exception of Trisl 
Speaker, center fielder and 1920 
manager, exactly the same aggrega­
tion that pressed the Yankees for the 
pennant last year.

In spring training this year the 
Indians looked no more impressive 
than last season. It struck me as 
about a fifth place club. Mindful uf 
what it did last season, however, I 
realized most anything could happen.

This year it again happened, but 
with a reverse English. Instead of 
being a pennant contender all the 
way, the club has been floundering 
around in the second division since 
the start.

The unexpected failure can largely 
be traced to lack of good pitching.
