PRICES OF MEAT ANIMALS
DROP FOURTEEN PER CENT

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—Meat
animals have been selling by farmers

for a whole year ending with Sept.,
1920, at prices that were lower than
they were in the preceding year by
14 per cent. The fall in prices, com-
pared with the former years, began
in Sept., 1919. These statements are
based on prices ascertained by the
bureau of crop estimates, United
States department of agriculture.

Prices of: these animals were grad-
ually inereasing to the calendar year
1914, but they fell 8 per cent in
1915, .followed by a gain of 17 per
cent in 1916, of 49 per cent in 1917,
when the peak of gain was reached,
of 17 per cent in 1918, and of less
than 1 per cent in 1919.

RAISING FUEL.

Tt is now in ordep for some. persous
to set up a howl at the announced inten-
tion of Nebraskd farmers to burn corn
instead' of coal so long as the reduced
prme of thc former and the increased
cost of the latter remain in effect. Super-
ficially it would. appear’ that this prac-
tice would be dangerous to the economic
life of the nation. The presumption
mlght be reasonable that if the supply
is forced helow mnormal by this method
it will tend to keep food prices up to
their present onerous level.

But if the price of food is increased
by this practice, the price of fuel should
be lowered in like measure; for in this
instance the two are being weighed in the
balance of compensation. If one goes
‘ Tf this
should not prove to be tha .case, one
failure would not prove the proposition
unsound. It “might possibly be in the
vear 1920, for the crop was planted with
the intention of usrnv it as food for man
and beast. :

" But there is’ no reason why ' corn
sﬁauld not be planted for the purpose
of bemg used - ag fuel, if comparative
r‘rrcos warrant its ooonomu‘al use in that
manner.. Tt would not be waste,
{uel as well a5 food ‘and clothing is a
noéeésit& of life; rlhd corn ~would not
mor'ﬂ'éc-'thorough]y be ‘destroyed by use as
fuel than it'is as food.

‘The raising of fuel erops is just as
practical as the raising of food crops
and clothing crops, once we get the habit.
And if prices permit its economical use,
we wager that housewives in the coal
burning regions would welcome the

In the recent war Gen. Townshend dis-
tinguished himself in Mesopotamia, where
acling oun his own initiative he conquered
thalf the country. He fought and won the
.battlw of Kurna, Amara and Ctesiphon,
i as commander of  the Sixth division.
Then, acting *under superior orders and
] he occu-
pied Kut-el-Amara with 15,000 men, and
was beseiged by a force of 30,000 Turks
jofficered by Germans. He held out for
five months, when he surrendered by
order of this government. His force had
been reduced to 7,000. rations were cut
to f{ive ounces of flour per day and his
mén were dying with starvation and di-
sedse at the rate of twenty a day.

While a prisoner in Constantinople
for more than a year, he made three un-
successful attempts to escape. Toward
the end of the war, while still a prisoner,
he arranged details im the surrender of
i Turkey.

His ' military career has been filled
with honors for gallant service. Enter-

ing the Royal Marines in 1884, at the
age of 20, he became a major in 1895, a
lieutenant-colonel in 1904, a brigadier
general in 1909 and a major general in
1911. He was with the Royal Fusiliers
in 1900 and with® Shropshire Light In-
fantry in 1908,

In Africa and India.
He served in the Soudan expedition

at Suakim with mounted infantry, in the
Nile expedition with the Guards' Camel

Regiment and in the Desert Column ac-
tion of the Abu Klea and Gubat in 188%
and 1885. For this service he was men-
tioned in dispatches and  received 8
bronze ‘medal with two clasps and a
bronze star. A medal with a clasp was
awarded him for his work iy the Hunza
Nagar expedition in 1801-1892,
During the seize of the Chitral fort he
commanded the garvison, was thanked hy
the government of Tudia, commended in
dispatches, veceived a medal with two
clasps and was breveled a licutenant-col-
onel. He was mentioned in dispatches
and received a clasp for his Atbara and
Nile work in 1898, where also the medal
of the Distinguished Service Order was
conferred upon hLim." Ile served through
the Boer war in 1889-1900 and com-
manded a division of the territorial force
in 1912-13. IIis gallantry in ‘Mesopo-
tamiag in 1914, 1915 and 1916 won him
commendation in dispatches and a
kgnthood in the order of K. C. B.
