Regular Session of The 
Legislature Will Ended 
On March 16, at Noon

By United Press.
AUSTIN, March 10.--The regular 

session of the fortieth legislature 
will end Wednesday, March 10 at 12 
o’clock noon, the senate this morning 
having adopted hquse concurrent 
resolution providing- for sin die ad­
journment at that time. The vote 
was 21 to 8.

After tomorrow legislators will re­
ceive only $2 per day.

The tobacco tax hill was killed to­
day when the house by a vote of 77 
to 58, defeated a motion by Sutter- 
white to take up the measure on third 
reading and final passage. Two 
thirds vote, or 88, was necessary to 
bring up the bill.

Appeal from the decision of the 
chair holding that a two thirds vote 
was necessary at this stage of the 
session was made but the chair was 
sustained 98 to 21. The bill was 
passed to engrossment by the house 
Tuesday night, 67 to 41.

It is generally understood that 
both houses will remain in session at 
least a week longer at the two dollars 
a day rate at the request of Governor 
Moody who is; anxious to have some 
important legislation passed at this 
term.

It is generally understood that the 
remaining days'of the term will be 
given over to important legislation 
only. Included in that is the revision 
of the highway law, the two or three 
cents tax on the gallon of gasoline, 
and other matters that can hardly be 
reached and finished. The prison 
law that is sponsored byvthe governor 
also will come up for consideration.

WASHINGTON, March 10.-—The 

United States has no intention of in­
tervening to establish a protectorate 
over Nicaragua, the state department 
informed the senate foreign relations 
committee in Secret session just be­
fore congress adjourned.

One American has- been killed in 
the Nicaraguan civil war, a depart­
ment official also testified, according 
to the hearings made public by Chair­
man Borah of the committee.

Stokely Morgan, chief of the Latin- 
American division of the department, 
testified for two days, giving details 
of the department’s Nicaraguan pol­
icy, in the course of which he stated 
that Secretary of State Kellogg had 
assured him that there was no inten­
tion of accepting the Diaz proposal 
for a 100-year American protectorate.

WASHINGTON, March 10.— Con­
gress has gone home for nine months 
rest and turned the capitol over to 
the tourists again.

Historic chambers, where a few 
days ago, statesmen bustled, page 
boys scurried, and all was activity, 
now are dark and silent. Only the 
unending line of tourists, who be- 
seige Washington every spring and 
summer, are now seen in these cor­
ridors.

The senate chamber is vacant arid 
but one gallery door remains open to 
admit sightseeing’ visitors who may 
hear guides describe to them the tur­
bulence which visits the chamber 
time times when the senate is in 
session.

The big House chamber is deserted 
too.

A few senators and representatives 
have remained in town to clean up 
their desks before going back home, 
but the majority left the day con­
gress adjourned. Most of the offices 
are being manned by clerks and 
stenographers to care for claimants 
from back home and constituents 
seeking passports and what nots from 
the government.

Unless President Coolidge is forced 
to call an extra session of the new 
congress, this will be the placid scene 
at-*the capitol for nine months until 
the first Monday of next December 
when congress will convene by order 
of the constitution.

The supreme court chambers in 
the center of, the building- are the 
only rooms displaying and official 
activity. The court does not adjourn 
with congress but quietly works in 
its own way and furnishes little noise 
or dfetcitement.

Hatcher reported. General revenue 
fund had a balance of $5,290,830, 
available school fund $5,849,005; 
highway fund, $6,573,331.

WASHINGTON, March 10— Every 

application for loans on bonus cer­
tificates will be taken care of by 
the Veterans Bureau, despite the fail­
ure of congress to appropriate funds 
for that purpose. Director Frank T. 
Hines of the Veterans Bureau an­
nounced today after la conference 
with President Coolidge.

Loans on certificates, Hines said, 
Would total approximately $5,000,000 
a month, and the bureau will make 
ready that sum by taking $3,000,000 
from the premiums of paid in in­
surance, and $2,000,000 from the 
sale of invested government securi­
ties.

The policy of the bureau will be 
to discourage loans as much as possi­
ble, Hines said. Unless the borrower 
can show actual need for the money, 
the bureau may deny the loan, lie 
added.

The banks of the country seem 
unwilling to handle the paper, and 
so expressed themselves, so an effort 
was made to have congress act on 
it, which was lost when the bail like 
hundreds of others failed to ma­
terialize. Prospects are bright for a 
bill to remedy existing conditions at 
the next term.

AUSTIN, March 10.— Conference 

committees of the senate and house 
today agreed on the differences in the 
bill increasing salaries of judges of 
the higher courts and the district 
courts, the amendment adopted by 
the house being accepted. When the 
report is adopted by the seriate and 
house the bill will be sent to the gov­
ernor for his approval.

Salaries of members of the su­
preme court and court of criminal 
appeals are increased from $6,500 to 
$8,000 annually; members of the 
various courts of civil appeals from 
$5,000 to $7,000. District judges’ 
salaries are increased from $4,000 to 
$5,000.

Members of the commission of ap­
peals are to receive $7,000 instead 
of $6,500.

The senate killed house joint reso­
lution by Brown, proposing amend­
ment to the constitution providing for 
terms of school officers and members 
of boards not to exceed 10 years, and 
authorizing a county school tax not to 
exceed 50 cents.

House joint resolution liberalizing 
payment of pensions to Confederates 
and their widows and exempting 
church, Y. M. C. A. and Y. W- C. A. 
properties from taxation were passed 
finally by the senate.

TH E  R O A D  L IG H T  H OG.
Last Sunday night the road light 

hog added another victim to his list. 
The Cisco man who was killed when 
his car went into the ditch was the 
victim, according to advices received 
from reliable sources. It was the 
lights on the car of one meeting him 
that caused the acccident and not the 
storm, because it was not raining. 
The hog is wise in his ways. He gets 
his lights tested before he buys his 
license and then after getting his li­
cense he pushes them up again. There 
ought to be a stricter enforcement of 
the law. It’s a shame. It’s really 
dangerous to travel in an auto at 
night.

Not only is the bright light hog 
still here, but his dearest friend, 
“Dead-Eye Dick,” the one-light man. 
He is as bad as the bright light hog. 
“Dead-Eye Dick” can be seen on the 
streets of Ranger, Eastland and other 
towns in West Texas. The city ordi­
nances of Ranger, Eastland and prac­
tically every other city and town in 
the state has an ordinance against 
one light on a car.

But that is neither here nor there, 
we are after the road hog and espe­
cially the road light hog who causes 
death because of his bright lights and 
wanting to hog the road. We know it 
to be a fact that there is no use to 
give the road light hog any signal, 
such as winking your lights. He pays 
no- attention to it, that we know. 
Women and children do not make up 
a part of his existence, and likes to 
ply his hog trade when he sees them 
in a car.

There ought to be a law passed 
making a jail sentence compulsory for 
violations of the traffic laws on the 
road. The state lost a citizen Sun­
day night, a valuable asset.

It would not be a bad 
idea to have lights tested oftener than 
once in six months. That would help 
some.
