Skeleton Gives

murder. The skeleton was brought into 
court Tuesday when the state began its 
prosecution.

35 PER CENT 
AT LOCAL YARD

New Price Is Prompted by , Latest Wholesale 
Quotations.

A thirty-five per cent reduction in 
lumber has been posted by at least one 
lumber company in Ranger. This re­
duction followed immediately after the 
mills had reduced the wholesale price 
a corresponding amount. The price of 
builders’ hardware and plumbing supplies 
have not followed the lead of lumber in 
building materials. The greatest reduc­
tion in these lines have been less than 
111 per cent.

However, it is believed that the les­
ser price of lumber will give an added 
impetus to building activities of all kinds. 
Many folks who have waited for this 
moment will begin the construction of 
homes and other constructions that have 
been planned will go forward.

It is the opinion of the manager of 
the lumber company where the les* 
ser price has been posted that no 
further reductions will follow. Thi* 
is supported by the knowledge that 
labor at the mills has not been re­
duced and probably will not until 
the reduction of all commodities 
reach local centers.
The advance guard of this reduction 

was in clothing. Many local merchants 
have reduced prices until they are on 
a plane with those that will be asked for 
merchandise in the spring provided thera 
is no further drop.

The reductions in rgoceries, such as 
flour, meal, meat and bacon have not 
been appreciably felt in Ranger yet but 
it is expected that there -will be a down­
ward trend in these commodities soon.

The price of beef <-attle has steadily 
fallen until at present it is said that 
beef on the hoof is worth about *12 
cents a pound. Pork is said to bo worth 
It  cents per pound. Corn, oats and 
other grains have all suffered substan­
tial reductions.

But, our informant continues, if the trap 
is placed beneath a pile of trash or oth­
erwise covered up, in such manner that 
the rat can work his way into it, it will 
be filled every night. This isj explained, 
he says, because one rat sees another dis­
appear from sight and fail to return. Be­
lieving the first one has found something, 
another follows, and also is trapped, and 
still' others, desirous of grabbing their 
share of the hidden spoils, follow in their 
footsteps.

It’s at least worthy of trial. If human 
effort can thin the rats out a little bit, 
the cats of the commpciity may roam tin 
streets and yards with some degree of 
security.

ISSUES SHOULD WIN FOR COX.

Betting odds and such like indications 
would lead one to the belief that the Re­
publicans will win Tuesday’s election by 
a large majority. Yet it may be like the 
advance dope on a football game, when 
every so often the team adjudged to have 
no chance is returned the winner.

Analyzing the issues in the campaign, 
it would seem that Governor Cox should 
wia by a reasonable majority, unless the 
voters are actuated solely by an unrea­
sonable prejudice against the Democratic 
party and belef that a change of admin­
istration would be beneficial. Triic, there 
is the usual financial depression which 
seams to bob up during a campaign, and 
is laid to Democratic incompetency it 
they are in power, and to fear of an ad­
justment being made necessary, if they 
are out, but might come in. Then, too, 
there has undoubtedly been waste o f  pub­
lic money and perhaps some graft in the 
handling of government property acquir­
ed during the war. That is the fault of 
the bureaucracy aud would be true what­
ever party were in power, but mauy per­
sons will be inclined to* blame it on the 
administration.

But to return to the .issues : It would
seem that Cox should win the labor vote 
because of his well known and consistent 
stand for the nation’s sociological wel­
fare and the law's he has sponsored for 
the welfare of the toiler. Women in gen­
eral favor the League of Nations, so they 
should support him as strongly as they 
did Wilson in 1910. The ex-service men 
also favor the league, aud it would seem 
that he should get their vote. /The South 
will go for him, regardless of its senti­
ment on the league, although most states 
express themselves as favoring it. Those 
who still have hopes of a modification 
of the prohibition laws will support the 
Democratic nominee, not because they be­
lieve he will aid their cause, hut because 
they believe he is somewhat friendlier to 
theta than is Harding. On the other 
hand, anti-prohibition leaning he may 
have probably will not cost him any votes 
that be would otherwise obtain, because 
« f the general opinion that the liquor 
question is settled and is not an issue in 
the campaign.

