td over their discovery of the Divine. 
the evangelist set out into the “ aban­
doned pleasure marts of this heaven- 
alone-knows-how-wicked city.”

And when Mgs. McPherson retired 
early today she had seen a fist fight, 
had b e e n /‘howled down” by a girl, 
a little the worse for wear, had been 
acclaimed by the redoubtable Texas 
Guinan, and had seen the city’s fore­
most folk dance the “ black bottom” , 
danced as it should be danced.

Mrs. McPherson announced that 
only by an invasion of the night 
clubs could she see how New York 
conducts itself after normal bed­
time hours. The first stop on her 
tour was the Open Door on McDoug- 
al street in Greenwich Village, there 
to await activities of the crov/d. 

Rowdies Ejected.
Local color came at once. Two 

men had collided while dancing with 
their partners, and straightway came 
to blows. A “ strong arm” ejected 
the rowdies.

Mrs. McPherson then began to take 
note of the proceedings. Young men 
and women were engaging in those 
weird fantastic contortions of the 
dance, known as the “ black bottom.”

C o m p l e t i o n  Is N o t  
Made to Drill Deeper 
Hopes of Getting Gas

With the Duffer No. 2 in the Ghol- 
son pool, five miles south of Ranger 
reported to be standing- full of oil and 
running over, excitement and specu­
lation as to what it will do when com­
pleted was high, and furnished food 
for conversation on the streets of 
Ranger Saturday afternoon. This is 
the second producer in what hereto­
fore was considered barren territory 
by some of the talent. The Duffer 
No. 1 that is making 550 barrels a 
day was the discovery well and a 
strictly wildcat a few weeks ago.

The new producer found the sand 
at 3,470 feet, the same depth that 
Duffer No. 1 encountered the sensa­
tional pay, that has brought hundreds 
of oil men and geologists to Ranger 
and Eastland county, however, the 
formations in the two wells are said 

j to be entirely different. Saturday 
night the well was still drilling, in 
hopes that sufficient gas would be 
encountered to bring the well in nat­
urally.

JAPAN MAY 
ACCEPT PLAN 
OF C00LIDGE

WASHINGTON, Feb. 16.— Japan’s 

reported acceptance of the Coolidge 
limitation proposal aroused hopes 
here tonight that a pact may result 
despite the French opposition.

The Japanese reply, delivered to 
American Ambassador MacVeigh, in 
Tokio, will be received at /the state 
department late tonight. It is be­
lieved that they will accept the presi­
dent’s proposal for a supplementary 
Geneva conference of the United 
States, Great Britain, Japan, France 

i and Italy, to negotiate a five-power 
1 treaty limiting auxiliary naval craft 
not covered by the Washington treaty.

France’s rejection of the plan has 
centered the administration’s hopes 
on an alternative plan for a three- 
power pact with Great Britain and 
Japan.

No move will be made in this di­
rection, however, until London and 
Rome have replied to the original sug­
gestions.

After five government have all an­
swered ,it is understood informal ne­
gotiations will be started with Great 
Britain and Japan to pave the way 
for a three-power treaty.

Again Adive 

In West Texas
The Tee Pee Coal and Oil company 

who may rightly be called the parent 
company of Eastland county, are do­
ing more drilling in Eastland and oth­
er counties in this state and others, 
than they have done since the boom, 
according to a statement from R. J. 
Fleckenstein, general superintendent 
of the Tee Pee Coal and Oil com­
pany, with headquarters at Ranger.

In Eastland county the company 
is running six strings of tools and 
in the McCamey field they are run­
ning five strings. They have recent­
ly completed their Hurdle No. 1, in 
that district, for 2500 barrels.

In Montana, where they operate 
under the name of the Homsestake 
Exploration c o m p a n y ,  t h e y  
have production and are doing active 
exploration for  liquid gold.

