By SAM I. FREED,
United Press Correspondent,
PUEBLO, Colo., June 6.—A river
gone mad today held the suffering
refugees . of Pueblo’s flood in con-

stant peril.

Sweeping down the rampaging Ax-

kansas a new wall of water let loose
by the breaking of a dam above here,
struck the city another blow early
today.
. Pueblo’s population, its nerve al-
ready shatterd from wnreé days of
fighting the flood which took .a toll
of at least thirty lives and millions of
dollars worth of property, was order-
ed to stand by.

The spectre of a new epidemic of
disease hung over the city today,
with :all mcdern sanitation facilities
suspended.

Wonien. chldren and mes could not
even wash their hands and faces.

The only water availasble came in
milk cans from Col)o«Go Springs 61
from surfacée and artesian wells.

Troops facing death rushed in all
directions to warn the inhabitants ‘of
the oncoming five-foot wall of water.
Women and children obtaining their
first rest since the flood broke Frday
night were aroused and ordered to
high ground.

: Engines Sound Warning.

Engines raced up and down the val-
ley as high as rails had been prepar-
ed, their sirens sounding the shrill
notice of the new danger. It was the
fourth wave of water to attack the
city, two striking Friday night, the
first when the cloudburst deluged the
city, the second when the levee gave

dam, thirty-five miles west of the
city, gave way Sunday afternoon.

The flood today came before the
waters had receded from the Sunday
deluge. The roar of the mad waters
could be heard in the First Baptist
church where the United Press head-
quarters are established, half a mile
from the river.

Although the new floods have not
taken any lives, as far as could be
learned, nor caused any great addi-
tional loss in property, they have seri-
cusly hampered relief work.

Roads Washed Out.

Roads constructed to bring food
and clothing from Colorado Springs
are washed out with every new rise
of the river. The city was in dire
need of clothing, water and medical
assistance. For three days Pueblo
has been without electric light, pow-
er, water, gas, telephone or street car
service.. No mail has ben received
and railroad transportation to and
from the city is paralized.

Every important wholesale mercan-
tile house and the majority of the re-
tail stores were flooded and stocks
ruined.

Disease has appeared in the wake
of the flood. Cases of diphtheria and
pneumonia attacked the children espe-
cially. o

As the warnings were sounded of
the new floods approaching mothers
in some instances were forced to wrap
their sick children in blankets and
carrry them to safety.

Make Woman Move. :

One aged woman near the United
Press headquarters beyged soldiers to
permit her to risk the danger of the
flood sweeping through her house in
order that her grandchild, suffering
from diphtheria might not be dis-
turbed. She was ordered to move on
account of the flood. : -

A breach one mlie wide driven in
the levee by the rushing, swirling
waters, has placed the city at the
mercy of every little freshet along
the head waters'of the Arkansas.

The water, after rising rapidly early
today, reached its crest, and start@d
tc recede again about 7 a. m.

Bird Is Common But Breeding
Rlace Not Definitely Estab-
lished by Scientists.

By Associated Press.

BOSTON, Mass, June 6.—A hunt
for the egg of the blue goose will be
one of the odd errands of the Donald
B. McMillan expedition to Baffin
Land this year if the hoves of ornith-
clogists are realized, The adult blue
goose, a variety with a grayish brown
body that gets its name from the
blue-gray of its wing coverts, is not.
uncommon in the ‘United States but
its breeding haunts have been a sub-
ject-of much speculation among bird
lovers and its nest and eggs have
never been observed.

An announcement by Dr. McMillan
that .on his last trip to the Arctic
he had noticed fledglings of these
geese aroused the interest of students
of bird l:fe with the result that one
of the scientists who will accompany
the present expedition will be com-
missicned to be on the lookout espe-
cially for blue goose eggs in connec-
tion with his other field work.

The price that one of these eggs,
hitherto .unseen by civilized man,
would command, has not been quoted
but judging from the enthusiasm dis-
plaved in mnatural history societies
over the subject, the goose that laid
the golden egg will have nothing on
this hird.

Baffin Land is believed to be the
greatest breeding place of bird life
in the far north. In its 150,000 square
miles of interior unexplored by white
men are lakes which the Eskimos de-
seribe as six days’ sledge jourtiey in
length (at least 100 miles) and
abounding in wild-fowl.

The MeMillan expedition will leave
here in JYuly in the schooner Bowdoin
specially built .for the purpose and
will spend probably fourteen months
in a study of Baffin Land along
various scientific lines.

RACE CONFLICT.

