W A SH IN G T O N , Jan . 18.-—Specula­

tion is on the wane. E xtravagance is 
decreasing and people are saving more 
money than a t any time in recent years, 
com ptroller of the currency W illiam s an ­
nounced today in sum m arizing the latest 
report of the condition of national banks.
A big increase in deposits in all sections 
of the country, featured the report, he 
said. The hanking position of the coun­
try  is much stronger than a t the last re­
port.

Money deposited in national banks in­
creased $1 .000,000 in tw enty months
between M arch 4. 1919 and Nov. 19.
1920. T his was a jum p of approxim ately 
I I  per cent. Exclusive of all government 
deposits, the total deposits in national 
banks are w ith in  1-2 per cent of the 
maximum shown for the call of condi­
tion of banks made in Dec., 1919, when 
the highest deposits in the history of the 
United S ta tes were recorded.

Most conspicuous increases in deposits 
were noted in the m anufacturing  centers 
of the E ast, on the Pacific coast and in 
the southw estern districts.

M A RIO N , O., Jan . 18.— T f things 
keep up th is way,” said W arren  H ard ing  
a t the end of a try ing  day not long ago, 
“I axn going to lose my disposition.”

Things have kept up the same way, 
but the President-elect has not lost his 
disposition.

courteous and considerate as ever. A t 
tim es his nerves have been a b it ragged 
in the  evening, but he has alw ays been 
his equable, self upon re tu rn ing  to hik 
desk the following morning.

George C hristian , H ard ing’s secretary, 
who in all probability will re ta in  th a t  po­
sition a t least during the fore p a r t  of 
the next adm inistration , says th a t his 
chief is enabled to keep going by his tem ­
perate wav of living and his ability  to 
dismiss w orries from his mind and get 
a sound n igh t’s sleep. He eats hut 
lightly, and, u n til recently, has taken 
mild but ample exercise outdoors. I t  is 
p a rtly  because he has been deprivedi of 
th is exercise lately th a t  he is showing 
the effects of T he s tra in  which Iris con­
ception of his duties lias laid upon him.

Requires a B rief Rest.
No man could do w hat H ard ing  has 

been doing here and not pay some toll in 
lowered v ita lity . H ard ing  is in no dan­
ger of a nervous breakdown from it-— 
but he needs a rest before lie enters the 
W hite House. None realize th is better 
than  H arrling himself and his official 
family. They will welcome the day 
when he takes a tra in  for Florida, there 
to rest for a while on Senator Freling- 
huysen’s houseboat before resum ing the 
daily round of conferences.

Probably H ard ing  will leave M arion | 
on the tw entieth  or shortly  thereafter, i 
An earlier date had been tenta tively  
fixed, but the local E lk s’ lodge, of which 
H ard ing  is a member, has been insisten t 
th a t he rem ain over for a celebration it  is 
planning for the tw entieth . H arding 
hates to disappoint people, especially the 
home folks, and the chances are th a t  lie 
will yield to the wishes of his brother 
lodgemen and help them to in itia te  a 
class of candidates, l ie  may depart th a t 
sam e night for tlie South. No announce­

m ent of his plans lias been made, how­
ever, and something may arise to keep 
him here longer.

On (he houseboat the President-elect 
expects to get his firs t genuine re st of 
any length th a t,h e  has had since the be­
ginning of the cam paign, for the visit to 
P o in t Isabel was more a battle  with the 
elem ents than anything else.

Compelled to  See Friends.
I t  is in F lorida, a fte r a term  upon the 

houseboat, th a t H ard ing  will get righ t 
down to brass tacks in m aking up the 
C abinet and deciding other im portant 
questions. H ere  in M arion he is hav­
ing to see a lot of people who have no 
real business w ith him. H ard ing  has 
traveled the length and breadth of Ohio 
many tim es in lus cam paigns and formed 
many personal friendships. Consequent­
ly, there are  scores of people calling on 
him a t M arion ju s t  to shake his hand 
and wish him Godspeed. , About 50 per 
cent of his visitors a re  Ohioans. They 
are friends of H arding, or of C hristian, 
or both, and when they present them ­
selves on M ount Vernon avenue and ask 
to see H arding, neither he nor C hristian  
has the heart to .say  them  nay.

