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Police Riot Squad Called to
Rescue When Angered
Citizens Charge.

CINCINNATI, Feb. 12. —
Turbulent scenes that necessi-
tated the sending of a riot call
to ‘police headquarters marked
the course of an address deliv-
>red here today by Oswald Gar-
rison Villard, editor of The Na-
tion and former editor of the
New York Evening Post. The
address was given under the
auspices of the City club and
the Women’s City club.

During the week there had
been many resignations from
both clubs on the ground that
Villard was an admitted pa-
cificist and that he opposed the
military draft as a means of
bringing the world war to a suc-
cessful conclusion.

Smash Door.

Villard was in the midst of
his address when about fifty
men rushed up the stairs to the
auditorium. A closed door con-
taining a glass panel opened
into an anteroom. The glass
was broken and several of the
invaders and of the defenders
who rushed to hold the door
shut were slightly cut. The
crowd poured into the ante-
room and there was a wild me-
lee. Women members of the
club threw themselves against
the main door to bar the invad-
ers, who were using as a battle-
ery:

“Let's go.” “We demand to
hear this man.”

‘Blows were exchanged and
a riot call was sent in. Villard
stopped his address but con-
tinued when the police had
cleared the place.

LEGISLATORS
PAY INCREASE
LIKELY TO PASS

AUSTIN, Feb. 12.—For the first time |
since the legislature convened, both the
senate and house convened in regular
session on the last day of the week., How-
ever, both branches adjourned at noon
until Monday. Members said this was
cuused by the desire of the leaders of
both branches to speed up the disposal
of the business now pending before both
houses.

The senate joint resolution by Senator
Darwin of Paris, proposing an amend-
ment to the constitution increasing the
salavies of the legislators to $10 per day
for the f{irst eighty days of the session
and $3 per day thereafter was passed to
engrossment in the senate. The present
pay of the legislators is $5 a day for the
first sixty days and $2 per day there-
after. .

Governor Neff recommended in a mes-
sage to the legislature the discontinuance
of the Texas State railroad, which runs
from Rusk to Palestine, a distance of
thirty-four miles. He pointed out that
in' the thirteen years the rodd had been
operated, it had continually thrown the
state deeper into debt.

HARDING'S MIND
BADLY MUDDLED
ON CABINET MEN

Day’s Conferences Leave Selec-
tions More in Doubt
Than Before.

ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla., Feb, 12.—
While the cabinet problem was takiug
on new elements of uncertainty today,

President-elect Harding let it be. known
that his plans of universal peace and dis-
armament also are far® from definite
formulation. Taking note of published
reports that a disarmament conference
would be called early in the new admin-
istration, he had made no sudh plans, al-
though the idea fitted in with his general
scheme fory an association of nations, If
was a feature of the problem, he added,
to which he would give no specific at-
tention until he came into the presidency
and was fully advised as to the status of
diplomatic relations with the other pow-
ors.

Repeatedly the President-elect had in-
cluded reduction of armaments among the
requirements for a peace treaty, and his
close advisers believe the subject will re
ceive his earnest attention as soon as he
takes up negotiations for his peacé plan.

Today the “eabinet developments ‘cen-
tered about Charles G. Daws and Frank
(). Lowden, both of Illinois, and men-
tioned for the posts of secretary of the
treasury and secretary of the navy re-
spectively, The net result was to leave
more in doubt than ever whether either
would be a member of Mr. Harding's of-
ficial family,

SERBIAN KING HARDLY
ABLE TO LEAVE BED

PARIS, FWeb, 12—King Peter of
Serbia, now T9 years old, is very feeble,
according to yeports reaching Paris from
Belgrade, He is totally deaf and spends
all his time in bed or in an invalid's
wheel-chair, Only the crown prince and
Princess Helene, his widowed daughter,
whose husband was killed by the Bolshe-
viki, arve permitted to see him.

While the paralysis that has affected
the old monarch's-right side for the last
two years has improved somewhat, he is
unable, to walk, He has lost steadily in
weight and energy since coming from his
retreat in Phaleron, Greece, a year ago
and has ceased to participate in the af-
fairs of state.

He is living in a little stone house out-
side the city of Belgrade. His only com-
panions are his physician and a per-
sonal servant.

After the liberation of Serbia from the
Austrians in October, 1918, King Peter
returned to Belgrade with his army and
entered actively into the reorganization
and réconstruction of his shattered coun-
try. Failing health, however, compelled
him soon after to Seek retiremeng to pri-
vate life. The affairs of state and court
were turned over to his son, Prince Alex-
ander, who became prince regent of the
new state of Jugosalvia.

Early in 1919, the king was removed
to a quiet retreat near Athens, (;‘.r«.*u('v.
where he lived for a year or more in a
small six-room house overlooking the Bay
of Phaleron.

To meet his long-cherished avish that
he might die on his native soil, the Ser-
bian authorities late’ last year brought
the invalid king back to his beloved Bel-
grade. He avoided society and kept aloof
from all court and public functions.

In this general mobilization of a nation’s
liens those pertaining to certain institu-
tions, such as the hospital whieh the
American Red Cross maintains at Con-
stanza for the eare and treatment of 150
tubercular children, are exempted and
will continue to perform their barnyard
duties for these plucnx.’

In compensation for the work expected
of the hens Austria by the terms of the
treaty agrees to repair 500 locomotives,
wliich will go far toward re-establishing

railway service in this country. Aside
from allowing the 20,000,000 eggs to
leave the country, Rumania agrees to per-
mit the export to Austria of 120,000 tons
of maize.

for weeks from the upper reaches of the
Yantsze viver. The reports are princi-
pally from missionary sources. The peo-
ple in-the western patrt of Hupeh pro-
vince, these advices say: have heen reduc-
ed to the direst strait® by troops who
demand tribute, levy taxes, seize and oc-
homes and shops and live on the

land without restrainst to voice their
grievances.

Shihan and adjoining distviets in the
western part of the province are said to
be wholly “under domingtion ef the sol-
diers. The area is not far distant from
the Yantsze trans-shipuient port of Ichang

 which was seized and looted by mutinous

troops in December. - I ordinary stimes
it is secluded from the rest of China, with

little or no communication with the other

provinces due to the ufter lack of routes

of transportation over the rugged heights.
“Paeifying Froops.”

It was in the early months of 1918 as

a development in the strife between North

and South that the soldiers appeared here

cunder the nanmie of the “Pacifying Na-
tion Tropps” “of Hupeh. - These troops

brought disaster.

Recently bytreason of differences these
forcas have had with the Szechuen troops,
the sonrce of ‘salt: supply for the distriet
has been cut. For weeks, say the re-
norte, it was impossible to obtain salt at
any price, with the result that the plague
appeared among the soldiers ‘and people
alike. Here is a'quotation from one let-

ter to the American Church Mission at

| Hankow :

“In one home the sdldiers became en-
raged at the family’s lack of respect for
them. One day the soldiers, who board
without paying, threw the food of the
household to their herses. The needv
family could not smother its protests,
for starvation was then upon them. The
solders then promptly called out the eld-
est son and hanged him.  His wife im-
mediately committed suicide and the old’
mother then killed herself.”
