A clearer look at the aims of
some organizations is in order.
On second thought, we are not
sure whether we should look at
their aims or should correct
their choice of words that they
use to state their position on
their demands for wage in-
creases. This is in reference to
the oft used word ‘‘entitled”.
We note that recently the
teachers' representative in a
nearby community said that
his group was entitled to a 10
percent or so wage raise be-
eause the cost of living had
gone up that much or more,

We agree that the cost of
living has gone up, for every-
body. We do not agree that this
“entitles”” anyone to a wage
increase. An “‘entitled” wage
increase is justified only in two
ways. Either by a correspond-
ing increase in productivity of
the worker or that the employer
iS enjoying an unusual margin
of profit that can be shared by
management with the worker.

If the premise is accepted
that a certain group in ‘“en-
titled"” to a wage increase
because other wages for other
groups have gone up, we are
saying that a particular job or
profession should receive a
certain proportional wage on a
scale comparing all jobs and
‘wages. This, badly put, is
communism where in all
wages, jobs, skills and pro-
fessions are told by the state
what their niche in society will
be.

However, under another
name this system of job
relativeity is being tried with a
modest degree of success in a
inajor country of the western
hemisphere. For several years
now, Brazil has had what is
wealled “‘indexation’ wherein
all jobs, prices, goods and ser-
vices are ‘‘indexed’ and a
ratio of worth is assigned to it.
We do not know much about
the political results of this idea
but understand that it was in-
stituted by Brazil in an at-
tempt to halt or slow their
rampant inflation.

In our view, this success is
relative. That is, in the last
several years Brazil's inflation

. rate has dropped from an
annual 30 to 40 percent to
around 10 percent. A 10 per-
cent devaluation of your cur-
fency per year is hardly a re-
sounding victory but it does
beat quadruple that amount all
to'pieces.

So, all major union groups
that use the term ‘entitled”
are either degrading the free
enterprise system or being
very sloppy with their choice
of words. We prefer to think it
is the latter.

If stitches are too loose in
the hem or too visible on the
right side, remove the stitches
and re-hem, either with a suit-
able thread or by using a fus-
able.

Thread dangling threads into
a needle. Bring them inside the
garment and fasten securely.

Reinforce loose buttons,
snaps and hooks and eyes be-
fore they become missing
items.

Prolong the life of a poorly
constructed machine - made
buttonhole by going over it
with a buttonnole hand stitch
or machine zig-zag.

Reinforce sleeve and crotch
seams with a second line of
machine stitching 1/8 inch
inside the seam allowance
using short stitch length,
thread and needle appropriate
for the fashion fabric. Narrow
or crooked seams need this
same ftreatment of a second
line of stitching.

Reinforce underarm seams
of raglan and kimono sleeves
with seam tape,

Strengthen pockets, or plac-
kets with a few firm hand or
machine stitches placed in
prime areas of stress.

Iroh-on patches or interfac-
ing on the inside can reinforce
areas of hard wear such as
knees, elbows and seats of
pants.

THE CAPTAIN
OF OUR SALVATION

Years ago a man of God was
asked to preach at the funeral of a
young soldier whose parents were
unsaved.

During the course of his message
the preacher sought to impress upon
his hearers the basic fact that “the
wages of sin is death, but the gift of
God is eternal life, through Jesus
Christ our Lord” (Romans 6:23).

This greatly upset the parents.
After the service they complained:
“This is embarrassing. Our boy was
not a sinner.”

The truth was that shortly before
his death this young man had done
what every true, born-again Chris-
tian has done. He acknowledged
himself to be a lost sinner and, trust-
ing Christ as his Savior, had been so
gloriously saved that his parents
were mystified that he could be so
happy in the face of death.

The simplest believer in Christ
understands all this. He knows that
for the “‘old man” the death of the
body is indeed a “dishonorable dis-

charge’’ for laws broken, orders dis-
obeyed, responsibilities unmet and
trusts betrayed. But for the “new
man’’ the death of the body is the
vestibule through which he is ush-
ered into the blessed presence of
“the Captain of our Salvation,” the
One who “by the grace of God
tasted death for every man™ that
He might “bring many sons to
glory'’ (See Hebrews 2:9,10).

This is why we read in Hebrews
2:14,15:

“Forasmuch, then, as the chil-
dren (of Adam) were partakers of
flesh and blood, He (Christ)- also
Himself likewise took part of the
same; that through death He might
destroy him that had the power of
death, that is, the devil.

““And deliver those who through
fear of death were all their lifetime
subject to bondage.”

No wonder St. Paul’s simple mes-
sage of salvation was: “‘Believe on
the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt
be saved”’ (Acts 16:31).
