Voters of the Bovina Independent 
School district will go to the polls 
in the school building on Saturday. 
April fith, to make their decision 
regarding an increase in tax rate for 
the school, Supt. W.. O. Cherry said 
today. 

In addition to this important tax 
matter, voters will chose two school 
board members out of a eld of eight 
candidates, consisting of Reuel Bar-
ron, Billie Wilkerson, I. W. Quickel, 
Clarence Jones, N. E. Bonds,.Reagan 
Looney, L. M. McFarland and Frank 
P. Wilson. Supt. Cherry added that 
terms of Mr. Berggren and Bonds 
are expiring, with Berggren asking 
that his name be taken off the tick-
et. 

The school board has received a 
petition, Cherry went on, signed by 
the required number of taxpayer 
voters, sking that an election be held 
to determine whether a majority of 
th property owning qualified voters 
of the district wish to have the tax 
rate hiked-not to exceed $1.50 per 
$100 valuation. At present, the lima: 
is $1 per $100. 

The superintendent said that the 
school board has had this subject 
under discussion and consideration 
for several months, and has reached 
the conclusion that this authorization 
is necessary for the school to receive 
the greatest amount of state aid and 
put the board in a better position to 
deal with the resistance of public 
utilities to higher valuations. Any 
interested taxpayer is invited to dis-
cuss the matter with any member of 
the board or with Cherry. "But by 
all means the important thing is 
for every qualified voter to go the 
polls on Saturday," Cherry conclud-
ed.

Bulls-Class 1, six months and 

under; class 2, six months and under 
12; class 3, 12 months to 24; class 
4, 24 months and over; class 5, get of 
sire, showing three offspring. 

Heifers and cows-Class 1, six 
months and under; class 2, six 
months and under 12; class 3, 12 to 
24 months; class 4, 24 months to 
three years, heavy producers; class 
5, 24 months to three years class 8, 
three to four years; class 7, four 
years and over. 

Hogs-Class 1, open gilts; class 2. 
bred gilts; class 3, sows; class 4, sow 
and litter of 4 or over; class b, fat 
litter; class 6, pen of three; class 7, 
fat pigs; class 8, boars under 12 
months; class 9, boars over year. 

Grand and reserve champions will 
be named in the bull, heifer-cow and 
hog divisions, with special prizes. 

The show will open to the public 
on Friday morning, and animals 
may be removed from the show barn 
after 4 o'clock Saturday afternoon. 
Only boys who are enrolled in 4-H 
or FFA clubs in the county are eli-
gible to participate in competition.

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Pacific Mail Gets 
Top Air Priority 

Lt. Colonel Robert L. Hardy, com-
manding officer of West Texas US 
Army Recruiting District, has just 
been informed that Secretary of 
War Robert P. Patterson, in an ef-
fort to improve and speed up mail 
deliveries to soldiers in the Pacific, 
announced that all air mail to and 
from troops in Japan, the Philip-
pines, Okinawa and other Pacific 
areas has been given a No. 1 prior-
ity and is being transmitted daily 
by air. This means mail will have 
priority over both personnel and 
cargo. 

Because of rapid demobilization 
during recent month, plane service 
to the Pacific has been curtailed. 
This is due partially to the loss of 
maintenance personnel. As a conse-
quence of the curtailed service, it 

' has been necessary to send a large 
volume of personal air mail letters, 
to and 'from military personnel, by 
surface during February, and over 
3,000,000 of such letters are now en-
route by surface vessels. 

With the establishment of the new 
priority for mail, all air mail letters 
for troops in the Pacific, except 
those already enroute by ship, are: 
being flown to their destination 
without delay.
