' view. Entering a plea of guilty for 
passing such check in the amount 
of $301.00 to Ellis Tatum for a load 

!of alfalfa on May 7, Carnes was 
'sentenced to three years at the 
state prison. 

Eight indictments were re-
turned by members of the Far-
mer County grand jury Mon-
day during the opening session 
of the October term of court. 
Three of the cases were tried by 
Jude E. A. Bills Tuesday morn-
ing and all of the defendants 
entered pleas of guilty and the 
jury was waived. 

One indictment was against Wil-
lie Wolfe, Junior Parks, and Troy 
Bridgeman, for burglary of 0. C. 
Pullam's Gulf Service Station in 
Farwell on February 12. The three 
pled guilty and were sentenced to 
serve two years in the state prison. 

Robert Lee Burks, Hereford, was 
indicted and pled guilty to forgery 
and knowingly passing a forged in-
strument. He passed a check on 
J. W. Parmer of Friona on June 
23. Burks also received two years 
in the penitentiary at Huntsville.

Another indictment was against 

Paul Bush, formerly of Friona. 
Bush is presently out on bond and 
is being charged with the em-
bezzlement of $122.50 from Parmer 
County Implement Company in Fri-
ona, the firm where he was former-
ly employed. The date for Bush's 
trial will be set later. 

Four other indictments returned 
were two for burglary, one for 
forgery, and one for theft. The 
four cases will be tried in district 
court at a later date, according to 
Chas. Lovelace, Parmer County 
sheriff. 

Several other cases were investi-
gated by the grand jury, but no 
indictments were issued, pending 
further investigation, Lovelace 
says.

The local boys entered their 
swine against 400 head from 
all over the state, and competi-
tion was keen in all divisions, ac-
cording to Tom Hudson, FFA ad-
visor. 

Texico completely dominated the 
senior Duroc gilt class by taking 
the first five places and showing 
the champion in this division. The 
boys were unfortunate in that they 
had transportation difficulties and 
were on the road 16 or 17 hours, 
which caused the fat barrows to be 
sifted out because of lack of 
weight. 

Carrying off high honors for 
whe Texico boys was Jerry Reid, 
who took first place with his 
junior Duroc sow, first with his 
senior Duroc sow, and showed 
the champion Duroc gilt. 
J. C., Allen, and Leon Kelley 

tcok first with their senior Duroc 
boar, first with their senior Ches-
terwhite boar, as well as two 
thirds, and a fifth place. Their 
third place Chesterwhite fat bar-
row sold in the junior livestock 
fat sale for $103. J. C. also re-
ceived a third place medal in 
swine showmanship. 

Raymond Hadley placed second 
with his junior Hampshire gilt, sec-
ond with his senior Hampshire 
gilt, and seventh with his Hamp-
shire fat barrow. His father, John 
Hadley, edged him out in honors 
by showing the senior champion 
and grand champion bull as well 
as taking two firsts, two thirds, and 
one fourth place in the milking 
shorthorn division. 

Dwayne Winkles came back with 
a second place ribbon from the 
senior Duroc gilt show and a fourth 
in the senior Duroc gilt division. 
Nathan Tharp received three fifth 
place ribbons and two fourth place 
ribbons. 

Hudson expressed satisfaction 
over the boys showing at the fair, 
but added, "Although the boys 
have good breeding stock, they 
found out that it's not good enough 
and improvements are going to 
have to be made." 

At the fair, Winkles purchased 
the Poland gilt which won first 
place, from McCurdy School at 
Santa Cruz. "The gilt is a sister to 
the grand champion Poland gilt 
and cost Dwayne a considerable 
sum of money," Hudson says.

This week we take a peek at 
the views of Paul L. Roy, editor 
of the Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, 
Times: He, as you will soon see, 
likes Ike: 

Mr. Eisenhower, a God-fear-
ing Christian gentleman, a loyal 
and devoted husband and father, 
an affectionate and admiring 
grandfather is strongest in time 
of stress and strain. 

