They and their
children traveled in two wagons and |
a hack, with all the possessions they |
owned in the world, and it took 17
days to make the trip. Asked what
made them decide to “pull up stakes”
and move, Curry stated that he had
a brother in Texico who kept writ-
ing them that “this was the up and
coming country and told them about!
the homestead land.” So they sold
out and moved.

Upon their arival, Mrs. Curry andi

the children stayed in the wagons on
the homestead and Curry had to go
all the way to Bovina to get lumber

to build a home of some kind. It had |
rained quite a lot and the draw was!

up. Enroute to Bovina, when crossing
the draw, the mules had to swim
across and the wWagon just rolled
along on the bottom of the draw. Dur-
ing the crossing however, Curry lost
his bedroll and chased it along the
shore, finally roping it at a bend. He
was forced to stay in Bovina, at the
old Bovina hotel avhich still stands.
‘“‘Bovina was quite a town in those
days,” he relates.

The Curry children didn’t like
their new home at first, the parents
relate. “They wanted to go back to
Ft. Worth where they could see
people once in a while,” they laugh.
But they all remained and have
many interesting stories to tell. Cur-
ry hauled frieght about two years
with two teams, and made a living
for his family. He remembers the
Santa Fe railroad built to Melrose in
1905, which helped Fairfield to grow.

“Uncle Tom” Randol of Farwell
was a, close neighbor (two miles
away) of the Currys and the pioneers
still like to visit and recount stories
of their eventful pasts. “We have had
a great many good talks with Uncle
Tom,” say the Currys.

Six children were born to the loc-
al couple. Arthur passed away in
Clovis, and Ethel died back in Llano.
Surviving are Jim, Alhambra, Calif.;

A travel letter from Marguente'

Dear mother and dad, ,

I hardly know where 1o begin. I

-will do so by saying I am here, that

is, in Oslo, Norway. Jane met me :at
the airport. She is wonderfully well
and radiantly happy. At present, I'm |
sitting in my hotel room which is on
top of a mountain near a ski ‘trail,
with the whole of Oslo under my
window. I can see the fjords, t
mountains and the cluster of build-
ings down in the valley.

I'm wrapped up in a Norwegian

sweater that Jane gave me, one she |

made for me, because it is very cold. |

which tasted like roast beef and was
really delicious. You know how I like
roast beef.

Having placed myself, I will begin
at the beginning. The trip on the
United States was really luxurious,
just a luxury hotel afloat. The meals
on the boat were in 8 courses. We had
just one rough day enroute. An 80
year old woman gave me her special
“‘sea-sick prevention"—the putting of
a sheet of paper on your stomach. It
was a very short trip. We hardly left
New York till we got here. You could
have food at any hour of the day or
night and we always' had breakfast
in bed. Bob Hope was on board and
come down to entertain us on the
night of the captain’s dinner. What
a gala affair that was, with paper
hats, balloons, fabulous foods and
Bob Hope.

On the trip, you just eat and sleep|

we saw the S. S. America and the
Queen Elizabeth steaming toward
New York, Our immigration officer
was a tall sandy man who talked
with us for an hour and talked us in-
to buying him some ale—but it was
worth it for his stories were maich-
less.

Well, we landed at Southampton at
6 o'clock, were ushered into the new
and beautiful station. The customs
| officers did not even look at our bags.
Then we were in the boat train, an
English train with compartments and
an aisle all along the side. It was
dark and we couldn’t see much, but
the trip was lively because of a young
American couple in our car who were
just as childish about being on fore-
ign soil for the first time as we were.
Just before we got to Victoria station,
we saw Big Ben, then we knew we
were in London. We stayed at the
Park Lane Hotel in London. It is a
famous hotel, but nevertheless stuffy
and typically English,
