Seed Treatment Is
Good Insurance

COLLEGE STATION,—Nobody
can guarantee that your cotton will

‘oduce a good crop, but there is a
good insurance in chemical seed
treatment.

There's often quite a difference in
a cotton crop that has been planted
with chemically treated seed and a
erop that wasn't. Here's the differ-
ence. With chemically treated seed,
chances are good for better stands
and greater yields because the che-
micals kill seed-borme germs and
protect the seeds against molds and
fungi in the soil.

Without seed treatment, it ig hard-
ed to get a good stand for producing
a good crop, says E. A. Miller, ex-
tension agronomist of Texas A. and
M. College. Unprotected seed rots
easily in thez oil before it has
chance to germinate, especially if

Business Activity On-
Downward Trend

| B

Continuing the downward, trend
in February, the index of business
activity in Texas dropped 2 per cent
frem January, after adjustment for
seasonal variation, the University of
Texas Bureau of Business Research
reported. With the exception of small
ancreases in November and Decem-
ber, the Bureau’s index has been
declining since August when it
reached a postwar high of 233 per
cent of the 1935-39 base period.

Dr. John R. Stockton, statistician
for the Bureau, said the widespread
mature of the decline throughout the
various phases of the economic acti-
vity of the State, combined with the
fact that buSiness all over 'the coun-
try is showing the same kind of
weakness, gives rise to.the belief
ibat a major turning point in busi-
ness activity is at hand.

Whether or not this is the turning
Pt in a major cycle of brisiness,
or 15 a minor cyclical decline such as
the lastiquarter of 1937, cannot be
determined this early in the decline,
Dr. Stockton stated. The composite

All but one of the components of
the composite index of Texas busi-
ness declined in February.