Cox also has won personal adherents 
everywhere he has spoken. His uniform 
courtesy, his willingness to declare his 
stand without equivocation, his aggres­
sive argument for the principles in which 
he believes,..his outspoken thrusts at Re­
publican evasions and unethical methods. 
Lave impressed many thousands.

If the voters make their choice on is­
sues aud personal qualities, the Demo­
crats will be retained in power. If they 
are swayed by prejudice and blinded to 
the many laudable acts of the Wilson ad­
ministration by the few mistakes that it 
has inevitably made, the normal Republi­
can majority will sweep the minions of 
privilege and pillage back into a seat 
around the neck of the people.

He has tcu- 
derOsl his services to General Wrangel,

! oppresses that country. He is nearly six­
ty but as full of fight and spirit as ever.

General Townshend comes of good 
military stock, being a. descendant of 
Lord Townshend, who fought with Wolfe 
at Quebeek. His father was the late Lord 
George Town she ml and his cousin is the 
sixth Marquis of Townshend.

At Kut-el-Amura.
In the recent war Gen. Townshend dis­

tinguished himself in Mesopotamia, where 
acting on his own initiative he conquered 
half the country. He fought and won the 
battles-, of Kama, Amara and Ctesiphon. 
as commander of the Sixth division. 
Then, acting under superior orders and 
against his personal judgment, lie occu­
pied Kut-el-Amara with 15,000 men. and 
was bese.ged by a force of 30.000 Turks 
officered by Germans. He held out for 
five mouths, when he surrendered by 
order of this government. His force had 
been reduced to 7,000, rations were cut 
to five ounces of flour per day and his 
men were dying with starvation arid di­
sease at the rate of twenty a day.

While a prisoner in Constantinople 
for more than a year, he made three un­
successful attempts to escape. Toward 
the end of the war, while still a prisoner, 
he arranged details for the surrender of 
Turkey.

His military career has been filled 
1 with honors for gallant service. Enter­

ing the Royal Marines in 1884, at the 
age of 20, he became a major in 1895, a 
lieutenant-colonel in 1904, a brigadier 
general in 1909 and a major general in 
1911. He was with the Royal Fusiliers 
in 1000 and with Shropshire Light In­
fantry in 1908.

In Africa and India.
He served in the Soudan* expedition 

at Huakim with mounted infantry, in the 
jNile expedition with the Guards’ Camel 
j Regiment and in the Desert Column ac- 
J tion of the Abu Klea and Gubat in 1884 
and 1885. For- this service he was men­
tioned in dispatches and received a 
bronze medal with two clasps and a 
bronze star. A medal with a clasp was 
awarded him for his work in the llunza 
Nagar expedition in 1891-1892.

During the seize of the Chitral fort he 
commanded the garrison, was thanked by 
the government of India, commended in 
dispatches, received a medal with two 
clasps and was breveted a lieutenant-col­
onel. lie  was mentioned in dispatches 
and received a clasp for his Atbara and 
Nile work in 1898. where, also the medal 
of tiie Distinguished Service Order was 
conferred upon him. He served through 
the Boer war iu 1899-1900 and com­
manded a division of the territorial force 
in 1912-13. His gallantry in Mesopo­
tamia in 1914, 1915 and 1916 won him 
commendation iii dispatches and a 
knighthood in the order of K. C. B.

The establishment here of adequate 
pipe line facilities will not make neces­
sary the /announced policy of the state 
railroad commission to order stoppage of 
drilling on wells on top of the sand to 
prevent wastage of oil in the event they 
came in and no means of moving or stor­
ing the oil was available.

However, some 
political observers are inclined to believe 
that American party candidates may 
gain a few scats in the House of Repre­
sentatives and. elect a few local officers 
in certain localities. This would be sig­
nificant, as both branches of the legisla­
ture have been solidly Democratic, with 
the exception of one Republican senator, 
since the decline of the Populist party 
in Texas.

G. O. P. Shows Little Strength.
There have been no considerable indi­

cations that the Republican party will 
Show an unusual strength, according to 
political observers. On the contrary, the 
fact that the party is split, and has two 
state tickets, and in some places two lo­
cal tickets— the Republican party, the 
Black and Tan Republican party, they 
are listed on thd ticket—will tend to di­
vide the block of Republican votes.