Their recent advent into the whole­
saling to retailers of their’ oil and 
gas products, is proving to be a 
most successful venture on the part 
of the company, and gives work to 
many men. In their Fort Worth re­
fineries they are 'refining about 
2500 barrels of oil a day and taking 
care of the same amount in their 
Wynnewood, Oklahoma refinery. 
Two hundred men are employed at 
the refinery in Fort Worth and one 
hundred men at the Oklahoma plant.

FREE SCHOOL SYSTEM.
The free schools of the nation are 

the bulwarks of American liberty. 
The support insures a free land as 
long as time shall be. They must 
be kept free from politics and free 
from religious domination. Religion 
should be taught in the home and the 
church and not in the schools. The 
system should be developed to such 
an extent as to insure as good schools 
in the rural districts as exist in the 
cities. The rural population is the 
backbone of the nation and from the 
rural districts come the greatest 
brain yet produced in America.

Texas is awakening to the need of 
improved schools. The survey made 
in 1926 was a step forward, and 
while the “program as outlined may 
not be carried out right away, in 
time, it will be and the system will 
be improved. The great trouble with 
Texas arid other states as well too 
much is expected of the teacher who 
receives too little , pay.. Only the best 
talent should be employed in the 
school room. Men and women who 
are of the . highest type morally and 
with the best education possible 
should be the ones in the school 
room. The teacher must set the ex­
ample for the child. Her or his 
everyday life should be circumspect. 
Many a man and women owe their 
usefulness in life to the good exam­
ple set by the teacher. Men and 
women who live clean upright lives 
should be the only ones employed in 
the school room. They set an ex­
ample in religious, living without 
teaching it.

Every safeguard should be thrown 
around the system to prevent poli­
tics and religion from entering the 
rooms where the young are taught 
and prepared for life’s battle.

The school rooms of the nation are 
the great melting pots where de­
scendants of every nation meet on 
the common level and become Amer­
icanized. In the school room all are 
equal, and are entitled to equal op­
portunities to acquire knowledge and 
imbibe the spirit of the fathers who 
founded the great republic.

The teacher owes certain duties 
to the child and the parents. That 
duty is to impart knowledge and set 
an example of clean living.

The pupil owes certain duties to 
the teacher that of obedience and 
close attention to study.

The parent also owes a duty to the 
teacher, and that is to uphold his 
hands and aid him in his work of 
training the child.

HINDUS AND
CHINESE MAY 
JOIN FORCES

By United Press.
SAN FRANCISCO, Calif., Feb. 19. 

— Smouldering fires of resentment in 
India against the mother country, 
would spread into a conflagration of 
revolt of the 150,000,000 known 
members of the Indian nationalist 
party if England attempt", to use 
force in China, M. Sing, chief sec­
retary in America of the party warn­
ed tonight.

An agreement, which practically 
amounts to an alliance, Sing told the 
United Press, has been entered into 
between the leaders of the two great 
national parties (the Kuo Min Tang 
and the Hindoostan Gaddars) of 
China and India to present a unite’d 
front against Great Britain, if that 
country should attempt force to in­
terfere with the Chinese internal 
struggle.

The combined known membership 
of these two parties is more than 
300,000,000.

Further evidence that Indian and 
Chinese nationalists are in accord, 
is seen in a resolution passed by the 
Indina party. Attacking Britain’s 
policy in China and supporting that 
of the Chinese nationalists members 
of the party in America, Sing said, 
has unanimously voiced their approv­
al of the resolution.

“ British imperialism” the resolu­
tion stated “ is the common enemy of 
China and India. The Chinese peo 
pie are in reality struggling to free 
themselves from the imperialism and 
we the Indian nationalist party 
sympathize with, and endorse the 
Chinese program in its struggle for 
freedom from the domination of for­
eign powers.”

While the board of city develon- 

rinent has a revenue of approximately 
$3,500 a year, the Chamber of.Com­
merce composed of a membership of 
local public soirited individuals and 
firms, depends altogether on volun­
tary subscriptions.