The race question, the relationship
between whites and blacks, - which
once belonged peculiarly to the South,
tas become a problem for the entire
nation. And it will never be solved
until the superipr white race proves
its superiority.

. It will not be solved by violence, for
violence only increases the embers of
racial distrust which burn in the
breasts of both whites and blacks.
On the other hand, it will not be
solved by the whites’ tamely yielding
to the “equality” demands of a set
of negro radicals and agitators whc
preach race hatred. These disturbers
znd inflamers of the‘\minds of their
squelched. ' There

but there should be no giving way tc
him when he is in a presumptuous
and impudent mood.

There is a friendship and mutual
feeling between individual members
of the Caucasian and negro races. So-
ciologists must find means of kindling
this feeling between the races as 2
whole.. The law must curb those,
both white and black, who advocatc
racial conflict. Settlement of the
question cannot be left entirely to
those who advocate ruthless violence
and slaughter of the innocent merely
because of color and race.

Such persons fail to realize how in-
timately the negro has become asso-
ciated 'with the daily life of millions
of the white population; they do no!
sense the selfishness inherent in most
men and women which prompts them
to want the other fellow to make all
the sacrifices and take the lead in
whatever move is necessary towarc
yefotua ~uf awy character. For it
would require sacrifices to straighten
out the negro tangle in this country

Countless thousands ¢f white wom-
en who have been taught through ar
entire lifetime that they cannot exist
without being touted and waited upor
by a negro would have to adjust them-
selves to another mode of living.

The jingo who is so ready to “shoot
niggers” would have to be suppressed,
and those who appreciate the enor-
mity of the problem would have tc
take his place.

Where would the shooting begin?
Would this same thoughtless nonenti-
ty be able to pick out any partieu-
lar individual member of the black
race as a target for this first on-
slaught?

No, the problem is not one for such
unthinking hotheads to settle. If it
ever is settled, reason will play a
larger part in that settlement than
will unreasonable actions of irre-
sponsibles ignoramuses.

Also, it will be necessary to drive
into the heads of many that human
beings are the same in the North as
in the South; in the East as in the
West, and that wrongful relations
with the negro race on the part of
the whites, which it is conceded is at
the bottom  of the whole affair, are
the .same in all sections of the coun-
1ry.

Thq Tulsa race riot started with aj
Iynching mob, prolific source of dis-
order, lawlessness--and murder—the
reproach of America. |

The deaths are estimated at 100—
they may be a few less or many more.
Until the ruins of the burned negro
quarters are searched the precise
n}lmber cannot be ascertained. Ten
blocks of negro homes and shops were
destroyed by fire. About 13,000 ne-
groes are homeless and many are fu-
gitives in the country.

The one bright spot in the dark
drama of prejudice and passion and
lawless, murderous violence was the
conduct of Sheriff W, W. MeCullough,
who refused to surrender his prisoner
to the mob. He and his deputies pro-
tected the accused negro and drove
the mob from the jail. Sheriff Me-
Cullough’s courage and firmness in
defense of law shine like beacon lights
in the storm of lawlessness.

The offense of the white mob in
trymg" to lynch was supplemented by
the mistake of a negro mob in arm-
ing and opposing the white mob,
whoge effort had been defeated by the
sheriff. The rest was a hell of pas-
sion, prejudice and blood thirst. The
pogrom of darkest Europe was du-
plicated.

T‘he. worst result was not the de-
struction of life and property, but the
.blow at law and order and the inflam-
ing of race hatred. The spirit of race
hatr(.ed'. lawlessness and blood lust has
possibilities of destruction which far
exceed the deeds of incendiarism and
murder that marked the Tulsa riot.
It threatens the worst of wars, the
overthrow of law and order and the
destruction of civilization itself.

T‘h'e negro problem cannot be snlved
by riot, by burnings and killings;
these lead not to a solution of the
problem but the dissolution of orderlv
society. It must be solved by legal
methods, by the sure punishment of
brutal crimes which arouse murder-
nous anger. by the stern repression
and punishment of disorder and wio-
lerice. The spirit of law and reason
must be pitted against the spirit of
lowlessness_and madness at everv
point. We cannot longer dally with
the problem.

The time has come for decisive
dealing with the whole problem in-
volved in lynch law and riots. It will
not be setted by violence or denunci-
ation or warning or mere controversv.
It calls for intelligence of a high or-
der, directed to a thorough inquirv
into causes and remedies. A way of
orderly living for whites and negroes
which will allay prejudices and elim-
inate lynchings, riots and wars must
be found. The reproach of America
must be wiped out.—St, Louis Post-
Dispatch.