In  M arion H ard ing  is in the middle 
of a  populous sta te , surrouuded by peo­
ple who call him “W arren ” or “ W . G.” 
T here are practically  no barrie rs around 
him. In  F lorida  it  w ill be different. 
Only persons w ith business to tran sac t 
are likely to  m ake the long trip  there to 
see, him. From  the F lorida  conferences, 
therefore, and not from those rem aining 
to be held in M arion, the politicians ex­
pect to em anate the “B ig” decisions th a t 
H arding m ust reach before M arch 4.

On Monday, Feb. 7, R anger will en ter­
tain  some 1,500 visitors to the W est 
Texas Chamber of Commerce convention. 
W e will have a house full of company 
and will not be prepared for them, if we 
do not work fast.

R anger has relied upon this conven­
tion to give v isitors from all over the 
s ta te  a favorable impression of the won­
der town of the oil fields. They will 
be impressed, if the town is in some­
thing like proper condition to receive 
them.

M any of the visitors will have been 
here be fo re ; they will be able to see the 
progress th a t is visible on every hand. 
M any who have not been here will be 
able to read the same thing in the new­
ness of the buildings th a t line our streets

B u t w ill these things im press them un­
less o ther m atters are attended to? Does 
not a silk sh irt, no m atte r how flam ­
boyant, fail to please the eye if it is 
d irty?  W ill not d irty  town impress 
its  guests unpleasantly , no m atter w hat 
the signs of substan tia l accom plishm ent:

FRENCH AIR SERVICE 
WILL BE EXTENDED

In ternational News Service.
PA R IS . Jan.- 17.— The French p a rlia ­

ment is to he asked to g ran t im portant 
credits next year for the improvement 
of the French flying service and for the 
organization of new lines, according to 
M onsieur E tienne F landin, under secre­
ta ry  of s ta te  for aviation.

France already had several a irp lane 
lines in operation, suen as P a r is  to  Lon­
don, P a r is  to B russels, P a ris  to Stras- 
burg-Praguev Paris-Goneva, Bayonne-Bil 
bar. Toulouse-Casablanca in Africa. Next 
year it is proposed to extend the Paris- 
B russels line to  A ntw erp and Am sterdam  
and the Bayonne-Bilbae to Santander. A 
new line is to he established between 
France  and Corsica w ith a possible pro 
longation to T unis. There are  to  be five 
journeys a week to N orth  A frica instead 
of two, as a t present.

D uring  the, past year, French com­
mercial and passenger a irp lanes covered 
one and one-half million kilom etres. The 
average num ber of serious accidents was 
one in 100,000 kilom etres. W hereas in 
1919 there wore eighty m achines in  use 
there are now 181. Tn the f irs t  ten 
m onths of the year 6,700 passengers were 
carried and 103 tons of merchandise 
transported .

M onsieur F land in  believes th a t  next 
year these figures will he much higher, 
firstly , because everybody now realizes 
the com parative saferv there is in fly­
ing and, secondly, on account of the con­
tinued im provem ents made in the  m a­
chines for tin ' com fort of pasengers.

W A SH IN G T O N , Jan . IS .— President 

W ilson’s continued daily improvement in 
health , slow and to the untrained eve of 
the laym an, imperceptible as it  really  is. 
is due in no small m easure to lit** faithfu l 
and rigid adherence to a prescribed daily 
routine, according to his plivsieian and 
friend, R ear-A dm iral Cary T. Grayson.

A dm iral Grayson has had. complete 
charge of the P residen t’s health  from  the 
time he entered the W hite  House eight 
years ago and has treated  him until his 
last serious illness on the Chinese theory 
th a t the duty of a doctor is to keep his 
pa tien t from becoming sick. H e suc­
ceeded w ith th is theory through all the 
strenuous years of the Wil««n adm inis­
tra tion  un til the ill-fated W estern  tour 
which culm inated in the entire physical 
break-down of the chief executive on 
Septem ber 28. 1919. Dr. Grayson has 
alw ays felt th a t th is  breakdown was 
caused in a large measure by the inability 
of Mr. W ilson to observe his carefully 
prepared routine, diet, and exercise on 
account of living aboard a ra ilroad train .