He has carved out a long. dis-
tinguished and unblemished mill-
taiy career. :-ii=. is stodhearted; 
braNe; fearless and courageous, a 
bulwark against the inroads of 
communism and a tower of 
strength and moral support for 
the free world.  

From the moment Presidant Ei- i 
senhower was projected, 'in-
knowingly, into the world lime-
light he won the admiration and 
respect of all those nations allied 
in the cause of a free world, the 
destruction of totalitarianism, ty-
ranny, oppression and aggression. 
He assumed the tremendous bur-
den and responsibility of com-
manding the greatest force of al-
lied fighting men and women in the 
history of the world and he led 
them to the greatest victory in the 
history of man-kind. 
" 	Respect of Fellow Men 
Mr. Eisenhower has never as-

sailed or attacked his American 
opponents and he has never re-
plied to his critics. He has won the 
admiration, esteem and respect of 
his fellow men as no other man 
has done in modern times.

3 c. hot water 
3 c. finely diced bread, or soft 

crumbs 
3 eggs, slightly beaten 
1 tbls. melted butter 
1/2  tsp. salt 
1 tsp. vanilla 
Combine condensed milk and 

water, pour over bread and let 
stand until lukewarm. Stir in 
eggs, butter, salt and vanilla. Pour 
into greased casserole. Set in pan 
of hot water. Bake 350° F until 
knife blade comes out clean, about 
one hour.

The September convention of the 
Texas Democratic Party is gone 
but not forgotten. 

Amid rumblings of discontent 
within the ranks of the party 
across the state, there is more 
than just occasional mention of 
some of the goings-on at the 
Demo clambake in Fort Worth in 
September, and apparently the 
general public has not been fully 
exposed to the happenings there. 
After reading a few—and hearing 

several—comments on discontent 
that the liberal delegations of 
Texas were bearing, this reporter 
thought it might not hurt to talk 
with one of the Parmer County 
delegates who was there. 

Sure enough, some interesting 
conversation developed. 

Loyde Brewer of Friona and 
Wiley Bullock of Lazbuddie were 
the county delegates. Alternates 
were Joe Douglas and Oscar Bax-
ter, both of Friona. 

Our interview dealt only with 
Brewer, but he is confident that his 
views are shared by the others who 
were along. 

Fans of state politics will re-
member that the September con- 

ly interested in Lyndon," says 
Brewer. "And Sam Rayburn's skin 
is an inch thick. He doesn't care 
what a few delegations think of 
him so long as he can turn up on 
the winning side and use it to his 
political advantage." 

Brewer also hit at coverage of 
the convention by the state's 
press. "We don't believe the daily 
papers gave an accurate presenta-
tion of the convention," he said. 

At one point several major 
dailies reported Daniel as announc-
ing he would support the Democr;.-
tic nominees in November's elec-
tion. This charge the liberals, was 
just a means of swaying some 
liberal votes to his side.

Then, as the contest arose on 
whether such seating could be 
termed legitimate, a roll call vote 
was taken in which the conserva-
tive members of the contested 
delegations, which were then on 
the floor, were permitted to vote on 
their own dispute. 

One development which cut 
liberals to the quick was the ap-
parent desertion of their rarks 
by Lyndon Johnson and Sam 
Rayburn. These two high-rank-
ing members of the national 
legislature, who had previously 
figured prominently , in guiding 
county conventions into the lib-
eral camp, have been charged 
with a collusion with the Daniel 
conservative forces. 

vention was a rugged one. The 
liberal and conservative factions 
were closely divided, and control 
of the party machinery hung in the 
balance. 

The outcome of the session was 
the handing to Price Daniel—the 
Democratic n o m i n e e-elect—the 
brake, throttle and steering wheel 
of the state political machinery. 

This development, as one might 
suspect, hardly sat well with liberal 
delegations, which, for the most 
part, were still feeling pretty riled 
at the squeaky win Daniel register-
ed over their leader, Yarborough. 