Republican congressional candidates 
have not been nominated in all districts, 
and the Republican campaign lias cen­
tered in two districts— the ninth and the 
fourteenth— where pre-election claims of 
election have been made. In these dis­
tricts J. .J. Mansfield and Carlos Bee, 
the Democratic incumbents, are opposed 
by ,T. G. Rudgley and Harry Wuzbach, 
respectively. The Republican claims also 
list as “ doubtful” the sixth congressional 
district, where Rufus Hardy, the Demo­
cratic incumbent, is opposed by Dr. D. 
M. Merrill.

The fifth party on the ticket— the So­
cialist party— never has developed con­
siderable strength in Texas, their vote 
at the last general election being less 
than 2,000.

Interest in American Party,
The main subject of speculation among 

politicians is the probable strength of the 
American party, which has been organ­
ized since the last general election. 
James E. Ferguson, former governor of 
Texas, who was impeached and who later 
was defeated by slightly more than two 
to one by Governor W. P. Hobby in the 
Democratic primary two years ago, beads 
the ticket as candidate for President. 
Politicians concede the American party 
a considerable portion of the support 
that went for Ferguson in that primary, 
and some of them declare that the Am­
erican party’s strength is largely com­
posed of Mr. Ferguson's personal fol­
lowing. Both Mr. Ferguson and T. H. 
McGregor, the party candidate for gov­
ernor. are opposed to national prohibi­
tion and woman suffrage.

The prohibition amendment to the 
f̂ tate constitution had considerable oppo­
sition and tile woman suffrage amend­
ment to the state constitution was de­
feated less than three years ago. The 
amount of strength the American party 
will draw from opponents of these issues 
is problematical, the political observers 
say. American party supporters point 
to the comparatively light votes in the 
Democratic primaries this year as an in­
dication that former members of the lat­
ter party stayed away from the polls in 
order to be free from the pledge to sup­
port the nominees of the party.

Approximately a million voters in Tex­
as are eligible to participation in the gen­
eral election, according to estimates of 
officials of the state comptroller’s depart­
ment, but for a number of years past 
only about one-fourth of the qualified 
voters have entered the general elections, 
which have, in practically all instances, 
been merely a matter of form to confirm 
action of the Democratic primaries.

However, this presidential election

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year, the appearance of the American 
party, and the fact that women are 
voting in the general election for the 
first time, are expected to increase the 
volume of the vote.

Around 1,000,000 Voters.
Approximately 900,000 poll taxes and 

exemptions have been reported to the 
comptroller’s department, and officials 
estimated that former soldiers who may 
vote upon their discharges, and women 
who paid poll tax under the law passed 
by the last special session of the legisla­
ture, will bring the number to 1,000,000.

Press reports from various sections of 
the state indicate' that the woman vote 
will be comparatively light, as a number 
of them failed to pay their poll taxes be­
fore Feb. 3 of this year, and failed later 
to take advantage of the new allowing 
them fifteen days in which to pay poll 
tax after the federal woman suffrage 
amendment was ratified.

The vote for governor by parties in

Texas at tlie general election preceding 
this one was: Democratic, 148.982; Re­
publican, 26,713; Socialist 1,060; total, 
277,355, or approximately one-fourth of 
the voting strength of the state. How­
ever. campaigns of all parties following 
the Democratic primaries have been more 
active this year than formerly, owing to 
the fact that the American party was 
in the field, and this in connection with 
the fact that a constitutional amendment 
which also has been supported by an in­
tensive campaign, and presidential elec­
tors are to be voted upon, is expected 
to bring out a larger vote in proportion 
this year.

Texas has twenty presidential and vice 
president electors— two at large and 
eighteen by districts.

No Texas national senators will be 
voted upon, as the incumbents are both 
holdovers. Eighteen congressmen, two at 
large, and sixteen by districts, are to be 
voted upon.

Three amendments to the state consti­
tution are also to be voted upon, the 
school amendment attracting the most at­
tention. It would remove the constitu­
tional limit of taxes which may be levied 
for school purposes and allow school dis­
tricts the privilege of voting any school 
tax they desire upon themselves.

The other two amendments would give 
the legislature power to fix salaries of 
all state, district, county and precinct 
officers; and would authorize towns of 
5,000 or Jess population to vote a one 
and a half ad valorem tax.