It is the aim of the finance com­
mittee to raise approximately $6,500 
through this campaign.

Over $150,000 in royalties have 
changed hands since the wildcatter, 
Duffer No. 1, announced itself, the 
last weeks in December.

When I voted for the anti-evolution 
bill two years ago 1 thought nothing 
would come of it. I have read much 
on the subject since and the principle 
the law violates is one which should 
be handled with great care.”

NEW YORK, Feb. PY— Charges j 
made by Wynant Hubbard, former | 
Harvard football star, that Princeton 1 
plays dirty football caused a numuer 
of discussions among football players i 
and coaches in which frequent refer-! 
cnees were made to the difference 
between ‘ ‘hard football ’ and “ dirty 
football.”

It seems like a mightyffine line of 
distinction to draw and even to 
c< aches have difficulty in explain­
ing to layman just what the differ­
ence is between hard football and 
dirtv football.

“ If you were a player you wou’d 
understand,’ ; a p#>minent coach said. 
“ Hard football is using every ounce 
of strength and every weapon of me­
chanics permitted by the ethics of 
sportsmanship and by the provision 
of the rules. Dirty football is doing 
things that you don’t have to do.”

Three years ago the writer was-in 
South Bend on the Tuesday follow­
ing the game in New York between 
the Army and Notre Dame. He was 
talking with Knute Rockne, the 
Notre Dame coach before the squad 
Reported for practice.

“ I don’t know what I’m going to 
do next Saturday,” he said. “ Adam 
Walsh, my star center, has two brol: 
en hands. The two tackles are Burt 
and the backfield (the Four Horse­
men) is hardly able to walk. Wait 
until you see them when they come 
out. The first line couldn’t work at 
all yesterday and I don’t know if I 
can get anything out of them today.”

“ The ArmV must have given you a 
fine beating,”  it was ' suggested to 
him.

“ Thev surely did.” he. replied.
“ Was it dirty football?” he was, 

asked. . I
Rockne exploded at the question. ,
“ Dirty football?” he shouted.1 

“ Never! We’ve all heard stories 
about dirty football played by the > 
army but I think I am as familiar 
with army football as any coach in 
the country. The Cadets don’t play 
dirtv football. They play good clean 
hard football and that’s the game 
It’s no chess match. I’ll tell you 
why there are occasionally more in­
juries against the army than in other 
games.

“ They are hard youngsters, those 
cadets. ‘ By hard I mean they are 
physically almost perfect and they 
always are in condition. They go to 
West Point as the finest specimens 
of youth that can be obtained and 
the strict discipline and the rigor of 
army life make them like granite. 
My team was lighter and not as 
strong and when they were tackled 
in the open or taken out of -a play 
they were taken out hard and when 
something has to give it is the weak­
er of the two forces.

“ It used to be said that Notre 
Dame played dirty football but I 
won't tolerate it. If I had a team 
big and strong: as the army and 1 s 
well trained physically my teams 
would play just as hard.”

In this connection it is said of 
Princeton, army and Notre Dame 
that they play dirty football more 
frequently than it is said of other 
prominent teams.

And there is a reason for it. The 
three teams play a style of smashing 
attack that calls for the best of phys­
ical condition. It is the system fol­
lowed by their coaches that demands 
a vigorous attack and a desperate de­
fense and when they go against a j 
team that hasn’t the same spirit or | 
equal strength injuries are overesti- j 
mated.

In recent years Princeton teams j 
practically always went into the Big j 
Three games in better physical con-1 
dition than Yale or Harvard and if j 
Yale and Harvard cannot keep their J 
men as sound as Princeton there i 
must be something wrong with the 
system of training as there are no 
giants at Princeton and the Yale 
and Harvard hoys are not natnry 
weaklings Princeton, on the other 
hand, could find excuses for having 
their teams in an inferior condition 
as they play harder schedules, than 
Yale or Harvard.