W ith  the convalescense of the  P re s i­
dent. Dr. G rayson resumed his routine 
and is slowly building the President up 
to at least a semblance of his old time 
health. The daily routine of the P resi­
dent under Dr. G rayson 's guidance varies 
but little. ■ The President rises a t 7 
o’clock and shaves himself w ith a 
safety razor. A fter a bath, he goes 
through a series of physical exercises 
patterned, a fte r  the arm y calesthenics 
or setting  u p ’ exercises. B reakfast is 
served a t 8 o’clock in a small dining room 
loading off from his bed-chamber. M rs .
W ilson alw ays joins the President a t 
breakfast. Mr. W ilson eats a ra th e r 
hearty  breakfast Consisting of generally 
a glass of orange juice, fru it, cereal, eggs, 
to as t and coffee.

From  breakfast the. President goes di­
rectly to his study, where he labors un­
disturbed until 11 o'clock. I t  is the 
P resident's rigid rule to stay  a t his desk 
until it is cleared of all m atte rs  requ ir­
ing his atten tion . No one is allowed ,to 
d isturb  him and only his personal
stenographer, C harles L. Sworn, is ad­
m itted to the study while the President 
is disposing of his morning routine. In 
th is m anner he is enabled to do an im­
mense am ount of work prom ptly.

F rom  11 to 12 noon, if it  is not ra in ­
ing, the President takes an open a ir
sun-bath on the south portico of the 
W hite House, warmly wrapped to guard

ASKS BRITAIN 
FOR HOME RULE

By Associated Press
LONDON, .*an. IS .— W est A frica is 

the la test country to seek home rule. 
A mission, representative of educated 
opinion in B ritish  West. Africa, has a r ­
rived here to urge upon the colonial of­
fice a num ber of reform s in the in te r­
nal adm in istration  of the four W est 
A frican colonies and protectorates, Si­
erra  Leone, the Gold Coast, N igeria and 
the Gam bia, says the London Times.

The mission has been sent to th is 
country by the national congress of B rit­
ish W est A frica, and seeks in the f irs t 
place the creation  of a legislative coun­
cil which will be composed one-lialf of 
members chosen by the  crown and one- 
lialf of members elected by the people and 
for a house of assembly which would 
have complete control of the revenue and 
expenditure.

As to local government, the mission 
urges th a t m unicipal corporations should 
he established in each of the principal 
towns of the colonies.

Criticize Judges.
T he judicial system of B ritish  W est 

A frica, in p a rticu la r N igeria.' is c r iti­
cized by the mission, which s ta tes th a t 
a t present " it is the practice to appoint 
to judicial offices Europeans who have 
not received any legal tra in in g  and who 
are n o t com petent to exercise judicial 
functions.”

Among other suggested reform s they 
seek: The establishm ent of a W est A fri­
can university  ; the removal of the color 
b a r in the W est A frican piodical service 
and tlie introduction of imm igration 
laws to prevent the influx of undesirable 
aliens to British W est Africa.

IMMIGRATION 
VITAL IF ITALY 

IS TO PROSPER
Ye
Old Fashion Revival

ROM E, Jan . 18.— Professor Lgo A n­
cona, formei1 under-secretary of tran sp o r­
tation , estim ates th a t  a t least 1,500,000 
em igrants m ust leave Ita ly  w ithin the 
next two years if the nation is to pros- j 
per, l i e  suggests th a t the government 
aid em igration by transform ing cargo ves- ' 
sols into em igrant ships, because the 
g reates t present obstacle to em igration is 
the lack of tran sp o rta tio n  facilities.

The professor proposes that I ta lian  
em igration should be conducted in a new 
and system atic way. H e has advocated 
a plan of collective em igration to include 
large and complete un its of labor, com­
prising not only laborers but engineers, 
experts, m anagers and, if possible, cap i­
talists , who would all em igrate together 
to the countries wheel* they are most 
needed.

H e points out th a t if 1.500,000 emi­
g ran ts were to leave Ita ly  in the next 
two years they would send back home 
som ething like 81,000.000,000, which, 
bringing foreign capital into Italy, would 
go fa r tow ard raising the exchange value 
of Ita lian  money. This value is now so 
low th a t it crushes in itiative  and pre­
vents imm ediate regeneration of Ita lian  
finances.