To make things worse, the lib-
erals claim to have outnumbered 
the conservatives in delegate 
strength.

I pen? 
"It was parliamentary manipu-

lation that beat us," declares 
Brewer. "We think we got a 
dirty deal. It was a rotten af-
fair in which the outcome had 
been decided before we ever 
went to the convention."

vention. A two-vote representation 
for the liberals was hardly worth 
fighting over. However, when it 
came time to see who would be 
seated from big vote counties, 
namely Harris, Bexar, El Paso,

Take It Easy 

Keep Grade Up 
Cotton farmers who pack more 

cotton into their trailers than the 
units are designed to carry are 
penalizing themselves, says Coun-
ty Agent Joe Jones. 

"If you tromp cotton into a 
trailer, and load up four bales on 
a three-bale trailer, or three on a 
two-bale trailer, you are going to 
grind a lot of trash into the lint 
that will cut the cotton's grade," 
he says. 

The well equipped and operated 
gins of the area can do a lot to 
keep a farmer's grade high, but 
it's impossible for them to turn 
out a better grade than the farm-
er brings to them, believes the 
agent. 

"There are modern improve-
ments such as lint cleaners that 
can pull a lot of trash out, but 
then again, this has the farmer 
hurting himself because every 
piece of trash removed takes with 
it a little bit of lint," says Jones. 

Another thing that he recom-
mends cotton farmers watch for 
is putting wet cotton into the trail-
er. Moisture from dew or other 
sources will contribute to lowering 
the grades. 

Slat and wire trailers give trash 
a chance to postle out while the 
bolls are in transit and are prob-
ably an advantage in this respect, 
says Agent Jones. 

If Texas continues its present 
rate of growth for the next fifty 
years, water use by urban dwellers 
alone will be doubled. This fact is 
pointed out in a publication releas-
ed by the Brazos River Authority. 
It is noted that this expected in-
crease in water use does not in- 
elude industrial needs.

'56 Sign-Up Deadline 
Near for Soil Bank 

Growers of grain sorghum in 
Parmer County are being asked 
this week by the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Association to support 
the activities of the organization to 
promote a better future for the 
commodity. 

The Association, which last 
year was credited with obtaining 
an increase in the price support 
of milo, is asking farmers to set 
aside one-fourth of one-cent per 
hundredweight to further the 
work of the group. 

R. G. Peeler, president of the 
Association, was in Parmer 
County last week and this week 
in the interest of the activities of 

the organization. A Hereford 
farmer, he points out that Par-
mer County benefitted to the 
tune of more than $1,000,000 this 
year in a better price for this 
primary feed grain product. 

This achievement was done in 
the field of legislation. However, 
Peeler is quick to point out that 
legislative activity is not the only 
field which the Association thinks 
needs cultivating. 

There are tremendous markets 
that need opening. Feeders the na-
tion over who are now using corn 
can be converted to grain sor-
ghums if a hard-hitting marketing 
and promotion program is ad-
vanced, he believes. 

Grain sorghums, though consider-
ably cheaper than corn, are in 
most cases an equal to corn in 
feed value. 

Elevators and banks in Parmer 
County are being asked to act as 
receiving points for the money 
which will go into the Association. 
Forms are available which will 
make it a simple matter for farm-
ers to set aside the recommended 
portion of their crop. 

The Association was started only 
last year, when prices and markets 
for grain sorghums looked dim. 
Support of the Association's work

into, it will remain in force ' 
throughout the length of the con-
tract. 

Farmers will be required to es-
tablish cover crops, although go-
vernment payments will make it 
possible for up to 80 percent to 
be paid on getting these crops 
started. 

County agricultural officials had 
at first planned a series of meet-
ings in the county to explain the 
program to farmers, but the ses-
sions have been postponed. 

Harvest would cut down at-
tendance, believes Mills, and the 
meetings probably will not be an-
nounced until December. 