He will also 
try to capture at least one black­
maned lion and a number of other 
rare wild animals.

Mr. MacCreagh will also track 
down reports of a tribe of Jews who 
refused to make the Read Sea pas­
sage with Moses and went South in­
stead, and are now said to be living 
near Flashes. The ancient forms 
and ceremonies of the race are said 
to be still observed, and the explor­
er expects to verify the existing re­
ports and to bring back valuable mo­
tion pictures of the tribe and its rit­
uals.

Other fanciful legends abound in 
Abyssinia, and the mission of Mr. 
MacCreagh will include a search for 
historical proof of curious admixtures 
of race. A Harrar, for instance, are 
ruins which have been stated by a 
French investigator to be of Celtic 
origin.

Hamran Tribe.
Along the Setit river, a tributary 

of the Atbara, are a Hamran tribe 
with whom Sir Samuel Baker sojourn­
ed for a time. This group hunt ele­
phants with the characteristic cross 
hilt of the crusaders’ swords and they 
take after lions with shield and spear.

In Lallibevd are temples hewn 
from solid cliffs and the antiquity of 
these is believed to go back to 700 
B. C.

Mir. MacCreagh in addition to ex­
ploration and historical inquiry will 
seek to brine back to the National 
Zoological park rare animals whose 
presence has been reported, but 
which have never been seen in this 
country. '

Gordon MacCreagh was the lead­
er of the Mulford Expedition to the 
Amazon Basin. Of the party of 
eight that started only MacCreagh 
and another carried through. His 
experiences on that exploration have 
been described in his book, “ White 
Waters and Black.”  His contribu­
tions to science and history through 
that trip were innumerable, but be­
cause of the general lack of know­
ledge on Abyssinia he is confident of

urban centers to prepare for the traf­
fic needs of 20 years hence,”  is the 
comment of W. R. Tracy, director of 
sales of the Oakland Motor Car com­
pany in answer to a question now 
current in many leading cities.

“ There has been considerable dis­
cussion as to whether or not the ca­
pacity of the highways and streets of 
this country has reached a point 
where it seriously impairs the con­
tinued increasing sales and use of mo­
tor cars,” he adds, “ and I am con­
vinced that a road-saturation point 
has not been reached and that it is 
hardly possible that such a condition 
will ever confront us. The American 
public will not surrender the use of 
such a daily practical utility as the 
motor car because of inadequate 
street or highway capacity. One has 
lout to observe that all our large cities 
and our small ones, too, are demon­
strating that they do not intend to 
yield to highway congestion. Each 
year their accomplishments show 
progress along this line. They are 
widening their main arteries. They 
are cutting through new streets, mak­
ing short cuts, paving lesser streets, 
building more highways and wider 
ones at a cost of millions of dollars. 
Some are already building one paved 
street above another in order to in­
sure adequate transportation.

“ The rural communities are hardly 
a step behind the cities. Many have 
built and many more are now build­
ing wide thoroughfares replacing the 
narrow country roads and lanes with 
latest type hard roads. Good roads 
are an economic necessity. In its 
final analysis it is purely a matter of 
good business. Even the smallest 
communities realize that business fol­
lows good roads and that real estate 
value increases almost in direct pro­
portion to good roads.

“ One observes also a splendid bal­
ance of distribution and use of motor 
cars between cities and rural com­
munities. About 55 per cent of all 
motor vehicles are in use in rural 
communities and towns of 10,000 
population and under, while 58 per 
cent of the population is found in 
these districts. This would indicate 
that street congestion or highway ca­
pacity has had little or no effect upon 
the sale of motor cars.”

Much has been written about tire 
care, and yet tires continue to wear 
out. Nothing I can state will prevent 
your tires from wearing out— ulti­
mately, but if you will heed the ad­
vice set forth below more dependable 
service from your tires will help you 
stave off the day when you must buy 
new ones.