PARMER 
FARMER 

has been strong in some localities 
on the Plains, but no drive has 
ever been made in Parmer County. 

That, in effect, gave Parmer 
County farmers the benefits of the 
19-cent increase in price without 
their having given more than token 
support to the work of the organi-
zation that made the increase pos-
sible. 

Labor Department 
Gives Wage Rate 

The U. S. Department of Labor 
has announced the wage rate for 
cotton pulling in Parmer County. 
According to information contained 
in a wire which was sent by Ed 
McDonald, regional director of bu-
reau of employment security, the 
rate effective October 4 is $1.50 per 
hundred. 

This information was released by 
Maurice Oden of the Texas employ- 
ment office at Muleshoe. These 
findings are based on irrigated 
acreage only. 

* * 	* 

After a sluggish start, the gov-
ernment's new conservation re-
serve program—phase two of the 
soil bank plan—was kicked off in 
Parmer County last week. 

Applications are now being re-
ceived at the county ASC office in 
Farwell, and a deadline of October 
15, is pointed out for farmers who 
want to get in under the wire on 
the 1956 part of the program. 

The bulk of the government's 
new land-idling plan will not get 
rolling until next year, and March 
15 of 1957 is the deadline for sign-
ing up for land to be put into the 
bank beginning that year. 

In other words, if a farmer 
wants to rush his land into the 
program for 1956, he'll have to 
do it by next Monday. If he wants 
to study things over until next 
spring, that's okay with the govern-
ment, but that delays the plan un-
til the calendar year of 1957. 

In the case of farmers who want 
to start immediately, it is possible 
for cropland on which nothing was 
produced this year to be included 
and payment made. That would 
apply to failures of wheat, cotton, 
or grain sorghum on dryland, for 
example. It must not have been 
harvested. 

Payment in Parmer County is 
based on a flat $10 per acre per 
year. This applies to irrigated, 
dryland, and regardless of the 
crops removed from production. 
The rraXiMUM payment in Texas is 
$13 per acre. The minimum is $8. 
Minimum acreage is five acres. 
Maximum payment is $5,000 per 
year. 

Mills points out that agreements 
which will be made between farm-
ers and the government will be for 
five and 10-year periods. Those 
are the only two plans, and once 
an agreement has been entered

age under irrigation in the Par-
mer County area, we can look for-
ward to a lot of blowing dirt this 
winter and next spring. 

In our opinion, this is one of 
the few real discomforts of life 
on the rich farming country of the 
Plains. The sand blows about a 
third of the year, and anybody who 
claims it isn't uncomfortable is 
just kidding himself. He won't fool 
very many others. 

Even if it were possible for us 
to control all dust of local origin 
—which we'll never be able to do, 
naturally—this coming windy sea-
son would still look pretty rugged. 

There are a lot of days ahead 
when we will have more New Mex-
ico, Colorado and Kansas soil in 
our skies and eyes than the good 
earth of our own area. In fact, 
on account of the extreme dryness 
of those other areas, we may pick 
up more topsoil than we will lose. 

At any rate, the weather fore-
cast for the windy months is 
"slightly cloddy."

Looks like we're down to two 

rains a year. One comes too early. 
The other comes too late. 

* * * * 
Hale County, our neighbor a 

little ways to the east, is getting all 
the headlines these days for its 
fabulous irrigated farming develop-
ment. As the richest agricultural 
county in Texas, it deserves every-
thing that is being said. 

All of Hale County's abundance, 
however, can be traced to two 
things: a great supply of irriga-
tion water, and a rich soil. All 
progress of that famous area has 
stemmed from development of 
these two natural resources. 

This ought to make Parmer 
County farmers and land owners 
feel pretty good about the future. 
Our land, just as rich as Hale's 
to start with, likely is in better 
shape than Hale's because it 
hasn't been heavily cropped for 
so long. 

Our water inventory gives every 
indication of being just as great or 
greater than Hale's. 