If we were to take a brand-new 
tire and hold it under 500 to 800 
pounds pressure against a grindstone 
making 180 revolutions a minute, our 
tire wouldn’t last long.

About the same thing happens to 
tires when we run them with crooked, 
wabbly, or “ shimmying” wheels. The 
tires grind against the rough pave­
ment instead of rolling along with 
little friction, as they should.

The wheels themselves may be out | 
of line or dished. Spindle bushings 
may be worn, causing the wheel to 
“ shimmy.” Axles, steering knuckles, 
or drag links may be bent. Whatever 
the trouble may be, it is easy to 
quickly note it in tires that wear out 
in spots. Then the remedy is simple. 
Having wheels lined up or axle 
straightened costs much less than buy­
ing new tires every few thousand 
miles.

Leaks in inner tubes, often called 
“ slow leaks,” generally are due to 
faculty valve inside or the lack of a 
good valve cap. Many times, if the | 
inside valve does leak, a good valve 
cap will prevent the tire from going 
flat.

Quick stops or starts mean a quick 
end to tires. When the wheels are 
locked, in stopping, and the car keeps 

i on going, the tires slide over the 
road, instead of revolving, and the 
rubber is worn off in one spot. When 

1 we give the engine too much gas in 
starting, an unnecessarily heavy 
strain is put on the section of the 

- tire that grips the pavement, and a 
| weakened tread may result.
I After everything is said and done, 
j the service and satisfaction you get 
will depend upon the tire itself. No 

j amount of coddling on the road will 
make up for the lack of tough, sturdy, 
rugged construction which the raanu- 

i facturer failed to put into the tire at 
the factory.

Be Good to Your 
Car and Public, 

Fear Nothing
By ERWIN GREER,

President Greer College of Automo­
tive and Electric Trades, Chicago, 111.

Be good to your car, and indirect­
ly, you will be good to yourself. This 
means three thing's: Law observance, 
courtesy and consideration for your 
car.

Many of us have seen the numeral 
“ 40” on our speedometers, and the 
law was broken each time this oc­
curred. Everyone swears they give 
hand signals with religious scrupu­
lousness, but there_ are many times 
when these are entirely forgotten in 
the stress of other things at the cor­
ner. And such signals as most of 
them are! If the engine ran as rag­
gedly as signals are given, we would 
all be pedestrians by preference.

Cars are occasionally overtaken 
and passed on the right hand side, 
and the performance never fails to 
cause inconvenience. This practice's 
illegal, dangerous and. decidedly dis­
courteous. When you come to a busy 
intersection, give the other fellow a 
chance. Perhaps he was there first. 
When you overtake and pass a car, 
don’t suddenlv slow down and force 
the driver behind you to ride his 
brakes to prevent mixing his radiator 
cap with your spare tire. If you have 
to slow up after passing a car, you 
shouldn’t have passed it. When there 
is a delay in traffic ahead, and a line 
of cars has formed, consider the de­
lay as unavoidable, and don’t be the 
ill-mannered yokel who holds down 
the horn button, or he that drives 
around the side of the line.

The useful work your engine does 
when driving on a level road is to 
overcome mechanical friction and 
wind resistance. Both these factors 
increase very rapidly as you increase 
your speed, which indicates that the 
slower you go, the less gasoline will 
be used per mile traveled. However, 
at slow speeds the efficiency of the 
engine is not as good as at higher 
speeds. There is, therefore, an opti­
mum speed of about 25 miles per 
hour, at which the best mileage will 
be obtained. Driving with the hand 
throttle on long open stretches is also 
conductive to good mileage, as it al­
lows the engine to operate more uni­
formly than when your foot, respond­
ing to every slight jar, constantly 
moves the throttle. If you now do 35 
or better, whenever you can, you will 
enjoy an increase in gasoline mileage 
of from two to four miles per gallon 
by consistently driving between 25 
and 30,