The only difference between the 
two counties is the time factor. 
They got started making money 
several years sooner than we did. 
If we can match Hale County with 
diversification and smart, business-
like farming, we can catch 'em.

who keeps up with which way the 
wind is blowing, generally speak-
ing, it's Stevenson, Kefauver and 
Johnson." 

Then he went on to say that he 
realized the national farm pro-
gram hadn't pleased everybody—
including him. If he was in the 
White House, he would do things 
different, at least in our county. 
He allowed that the $61,000,000 
spent by the Eisenhower adminis-
tration for drought relief in Texas 
could have been doubled and still 
not made all the farmers happy 
and prosperous. 

"But," said Old Man Jones, "I 
keep remembering that the main 
reason for our troubles, besides 
the drouth, is the fact that we are 
not at war. Now, if Adlai and 
Estes really want to jump on 
President Eisenhower, there is a 
real issue. They've sure got the 
goods on Ike in that respect. If 
he hadn't stopped that Korean 
War, farm prices would be higher, 
no doubt. I wonder why they 
never mention that." 

Old Man Jones was kidding a 
little, of course, in his usual way, 
but I think he had something 
there. We have got to adjust to 
peace-time, which is taking awhile 
but President Eisenhower is 
working at it. And meanwhile our 
boys aren't fighting and dying on 
foreign soil. It's worth thinking 
about.

Restriction of the sale, use, and 
transportation of herbicides in 
Parmer County is being considered 
by the county commissioners, who 
will conduct a hearing on the sub-
ject 'Monday, October 22. 

Aim of this action is designed 
to reduce or eliminate the pos-
sibility or damage to cotton by 
2, 4-D, a popular weed killer 
which in numerous instances has 
drifted from maize fields to cotton 
several hundred yards away. 

The effect of this is well known 
to many Parmer County farmers 
by now. The broad-leafed cotton 
is susceptible to the weed killer, 
which uses the principal of plant 
hormone. The cotton "goes crazy" 
and its growth is contorted. Yields 
in some cases are materially re-
duced. 

Some incidence of dosing cotton 
with the chemical has been turn-
ing up for several years, but this 
summer proved worst of all. Hun-
reds of acres of cotton in the coun-
ty have been hit by the drifting 
spray, and lawsuits by the score 
have been threatened, although 
none have been filed in the county 
so far. 

If the commissioners invoke the 
law, severe restrictions will be 
put on 2, 4-D. Dealers will have 
to keep track of who buys the 
chemical, and in what amounts. 

Buyers will have to post bond 
for its use and will be required 
to keep careful records of when

use the nitrogen plant foods. The 
bacteria use decaying organic 
matter for food to supply the 
energy required to change the 
nitrogen to a form that plants 
can use. 

Bacteria are also helpful in the 
plant utilization of phosphates by 
storing the phosphorous in their 
bodies to be released all during the 
growing season. The number of 
bacteria in the soil is amazing. 
One gram of soil contains from 
100,000 to several billion. This 
means that there are approximate-
ly 5,(100 pounds per acre on dry-
land and 20,000 pounds or more 
per acre on irrigated land of thos, t.  
bacteria in our soils. 

Without thee bacteria working 
for us our soils would be in-
fertile. Anyway that we can in-
crease the food supply of these 
bacteria will increase our soil 
fertility. 

The most economical way to 
supply this needed organic matter 
is by the efficient use of crop 
residues and green manure crops. 

The addition of organic matter 
increases the amount of plant food 
available to the plant by speeding 
the breakdown of the rocks and 
minerals of the soil. Acids are 
given off in the decomposition of 
organic matter. These acids help 
eat away these minerals leaving 
_he plant foods. 

The organic matter content of a 
soil is related to the ease of till-
age. Soils that are low in organic 
matter tend to pack and form clay 
pans or plow pans much more 
rapidly than soils high in organic 
matter. A packed soil reduces the 
infiltration of the rain and re-
stricts the development of plant 
roots. 

The addition of organic matter 
will not solve all of your fertility 
problems; however, it is a step 
in the right direction.

There are many factors that 

enter into soil fertility. One of 
the most important factors is the 
organic matter content of the soil. 

Virgin soils of Parmer County 
contain approximately 3 to 5 per 
cent of organic matter. Under cul-
tivation this percentage is reduced. 
The average dryland farm has 
about 1 per cent. The average con-
tent 'of the irrigated land is about 
0.7 per cent. These figures are con-
siderably Itiwer than the figures 
for the virgin pasture land. 

Organic matter is any form of 
plant or animal bodies that are in 
the process of decomposition. 
This includes any part of a crop 
left on the fields, any crop plowed 
under green, any barnyard ma-
nure that is added, and the bodies 
of dead animals. 

The organic matter present in 
the soil directly affects the water-
holding capacity of the soil. The 
small fragments of organic mat-
ter have the ability to hold up to 
ten times as much water as a 
soil particle the same size. There-
fore, any increase in organic mat-
ter content will increase the 
amount of water a soil can store. 
This is extremely valuable to the 
dryland farmer who depends on 
water stored in the fall and win-
ter to produce the next crop and 
to the irrigation farmer who pre-
irrigates. Crop production depends 
on the water stored in the soil. 

Organic matter increases the 
water intake rate of the soil. Dur-
ing the process of decomposition 
of organic matter, there is 
given off a gluelike substance. This 
substance tends to stick the soil 
particles together in small clumps 
called aggregates. A soil that is 
well aggregated will take water 
more rapidly than will a soil in 
poor condition. This is especially 
true in tighter soils. 

To increase the permability of a 
soil is helpful in this area where 
many of the rains fall in a short 
period of time. A well aggregated 
soil tends to resist both wind and 
water erosion. This resistance is 
due to the fact that several of 
the smaller particles are stuck to-
gether creating a larger aggregate 
which is not easily moved. 

Another important function of 
organic matter is the increase in 
bacterial activity. An abundant 
supply of microscopic bacteria are 
necessary for plants to be able to

Have you 
thought much about how you are 
going to store your summer 
clothes. Remember that right 
storage will increase the life of 
summer clothing. 

Here are some suggestions for 
keeping out-of-season clothing in 
good condition until next summer: 

Mend any ripped seam, tears, 
loose buttons or other damages. A 
few stitches can save the life of 
a garment. 

Wash or dry clean all garments 
before storing. 

Store cottons and linens unironed. 
Make certain all starch is remov-
ed. It can cause fabric to deterio-
rate and may attract silverfish. 

Dry garments thoroughly and 
store them in a dry place to pre-
vent mildew. 

Store in large boxes or trunks 
to make room in closets for fall 
clothing. 

* * * 
Also something, housewives and 

mothers are looking for is a way 
to cut down on that ironing. Have 
you bought any of these new drip-
dry fabrics? They help cut down 
on the homemaker's work. But re-
member to follow directions. 

Dripping is essential for smooth 
drying of cotton and rayons with a 
minimum-care finish, according 
to extension clothing specialists. 
Lift the clothes from the rinse 
water after laundering. Hang 
smoothly on a hanger. Don't 
wring, twist or squeeze to remove 
water. 

As the water drips off, it smooths 
out creases or wrinkles left from 
laundering. A final touch-up with 
the iron may be' needed to make 
hems, seams and edges as smooth 
as new. 

Some of the synthetic fibers, as 
dacron, also have this drip-dry 
quality. Clothes made of these syn-
thetics will be wrinkle-free when 
dry only if lifted from the rinse 
water and hung to dry with the 
least possible handling. The more 
they drip, the smoother they dry. 

Best footwear for deer hunting 
in all except extremely steep, 
snow-covered mountains, is the 
lumberman's rubber shoe with 
sharply corrugated rubber bot-
tom and leather top, not over eight 
inches high.—Sports Afield
